Be advised that River Gas Corporation is considered to be the
operator of the above well and is responsible under the terms and
conditions of the lease for the operations conducted on the
leased lands.

This office will hold the aforementioned operator and bond liable
until the provisions of 43 CFR § 3106.7-2 continuing
responsibility are met.

This permit will be valid for a period of one year from the date
of approval. After permit termination, a new application must be
filed for approval.

All lease operations will be conducted in full compliance with
applicable regulations (43 CFR § 3100), Onshore Oil and Gas
Orders, lease terms, notices to lessees, and the approved plan of
operations. The operator is fully responsible for the actions of
his subcontractors. A copy of these conditions and the approved
plan will be made available to field representatives to insure
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A. DRILLING PROGRAM

1. The BOP system shall be rated to 2M as proposed.
Installation, testing and operation of the system shall be
in conformance with Onshore Oil and Gas Order No. 2.

2. Air drilling must be done in accordance with Onshore
Oil and Gas Order No. 2, III.E. As a minimum use of a
rotating head, spark arresters, blooie line, float valve,
and automatic igniter is required.

3. In accordance with the proposal, cement for the 8-5/8"
and 5-1/2" casing shall be circulated to surface. If the
cement does not circulate, a CBL or other appropriate tool
must be run to determine the top-of-cement.

4. Any fluid bearing zones or lost circulation zones
encountered while drilling will be isolated behind casing
and cement.

5. The action requires approval of the State of Utah,
Division of Oil, Gas and Mining prior to
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B. SURFACE USE

1. The followingappendices are attached for your reference. They are to be
followed as conditionsof approval:

BG-1, Surface Disturbance Mitigation for CriticalWinter Range
BG-2, CriticalWinter Range Browse Hand Planting
BG-3, Winter Restrictions on High Value and CriticalWinter Range
SM-1, Seed Mixturefor Production Facilities
SM-2, Seed Mixture for Final Reclamation

2. Whether the mud pit shall be lined willbe determined at the timeof
construction.

3. Within six months of installation, surface structures shall be painted in the
following flat, earth tone colors: Olive Black (5WA20-6)and/orGrisaille (2C23-
5). These Fuller O'Brien colorsare for reference only. Any brand of paint may
be used provided the colorsmatch. Any facilities that must be painted to
complywithOSHA standards are exempt.

GENERALCONSTRUCTION

1. Operator shall contact the Price BLMOffice at least forty-eight hours prior to
the anticipatedstart of construction and/or any surface disturbing activities. The
BLMmay require and schedule a preconstruction conferencewiththe operator
prior to the operator commencingconstructionand/or surface disturbing
activities. The operator and the operator's contractor,or agents involved with
construction and/or any surface disturbing activitiesassociated with the project,
shall attend this conferenceto reviewthe Conditions of Approval and plan of
development. The operator's inspector willbe designated at the pre-drill
conference, and is to be given an approved copy of all maps, permits and
conditions of approvalbefore the start of construction. The BLMwillalso
designate a representativefor the project at the preconstruction conference.

2. The operator shall designate a representative(s)who shall have the authorityto
act upon and to implement instructions from the BLM. The operator's
representative shall be availablefor communicationwiththe BLMwithina
reasonable time when constructionor other surface disturbing activitiesare
underway.

3. Any culturaland/or paleontological resource (historic or prehistoric site or
object)discovered by the operator,or any person workingon his behalf, on
public land is to be immediately reported to the Price BLMOffice. The
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willsuspend all operations in the immediate area of such discovery untilwritten
authorizationto proceed is issued by the Price BLMOffice. An evaluationof
the discovery willbe made by the BLMto determine appropriateactions to
prevent the loss of significantculturalor scientificvalues. The operator is
responsiblefor the cost of evaluationof any site found during construction. The
BLMwilldetermine what mitigationis necessary.

4. Duringproject construction,surface disturbance and vehicle travel shall be
limitedto the approved location and access routes. Any additionalarea needed
must be approved by the Price BLMOfficeprior to use.

5. The operator must provide a trash cage for the collectionand containmentof all
trash. The trash shall be disposed in an authorized landfill. The location and
access roads shall be kept litter free.

6. Vegetation removalnecessitated by constructionshall be confinedto the limits
of actual construction. Removed vegetation will be stockpiledfor use in
reclamation or removed from the constructionsite at the direction of the BLM.

7. Erosion controlstructures such as water bars, diversion channels and terraces
willbe constructedto divert water and reduce erosion of the disturbed area.
For mostsoil types, the following spacings shall be used:

Slope Spacing
2% 200 feet
2-4% 100 feet
4-5% 75 feet
>5% 50 feet

In addition,water bars shall be constructedinto the access road at all curves,
significantgrade changes, and as determined necessary by a registered
professional engineer. Water bars should be sloped withthe grade and cut to a
minimum 12-inch depth below the surface. The grade of the water bar should
be two percent greater than the grade of the road.

ROAD CONSTRUCTION

8. Operator shall provide an inspector under the direction of a registeredprofessional
engineer(PE) at all times during road construction. A PE shall certify (statement
with PE stamp) that the road was constructed to the required Bureau of Land
Management (BLM)road standards.

9. Road constructionor routinemaintenanceactivitiesare to be performed during
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periods when the soil can adequately support constructionequipment. If such
equipment creates ruts more than 6 inches deep, the soil is deemed too wet to
adequately support constructionequipment.

10. The operator is responsible for maintenanceof all roads authorizedthroughthe
lease or a right-of-way. Construction and maintenance shall comply with Class
111or Class II Road Standards as described in BLMManual Section 9113 and the
Moab District Road Standards, except as modified by BLM. Maintenance may
include but is not limitedto grading, applyinggravel, snow removal, ditch cleaning,
headcut restoration/prevention.

11. Topsoil from access roads is to be wind rowedalongthe uphillside of the road.
When the well is plugged and the road rehabilitated,this soilwillthen be used as
a top coatingfor the seed bed.

12. Erosion-controlstructuressuch as water bars, diversionchannels,and terraces will
be constructed to divert water and reduce soit erosion on the disturbed area.
Road ditch turnoutsshall be equippedwith energydissipators as needed to avoid
erosion. Where roads interrupt overland sheet-flowand convert this runoff to
channel flow,ditch turnoutsshall be designed to reconvert channel flow to sheet
flow. Rock energy dissipators and gravel dispersion fans may be used, or any
other design which would accomplish the desired reconversion of flowregime. As
necessary cut banks, road drainages, and road crossings shall be armored or
otherwiseengineered to prevent headcutting.

PAD CONSTRUCTION

13. During the constructionof the drill pad, suitabletopsoilmaterial is to be stripped
and conserved in a stockpile on the pad. The depth of topsoilto be salvaged will
be will generally be two to six inches. If you have questions about how much
topsoilto remove, please call the Price BLMOffice. Ifstockpilesare to remainfor
more than a year, they shall be seeded with the seed mixture in appendix SM-1,
attached.

14. Generally, drill pads are to be designed to prevent overlandflow of water from
entering or leaving the site. The pad is to be slopedto drain spills and water into
the reserve pit. The drillpad shall be designed to disperse diverted overlandflow
and to regulate flowvelocity so as to prevent or minimizeerosion.

REHABILITATIONPROCEDURES

Site Preparation

15. The entire roadbed and drill site should be obliteratedand brought back to the
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approximate original contour. Drainage control is to be reestablished as
necessary. AIIareas affectedby road constructionare to be recontouredto blend
in with the existing topography. All berms are to be removed unless determined
to be beneficial by BLM. In recontouringthe disturbed areas, care shouldbe taken
to not disturb additionalvegetation.

Seedbed Preparation

16. An adequate seedbed shouldbe prepared for all sites to be seeded. Areas to be
revegetated should be chiselledor disked to a depth of at least 12 inches unless
restrained by bedrock.

17. Ripping of fillmaterialsshould be completedby a bulldozer equippedwith single
or a twinset of rippershanks. Ripping should be done on 4-foot centers to a
depth of 12 inches. The process shouldbe repeated until the compactedarea is
loose and friable, then shall be followed by final grading.

18. After final grading, the stockpiled topsoilshall be spread evenly across the
disturbed area.

Fertilization

19. Commercial fertilizerwitha formula of 16-16-8 is to be applied at a rate of 200
pounds per acre to the site. The rate may be adjusted depending on soil.

20. Fertilizer is to be applied not more than 48 hours before seeding, and shall be
cultivatedinto the upper 3 inches of soil.

21. Fertilizer is to be broadcast over the soil using hand-operated "cyclone-type"
seeders or rotary broadcast equipmentattached to constructionor revegetation
machinery as appropriate to slope. All equipment should be equipped with a
metering device. Fertilizer applicationis to take place before the final seeding
preparation treatment. Fertilizerbroadcasting operations should not be conducted
when wind velocities would interfere with even distribution of the material.

Mulchinq

22. When it is time to reclaim this location, the Price BLM Office will determine
whether it willbe necessary to use mulch in the reclamationprocess.

Reseedinq

23. AIIdisturbed areas are to be seeded with the seed mixturerequired by the BLM.
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The seed mixture(s)shall be planted in the fall of the year (Sept-Nov), in the
amounts specified in pounds of pure live seed (PLS)/acre. There shall be no
noxious weed seed in the seed mixture. Seed will be tested and the viability
testingof seed shallbe done in accordancewith State law(s) and within12 months
prior to planting. Commercial seed willbe either certifiedor registeredseed. The
seed mixturecontainer shall be tagged in accordance with State law(s) and
availablefor inspection by the BLM. Seed is to be planted using a drillequipped
with a depth regulator to ensure proper depth of planting wheredrillingis possible.
The seed mixtureshall be evenlyand uniformlyplanted over the disturbed area.
(Smaller/heavier seeds tend to drop to the bottom ofthe drilland are planted first.
Appropriate measures should be taken to ensure this does not occur.) Where
drillingis not possible, seed is to be broadcast and the area raked or chained to
cover the seed. Woody species withseeds that are too large for the drillwillbe
broadcast. When broadcasting the seed, the pounds per acre noted below are to
be increased by 50 percent. Reseeding may be required if a satisfactorystand is
not established to the surface rights owner's specifications. Evaluation of the
seeding's success will not be made before completion of the second growing
season after the vegetation becomes established. The Price BLMOffice is to be
notifieda minimum of seven days before seeding a project.

24. The disturbed areas for the drillsite and road must be seeded in the fall of the
year, immediately after the topsoil is replaced. The prescribed seed mixtureis
attached as appendix SM-2.

General

26. Prior to the use of insecticides, herbicides, fungicides, rodenticidesand other
similarsubstances, the operator mustobtainfrom BLM, approvalof a written plan.
The plan must describe the type and quantity of material to be used, the pest to
be controlled, the method of application,the location for storage and disposal of
containers, and other information that BLMmay require. A pesticide may be used
only in accordance with its registered uses and within other agency limitations.
Pesticides must not be permanently stored on public lands.

The subject permit application is proposed within critical winter range (FEIS) and subject to BLM-38 requiring
acre for acre mitigation for surface disturbance on critical winter range. The following condition, which serves
to replace BLM-38, comes from a cooperative agreement between the River Gas Corporation, BLM-Price Field
Office, the Utah Division of Wildlife Resources and the National Fish and Wildlife Foundation, under which the
River Gas Corporation agrees to the following:

1. Contribute $1,250.00(1996 dollars) for each Federal interest well (Federal surface and or subsurface
ownership) permitted and drilled by RGC (or on behalf of RGC by its contractor) on big game critical winter
range as depicted in the FEIS Price Coalbed Methane Project Area. (Wells meeting the above criteria for which
payment will be required, will be referred to as "subject wells".) This contribution will be adjusted annually for
inflation based on the Consumer Price Index (CPI), see Section II.C.6. for the reference source used for the
determination of the CPI and the date in which this annual adjustment will go into effect.

Since this mitigation program is designed to address impacts of all big game critical winter range surface
disturbance (roads, well pads, pipelines, etc.), contributions will be required regardless of the success or failure
of the subject well to produce.

a. The recorded date for spudding for each subject well (the first boring of a hole during the drilling of
a well) will serve as the reference date triggering the requirement for the mitigation contribution.

b. Contributions will be submitted (in the form of an RGC Corporate check, cashiers check or wire
transfer) directly to the National Fish and Wildlife Foundation by the 30th of each month for all subject
wells spudded in the preceding month.

c. All contributions will be made payable to the "National Fish and Wildlife Foundation re, Proj 97-

260" and reference the "Price Field Office Wildlife Habitat Impact Mitigation Fund

BG-2: CRITICAL WINTER RANGE BROWSE HAND PLANTING (BLM-22) Pg. 1 of 1

One of the two browse species lists (checked below) are to be hand planted at the prescribed application rate and
according to the following prescribed methods on critical winter range areas that are undergoing long term
reclamation. This would include all pipeline corridors, berm around edge of drill pads, miscellaneous disturbed
areas associated with construction such as staging areas for equipment, sidecast on road cuts, along side
upgraded or new roads up to and including borrow ditch and in the termination of redundant access roads being
closed. This planting shall be completed in the first planting window following completion of construction and
on all other disturbed areas upon final reclamation.

Planting Methods:

Planting shall be accomplished using a labor force with specific experience in landscape restoration, hand
planting methods and handling and care of browse tubling and or bareroot stock plants.

Browse plants to be utilized can be bareroot stock or tubling stock plants of 1 year old age class or greater.

Browse seedling protectors will be used to provided protection from browsing ungulates for two years. Seedling
protectors will be of an open mesh rigid design that will break down when exposed to sunlight and that measures
a minimum of 12 inches in length and 4 inches in diameter.

Planting shall be completed in the spring (March 1- April 1) and or fall (November 1- December 1) planting
windows.

reasonably be expected to be finished to a logical stopping point by the December 1 date of that year.
-Seismic operation, detonation of explosives

This seasonal closure would not apply to reconnaissance, survey/design and/or flagging of project work or other
similar activity not requiring actions listed for heavy equipment operation.

Production Phase: A CBM well is considered to be in production phase when the well and ancillary facilities are
completed to the point that they are capable of producing and delivering product for sale. It is noted that heavy
equipment operation may be necessary in the performance of maintenance and operation of producing wells.

Restriction on Non Emergency Workover Operations: RGC is required to schedule non-emergency workover
operations (defined below) on big game high value winter range outside the December 1 to April 15 date of the
seasonal closure.
