Dear Mr. Ingram,

On 27 July, 1998 we inspected the proposed Mission Energy gas well site, state #2-32, with you
and Dave Hackford of the division of oil, gas and mining. The proposed site, as presently
marked, lies >800 feet from the original center stake. This proposed site is right at the edge of the
canyon cliff (corner #1 lies less than 15 feet from the edge). We are concerned with potential
impacts on nesting raptors along the cliff faces. Many of the cliffs in this area provide excellent
raptor nesting habitat. If the present proposed location for the well site is pursued, a raptor
nesting survey will need to be conducted to identify potentially impacted nests along the east and
west cliff faces of Cottonwood Canyon.

The original center stake was at the top of the hill, closer to the old buildings. We feel that this
site offers the least impact on wildlife in the area, due to the fact that it is close to the current
road and in an area which has previously been disturbed. A second alternative to this site would
be the disturbed flat ~300 feet to the northwest where there is a pile of old gas tanks and rubbish.

As you may recall, we represent Ed Reott regarding his oil and gas ownership interests in
Carbon County, Utah, including the Lavinia State #1-32 Well located in the NESE of Section 32,
Township 12 South, Range 16 East. Mr. Reott acquired his interests in a Sheriff's Sale
conducted in Carbon County on August 8, 2001. (For your convenience, a copy of the Sheriff's
Certificate of Sale is attached hereto.) The sale was held to foreclose on two operators' liens and
a Colorado judgmentthat had been docketed in Carbon County. The sale covered all of Mission
Energy, LLC's ("Mission") interests in the "production unit" containing the Lavinia Well (with
respect to the operators' liens) and any other remaining interests that Mission owned in Carbon
County (with respect to the Colorado judgment). Under a Board of Oil, Gas and Mining spacing
order for the stratigraphic interval between the base of the Green River Formation and the top of
the Mesa Verde Formation, the drilling (or production) unit for the Lavinia Well encompassed
all of subject Section 32.

We understand that sometime in October 2001, the Division of Oil, Gas and Mining
("Division") approved an Application for Permit to Drill ("APD") filed by Wasatch Oil & Gas
Corp. ("Wasatch") for the State #2-32 Well to be located in the SENE of Section 32. We believe
that Wasatch claims the right to drill the #2-32 Well by virtue of an assignment of a Utah State
mineral lease that it received from Mission prior to the Sheriff's Sale. Subsequent to the
approval of the APD for the #2-32 Well, Wasatch Oil & Gas LLC filed a Notice of Exercise

Right of Redemption in the district court in Carbon County wherein Wasatch Oil & Gas LLC
seeks to redeem certain properties covered by the Sheriff's Sale acquired by Mr. Reott, including
such interests in the SENE of Section 32. Wasatch Oil & Gas LLC, apparently, also has filed a
quiet-title action in the district court to resolve the title dispute, although Mr. Reott has not been
served with the Complaint.

Mr. Reott disputes Wasatch Oil & Gas Corp.'s and Wasatch Oil & Gas LLC's ownership
claims in Section 32, including the SENE of the section. Mr. Reott fully intends to defend his
title against any such claims in the district court matters.

We appreciate that the Division does not adjudicate title matters involving oil and gas
properties and do not expect the Division to adjudicate the title dispute between Mr. Reott and
Wasatch Oil & Gas Corp. and Wasatch Oil & Gas LLC. However, in view of the Division's
recent approval of the APD for the State #2-32 Well, we thought it prudent to bring the title
dispute to your attention and to provide a written explanation of Mr. Reott's view of the dispute
to be placed in the file for the State #2-32 Well.
