1. EXISTING ROADS

See attached topographic Map "A", to reach the Diamond Shamrock well
location, 1-33B6, located in the SW 1/4 SE 1/4 Section 33, T2S, R6W, U.S.B.M.
from Duchesne City, Utah

Proceed Westerly out of Duchesné, Utah along U.S. Highway 40, 6.82 miles
to the junction of this Highway and the old Highway 40 Northeasterly; proceed
Northeasterly on this dirt road 2000' to the junction of this road and an oil
field road to the Northwest; proceed Northwesterly along this road 1.33 miles
to the junction of this road and a road to the North; proceed North on this
road 1500' to its junction with a oil field road to the Northwest; proceed North
westerly along this road 4.7 miles to the proposed access road to be discussed
in Item #2.

At the present time there is no major construction anticipated along any
portion of the above described road.

The road will be maintained and kept at the necessary standards required
for an orderly flow of traffic during the drilling, completion, and production
activities of this location.

2. PLANNED ACCESS ROAD

See Topographic Map "B".

The proposed access road leaves the existing road described in Item #1 in
the SE 1/4 Section 4, T3S, R6W, U.S.B.M., and proceeds in a Northerly direction
about one mile to the proposed location site.

In order to facilitiate the anticipated traffic flow necessary to drill
and produce this well, the following standards will be met.

This proposed access road will be an 18' crown road (9' either side of
the centerline) with drain ditches along either side of the proposed road where
it is determined necessary in order to handle any run-off ferom any normal metoro-
logical conditions that are prevalent to this area.

Back slopes along the cut areas of the road will be 1 1/2 to 1 slopes and
terraced.

The road will be centerline flagged prior to the commencement to
construction.

The grade of this road will vary from flat to 8%, but will not exceed this
amount. This road will be constructed from native borrow accumulated during
construction.

If deemed necessary by the local governmental agencies or their representatives
turnouts will be installed for safety purposes every 0.25 miles or on the top of
ridges that will provide the greatest sight distance. These turnouts will be 200'
in length and 12' in width and will be tapered from the shoulder of the road for
a distance of 50' in length at both the access and the outlet

2: PLANNED ACCESS ROAE

Any fences that are encountered along this access road will be cut and
replaced with a cattleguard with a minimum width of 18' and a loading factor
large enough to facilitate the heavy trucks required in the driliing and
production of this well.

If cattleguards are to be located at existing gates, they will be in-
stalled with the above requirements and with a new gate installed at one end
of the cattleguard.

The access from the road to the gate will be of such a nature that there
will be no impedance of traffic flow along the main access road and no difficulties
encountered by traffic utilizing the gate, either leaving or entering the proposed
access road.

Thereare drainages along this route that will require the installation
of culverts, the sizes that will be required will be from an 18' C.M.P'. to
approximately a 48" C.M.P. to be determined and approved by the governmental
agencies involved.

These culverts will be of a heavy enough gage and installed in such a manner
that they will not eimpede the water flow under the normal meteorogical conditions
prevalent to this area and will facilitate the heavy traffic flow required.

The terrain that this roãd traverses is up the side and along the summit
of Black Tail Mountain and is vegetated with juniper and pinion pine trees,
sage brush, bitterbrush and some grasses.

3. LOCATION OF EXISTING WELLS

As shown in Topographic Map "B", there are other producing wells within
a two mile radius of the proposed well site. (See location plat for placement
of Diamond Shamrock well location within the section.)

4. LOCATION OF TANK BATTERIES, PRODUCTION FACILITIES, AND PRODUCTION GATHERING
AND SERVICE LINES

All petroleum production facilities are to be contained within the proposed
location site. There are no other Diamond Shamrock flow, gathering, injection,
or disposal lines within a one-mile radius of this location.

In the event production is established, plans for a gas flow line from
this location to existing gathering lines or a main production line shall be
submitted to the appropriate agencies for approval.

Ther rehabilitation of the disturbed area that is not required for the
production of thiswell, will meet the requirements of Items #7 and #10 and
these requirements and standards will be adhered

5. LOCATION AND TYPE OF WATER SUPPLY

Water for this location will be taken from an existing loading dock on
Starvation Reservoir in the S 1/2 of Section 25, T3S, R6W, U.S.B.M. 6.5 road
miles Southeast of the proposed location site.

If the water source is not available then the necessary arrangements will
be made and all concerned parties will be notified.

6. SOURCE OF CONSTRUCTION MATERIALS

All construction materials for this location site and access road'shall
be borrow materials accumulated during construction of the location site and
access road. No additional road gravel or pit lining material from other sources
are anticipated at this time, but if they are required, the apprópriate actions
will be taken to acquire them from private sources.

7. METHODS FOR HANDLING WASTE DISPOSAL -

See location layout sheet.

A reserve and burn pit will be constructed.

The reserve pit will be approximately 8' deep and at least one-half of
this depth shall be below the surface of the existing ground.

One-half of the reserve pit will be used as a fresh water storage area during
the drilling of this well and the other one-half will be used to store non-

flammable materials such as cuttings, salts, drilling fluids, chemicals, produced

fluids, etc.

If deemed necessary by the agencies concerned, to prevent contamination

to surrounding areas the reserve pits will be lined with a gel.

The pits will have wire and overhead flagging installed at such time
as deemed necessary to protect the water fowl, wildlife and domesticated animals.

At the onset of drilling, this reserve pit will be fenced on three sides

and at the time the drilling activities are completed, it will be fenced on the
fourth side and allowed to dry completely prior to the time that back-filling
and reclamation activities are attempted.

When the reserve pit dries and the reclamation activities commence, the
pits will be covered with a minimum of four feet of soil and all requirements in

Item #10 will be followed.

The burn pits will be constructed and fenced on all four sides with a small

mesh wire to prevent any flammable materials from excaping and creating a fire
hazard.

All flammable materials will be burned and then buried upon completeion

of this well.

A portable chemical toilet will be supplied for human

8. ANCILLARY FACILITIES

There are no ancillary facilities planned for at the present time and
none forseen in the near future.

9. WELL SITE LKYOUT

See Location Layout Sheet. '

The Ute Tribal District Manage, Federal and State Representatives, shall
be notified before any construction begins on the proposed location site.

As mentioned in Item #7, the pits will be unlined unless it is determined
by the representatives of the agencies involved that the materials are too
porous and would cause contamination to the surrounding area; then the pits
will be lined with a gel and any other type material necessary to make is safe
and tight.

10. PLANS FOR RESTORATION OF SURFACE

As there is some topsoil on the location site, all topsoil shall be stripped
and stockpiled. (See location layout sheet and Item #9.) when all drilling
and production activities have been completed, the location site and access
road will be reshaped to the original contour and stockpied topsoil spread over
the disturbed area.

Any drainages re-routed during'construction activities shall be restored
to their original line of flow as near as possible. Fences around pits are to
be removed upon completion of drilling activities and all waste being contained
in the trash pit shall be buried with a minimum of 5' of covering.

As mentioned in Item #7, the reserve pit will be completely fenced and
wire and overhead wire and flagging installed, if there is oil in the pits,
and then allowed to completely dry before covering.

Restoration activities shall begin within 90 days after completion of
this well. Once completion activities have begun, they shall be completed
within 30 days.

When restoration activities have been completed, the location site and
access ramp shall be reseeded with a seed mixture recommended by the Ute Tribal
District Manager, Federal and State Representives, when the moisture content
of the soil is adequate for germinimation. The lessee further covenants and
agrees that all of said cleanup and restoration activities shall be done and
performed in a diligent and most workmanlike manner, and in strict comformation

11. OTHER INFORMATION

The Topography of the General Area (See Topographic Map "A".)

The area is located in the UnitahBasinwhich is formed by theUinta
Mountains to the North and the Book Cliff Mountains to the South with the
Duchesne River flowing through the Basin floor, into the Green River.

The area is interlaced with numerous canyons, ridges and plateaus of
which the sides are extermely steep with numerous ledges formed in sandstones
and conglomerates.

The soils in this semi-arid area are of the Uinta Formation from the
Eocene Epoch (Tertiary Period) and the Duchesne River formation Lower Eocene
Epoch (Tertiary Period) and consists of light brownish gray clays (OL) to
sandy soils (SM-ML) with poorly graded gravels.

Outcrops of sandstone ledges and conglomerate deposits are common in
this area.

and State of Utah Bond #102103. The above bonds are sufficient to conduct operations and assure
performance under the laws and rules of the governing body having jurisdiction.

Mr. Howard Cleavinger called me regarding your request for a specific reclamation bond for the
access road across your property. I stressed to Mr. Cleavinger that the coverage under the stated
bonds was more than sufficient. I also told Mr. Cleavinger that Coastal is not the successor to the
original operator of the well in Section 4-T2S-R6W. Coastal is using an existing oil field road for
access to the Ute 1-33B6.

At this time, I do not know if the BLM will demand a specific reclamation bond and if so, under
what rules. If such a request is made, Coastal will have to evaluate if the cost to implement such
a bond will exceed the value of operating the referenced well.

Until the issue with the BLM is settled, I am withdrawing our original offer to you for the access
road. I regret that an agreement could not have been made prior to these actions. I would be
happy to visit with you by telephone since letter writing has not yielded any results to date.
