1. Production facilities will be painted a tan color to blend in with the
natural surroundings.

2. A buffer of trees will be left on the south edge of the location to reduce
visual impacts.

3. Trees will be pushed over and left for wood haulers.

4. Location will be moved 25' east to stay away from archaeological site.

5. The location will be reduced to 200' x 375' to stay away from the archaeo-
logical site.

6. The reserve pit will be lengthened 60' east and width will be reduced 60'
to reduce visual impacts.

7. The access road will be moved west 100' to stay from an archaeological site.

8. Production flowlines will follow the existing access road to Cedar Rim #10.
No tank batteries will be built on Cedar Rim #10-A.

9. The location will be rehabilitated to the deadman stakes after production
occurs.

B. Drive west from Duchesne-, Utah 6.8 miles on U.S. 40. Turn north and drive
on well travelled graded road 1.5 miles to a junction. Continue west on graded
road approximately 1.8 miles; then turn north and drive approximately 1 mile
to Cedar Rim #10 Well, turn southwest and drive approximately 1/2 mile to
location.

C. The graded road is labeled on the accompanying U.S.G.S. map.

D. The existing roads within a one-mile raduis of the proposed location site
are graded and are shown on the accompanying map.

E. The proposed well is a development well. See item "D" above.

F. The graded road from Highway 40 does not need any improvement.

2. Planned Access Roads - See accompanying U.S.G.S. map and Access Road Survey Plat.

(1) The constructed access road will be 16-20 feet wide.

(2) The maximum grade on any part of the access road will be 5%.

(3) There will be no turnouts provided or constructed.

(4) Borrow ditches and culverts will be installed, where necessary.

(5) Location and size of culverts and cuts and fills will be determined upon
surface inspection with dirt contractor.

(6) we will not add any surface material in construction of access road.

(7) There will be no gates, cattleguards, or fence cuts.

B. (1) There will be no new production facilities as we intend to use the existing
facilities at the Cedar Rim #10 wellsite and a 3½" line will be laid along the
proposed access road from the Cedar Rim #10-A Well to the Cedar Rim #10 Well.

C. That part of the facility no longer needed after dilling is completed
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be graded back to the original slope as near as practicable and reseeded with a grass
mixture acceptable to the Utah Fish and Wildlife.

D. If plans to frac the well are made, frac tanks and equipment will be
located to meet U.S.G.S. requirements.

5. Location and Type of Water Supply.

A. See accompanying topography map for location of water supply. The source
of water supply will be from the Strawberry River near Duchesne, Utah.

B. We intend to transport the water supply with water trucks, using State
Highway 40 and the route described in 1. (B).

C. No water wells will be drilled on the leased premises.

6. Source of Construction Material.

A. Native material will be used in the construction of the location site.

B. The native material used in construction of the drillsite is on the
leased premises where the minerals are owned by the Ute Indian Tribe and the
Ute Distribution Corporation, and the surface is owned by the Utah Fish and
Wildlife.

C. See item "A" above. Native materials will be used.

D. The access road will be constructed on land owned by the Utah Fish and
Wildlife.

7. Method for Handling Waste Disposal.

(1) All cuttings, salts and other solid waste will be contained in the reserve
pit and, upon completion of drilling, will be covered upon filling the reserve
pit.

(2) Drilling fluids will be contained in the reserve pit. Upon completion
of drilling, the fluids will be allowed to evaporate or will be hauled away by
truck and the reserve pit filled and restored.

(3) May be produced water and/or oil. If so, it will travel through a 3½"
line to the facilities at the Cedar Rim #10 Well and disposed of through our salt
water disposal system.

(4) A portable chemical toilet will be on the location site for human waste
and sewage.

(5) All garbage and trash will be contained in the trash pit on the location
site and, upon completion of drilling, the pit will be covered with a minimum
of four feet of cover.

(6) Upon completion of drilling activities and after the rig has been moved
off the location, the trash pit and reserve pit will be filled and leveled and
all disturbed areas not needed for production activities will be restored to its
original slope and condition, as nearly as is practicable. All excess material
unnecessary for the production of the well will be moved off the location.

8. Ancillary Facilities.

None.

10. Plans for Restoration of Surface.

(1) Upon completion of drilling and producing activities, all disturbed
areas will be graded to the original slope and contour as nearly as is practicable
and the top soil that is stripped and stockpiled will be spread over the area.
All waste and trash will be buried in the trash pit. The reserve pit will be
allowed to dry prior to backfilling and
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(2) Upon completion of the backfilling, leveling and contouring of the site,reseeding will be accomplished with a grass mixture as specified by the Utah
Fish and Wildlife.

(3) Prior to releasing the rig from location, the reserve pit will be completelyfenced for protection of livestock and wildlife until the pit has dried and isbackfilled and leveled.

(4) Upon completion of drilling operations, any oil in the pit will be removedor burned off.

(5) Restoration activities will begin immediately after completion of the well
and the backfilling, leveling and contouring should be completed within 60 daysfrom commencement of such activities. Reseeding will be accomplished when the
moisture content of the soil is adequate for germination and when recommendedby the Utah Fish and Wildlife.

(1) The well site is located on a southwesterly slope with cedar and pinion
pines, sandy soil and small cacti. The animal life consists of deer, rabbits,
coyotes and small rodents.
