9. Well Site Layout:

a. Attachment 6 shows the cross section of the drill pad showing cuts
and fills. The mat size is 255':x_305'.

10. Restoration of Surface:

a. The pits will be back filled and re-contoured as soon as drying
permits. All waste that was notoprevioošJy disposed of,vwill be
removed. Liquid waste will be trucked away.

b. The surface will be rehabilitated and re-vegetated according to
BLMregulations.

c. The mud pit will be fenced on 3 sides during drilling operations,
and on the 4th side after the rig is released.
