(3) The proposed unit area should be operated as a unit in the

manner provided by the unit agreement and unit operating agreement to be submitted hereafter.

E. Enter its order establishing a unit and approving secondary recovery

operations in the Gilsonite Unit Area.

F. Enter an order approving the unit agreement and unit operating

agreement for the Gilsonite Unit Area containing all provisionsrequired by statute.

G. Enter an order approving the plan of development and operations for

secondary recovery.

H. Enter an order granting authority for water injection well(s) set forth

in this Request for Agency Action and the proposed plan of development and operations.

1. Suspend existing spacing orders and/or state-wide field or siting rules to

the extent said orders or rules are inconsistent with the unit agreement and unit operating

agreement proposed in this matter.

J. Provide such other relief as may be just and proper under the

circumstances.

Location: Gilsonite Unit,Duchesne County

Ownership Issues: The proposed waterflood project is located in section 32, township
8 south, range 17 east Duchesne , Utah. The State of Utah is the surface owner of
section 32 except for a northwest-southeast trending parcel of land which is owned by
American Gilsonite and Mesa Petroleum. This parcel of land is underlain by a gilsonite
vein which has been leased to the above companies. Lomax has served notice of
application of the proposed project to both companies.

Well Integrity: The well proposed for injection is the State 7-32. This well has a 8 5/8"
suface casing set at 237 feet and is cemented to surface. A 5 1/2" longstring is set at
5520 feet and the top of cement is at 3740 feet from a cement bond log. The injection
interval is 4950- 4986 feet (Green River Formation).A 2 7/8" tubing willbe set in a packer
at 4880'. This constructionshould adequately protect all USDW's. There are 6 producing
wells in the 1/2 mile area of review. AIIwells in the AOR have sufficientcement behind
the longstring and have adequate surface casing to prevent any migration of fluid up the
hole. A casing test should be performed at the time of conversion and a casing/tubing
pressure test should be performed prior to injection.

Ground Water Protection: The base of moderately saline water is at a depth of
approximately 200 feet located in the Uinta Formation in the area of the project. Any
shallow fresh water zones will be adequately protected by existing constructions of
surrounding wells. No corrective action is needed.

Oil/Gas &Other Mineral Resources Protection: Lomax has proposed one injection well
at the present time. Injection into this well should have no adverse affects on any
offsettingproduction outside the unitarea. Information regarding the depth of the gilsonite
vein that cuts the section was provided to Lomax by American Gilsonite Company.
American Gilsonite states that the vein varies in width from 22-44 inches and may cut to
a depth of approximately 2000 feet. AIIwells in the proposed project area including the
injection wellhave adequate casing and cement programs to protect the gilsonite mineral
interest.

A public notice
for the 7-32 injection wellwas published in both the Salt Lake Tribune and the Uinta Basin
Standard on March 9, 1993. Administrative approval can be granted for the injection well
on march 25, 1993 if no objections are received.

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THE DEVELOPMENT OF NEW RESERVES IN THE UINTA BASIN

Lomax Exploration Company, in conjunction with the
University of Utah Research Institute, and the University of Utah

Department of Chemical and Fuels Engineering, has been selected

by the U.S. Department of Energy to conduct a three year research
effort on secondary oil recovery methods. Our project will

present historical information on three Lomax water flood units
including field development and production of primary reserves
prior to unitization. In addition, the data generated since

unitization will be used to document how the units were formed

and detailed stratigraphic, structural, and reservoir
information. Production histories will be presented to
demonstrate the degree of success achieved by secondary recovery
activities. These data will also be used to establish guidelines

and models for use by other operators interested in this type of
recovery. The research program provides for the drilling of six
new wells which will develop new stratigraphic and reservoir
data.

The Uinta Basin, located in northeastern Utah, has long been
recognized as an area of significant hydrocarbon accumulation.
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Hydrocarbons are found in oil shale, tar sands, gilsonite veins,

as well as conventional oil and gas reservoirs. In this paper we

will focus on the Green River Formation of Tertiary age,.that is
in part made up of sediments that formed a delta at the margins

of an ancient lake. The Green River Formation has produced an
estimated 200 million barrels of oil to date. The bulk of this
production has come'from three large fields: Red Wash, Wonsits

Valley, and Walker Hollow located in the greater Red Wash area.

These three fields have been under secondary water flood recovery

since the mid- to late nineteen sixties. Early field studies

indicated that primary recovery would be quite low on the order

of five percent of the oil in place. Subsequently, with the aid

of water flooding, estimates of recovery now range from twenty to
thirty percent of the oil in place. These fields with their
varied environments of deposition and their heterogeneous

reservoirs initially did not appear to be good candidates for

water flooding, but poor primary production required that other

recovery methods at least be tried. On the basis of the
increase in reserves created by water floods in the greater Red

Wash area, Lomax Exploration Company undertook a study to
investigate the possibility of using this method to increase

reserves in the Monument Butte area some thirty miles to the
west.

There are many Green River reservoirs on the south flank of

the Uinta Basin that are nearly depleted, and, at present oil

prices, operators will only recover minor amounts of additional

reserves by primary methods. There are several other areas on

the south flank of the basin that are suitable -for additional

development if marginal primary production can be augmented by

proven secondary recovery methods. Lomax Exploration company
formed the Monument Butte "D" Sand Unit in 1987 to evaluate the
potential for water flooding in the Monument Butte area. As of

December, 1992 Lomax Exploration Company has demonstrated the
viability of water flooding fluvial-deltaic lacustrine sediments
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of the Green River Formation in the western Uinta Basin. While

projects of this magnitude are not suitable for major oil

companies, they clearly have good economic potential for small to
medium size oil companies and independent producers.

The DOE program has allowed Lomax Exploration to utilize
state-of-the-art methods to evaluate the geological processes

that influence the water flood. As of this date, two of the
wells, the Travis Unit 14A-28 and the Monument Butte Unit 10-34,

have been drilled, and are currently being evaluated and

completed.

The Schlumberger Fullbore Formation MicroImager (FMI) was

used to evaluate the stratigraphic sequences of interest to
develop a better understanding of the stratigraphy and

depositional environment of potential reservoir beds. This log

is also valuable in locating fractures along with determining the
orientation and size of the fractures. Fractures were found in

areas where they had not previously been detected. This

information is critical to selecting completion intervals and

designing stimulation treatments. The FMI log is also very

useful for thin bed evaluation, and for locating the best places

to take rotary sidewall cores.

The second advanced research log that we have used is Numar

Corporation's Magnetic Resonance Imaging Log (KRIL). This log

was used to evaluate the movable fluid content of the reservoir

rock, and to determine the effective permeability within the
reservoir. At least one zone that by sample analysis and core

analysis appeared to be non-commercial, was indicated by the MRIL

to have movable hydrocarbons. A subsequent completion in that
zone established commercial production.

In the Monument Butte Unit, an average well will have

approximately twenty sands that need to be evaluated. Ten sands
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will usually be eliminated as being to discontinuous or too thin.
The ten remaining sands have to be evaluated with regard to their
relative permeability. The evaluation of effective permeability
has been the most difficult information to obtain, and yet it is
critical to making a good completion. Early indications are that
prudent use of these two new logs may enhance completion

practices and reducd the cost of completions.

Fundamental studies will be done covering PVT properties,

density, viscosity, compositions of oil and gas, and finally
saturation pressures and temperatures. These data will be

reviewed with the purpose of understanding our problem of wax
precipitation and developing prevention procedures.

The relative permeability to oil and water in the reservoir
will be determined. A simulation study will be done to evaluate

effects of cold water injection verses hot water injection.

Porosity and absolute permeability data will be used in the
reservoir simulations.

Reservoir simulations will be developed for both matrix

reservoirs and for fractured matrix reservoirs. Cold water

injection and hot water injection will be simulated for each type
reservoir. Simulations will be matched against Monument Butte

Unit history and a optimum water flood design will be developed.

Initial analyses of oil chemistry have been completed for

the producing area. The carbon numbers range from five to forty
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10-35 producing from the D and B sands is the heaviest. The MBU
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The economics of this project are shown on Table 1. As of

September 1987 primary production had been 404,734 barrels of
oil. Reservoir engineers estimated approximately 27,000 barrels

remaining reserves and the field was producing 40 barrels of oil

per day. The field was $1,635,000 from payout and with the
remaining reserves it would never payout. Water injection began

in October, 1987 and'by September, 1992 the field had a positive

net revenue of $1,291,000. Over the next 12 years the Unit is

expected to produce 1,431,000 barrels of oil, for a total
recovery of 2,190,000 barrels of oil. Utilizing a water flood,

we converted a $1,600,000 loss to a potential net profit of
$12,400,000.

Table 2, entitled public benefits, shows the amount of

revenue the public will derive from this project if the water

flood proceeds as forecast. Total public benefit as of September

1987 was $2,800,000 even though the primary production had a

$1,600,000 short fall till pay out. By September 1992 the public

benefit had increased another $1,800,000 from revenues generated

by the waterflood. The remaining projected revenues is
$6,800,000 for a total public benefit revenue of $11,400,000.
This increase represents a 300% increase in public benefits from

one water flood alone.

SUMMARY

In summary let us see what the significance of the Monument

Butte water flood may be. Lomax Exploration Company has

established one water flood that is clearly commercial. This

water flood will add approximately 2,000,000 barrels of new
reserves and a similar water flood should do as well. Lomax

Exploration Company has currently two additional water floods

unitized and approved by the Utah Division of Oil Gas and Mining.

The company is presently cooperating with other operators in
forming a fourth water flood. This past week another oil company
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received approval to start a water flood in the immediate area.

This means that with in the next year to eighteen months five

water floods will be active in an area covering less than one

township. Within an eight township area around these water

floods there is the potential for developing ten to twenty more

floods.

On November 23, 1993, Lomax Exploration Company conducted a step-rate test to determine
fracture pressure on the Gilsonite State #7-32, referenced above. Rates were increased 30 bbis per hour
and the test ended with 860 bbis at 1415#. Due to limitations with the injection pump, we never reached
parting pressure. We are therefore requesting approval to raise the maximum injection pressure to
1400#. We willcontinue to monitor thiswell and feel as we get closer to fill-up, we will be able to reach
higher pressures on our step-rate test and find fracture pressure.

The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has reviewed and
approved the November 23, 1993, step-rate-test (SRT) conducted by
Lomax Exploration Company on the referenced well. The EPA is in
agreement with the State of Utah that the maximum surface
injection pressure may be increased from 1050 psig to a maximum
1200 psig. You may begin injection at the new surface pressure
upon receipt of this letter.

The Director's authority to increase the maximum surface
injection pressure, by letter, is on Pages 12 and 13 of the Final
Permit (Part II, Section C. 2. (b). "In order to determine an
exact pressure limit, the permittee shall conduct a step-rate
test or other authorized test(s) that will serve to determine the
fracture pressure of the injection zone."

The Region VIII Ground Water Program offices of the Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA) received from Newfield Production Company (Newfield) the results and analysis of a
October 18, 2005 Step-Rate Test (SRT) run on the Gilsonite State No. 7-32 enhanced recovery
injection well, EPA Permit No. UT20633-03720. Included with the results was a request to
increase the maximum allowable injectionpressure (MAIP) from 1390 psig to 1545 psig.

EPA has reviewed the Permit File, and the submitted SRT information show that the
formation parting pressure of the injection zone was reached under the conditions recorded
during the test. Based upon this test and the EPA analysis, the Director has determined that a
pressure of 1545 psig, measured at the surface, is appropriate to ensure that injection does not
initiate new fractures or propagate existing fractures in the confining zone overlying the injection
zones, and underground sources of drinking water (USDW) will continue to be protected.

DECO/ 2O5
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Therefore, pursuant to 40 CFR §144.41(e), the EPA hereby modifies EPA Permit
No. 20633-03720 and authorizes a MAIP of 1545 psig for the Gilsonite State No. 7-32
enhanced recovery injection well.

Should Newfield in the future choose to request a modification to the approved MAIP,
new supporting data such as a new SRT will be required as part of your request. In order to
inject at pressures greater than the permitted MAIP during any future test(s), the permittee must
receive prior authorization from the Director.
