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INTRODUCTION

In early August 1982 the Tri Energy Corporation requested
that Environment Consultants, Inc. (ECI) conduct an archae-
ological clearance survey of 200 acres of land where well
pads and access roads are planned . The proposed well sites
and access roads are located on the Pariette Bench, about
15 miles south of Myton, Utah, within three sections of land
controlled by the Bureau of Land Management(BLM).

The project is located with T. 9S, R. 17 E., S. 17-(NESE),
S. 17 (E¼SE¼), S. 20 (NENE), S. 21 (N¼NW¼) (Fig. 1). It
lies on the Myton SE, Utah Quadrangle 7.5' (1964). The
survey was conducted by the author under the authority of
Federal Antiquities Permit No. 82-UT-358 on August 11, 13
and 14, 1982.

A file search for previous surveys and known historic and
prehistoric sites was done at hhe BLM District Office in
Vernal, Utah. Blaine Phillips, District Archaeologist, was
also consulted .at that time. No surveys have been conducted
nor have any sites been recorded for the present survey area.
However, several surveys have been conducted and a few sites
recorded within one to two miles of the 200 acres. In 1977
Edward Session of the University of Utah surveyed several
parcels of land in the surrounding area, but discovered no
sites. In 1981 AERC of Bountiful, Utah conducted a survey
of a nearby well pad site and found no cultural sites.
In 1982 the Utah Archaeological Research Corporation of
Spanish Fork, Utah surveyed well pads and access roads in
sections 8, 29 and 30 and found no sites. Also in 1982
Brigham Young University surveyed a seismic line cutting
through sections 16, 21 and 28(among others). One site
was located in the area, site 42DC391, a small campsite.
Two other sites are also known to exist in the area, al-
though their relationship to specific survey projects is
not clear. Site 42DC301 consists of several rockshelters
containing midden, numerous hearths, siltstone flakes,
manos and a metate. It is possible that the site dates
from the Archaic Period. A search of the National Register
of Historic Places did not reveal the presence of any sites
on or near the survey

ENVIRONMENT

The project lies in the Uinta Basin in an area of broken
terrain known as the Pariette Bench. Rocky escarpments
and low bluff lines, and deep washes occur in the area
along with higher,.slightly sloping hillocks. Rock out-
crops of sandstone, quartzite and siltstone occur through-
out the area, especially along escarpments and washes.
The soil in the area is generally a pale red loamy sand
with angular rock debris scattered throughout the area.
Vegetation is predominantly saltbush (Atriplex sp.),
bunchgrass and prickly pear cactus (Opuntia sp.). In
disturbed areas winterfat (Ceratoides lanata) and
rabbitbrush (Chrysothamnus nauseosus) also occur. In
wash bottoms greasewood (Sarcobatus vermiculatus) is
common. Overall the vegetative cover is sparse (less
than five..percent) and there is excellent ground visibility.
The nearest permanent water source for the survey area is
Snyder Spring located less than a mile to the southeast.
Ephemeral water sources are numerous in the area and con-
sist of the deep washes. Elevation of the area ranges
from 53oo feet to 5390 feet a.s.l. Erosion of the area
is extensive and is caused primarily by arroyo cutting
and sheetwash.

There is moderate cultural disturbance of the area, caused
primarily by two tracks and more well-used roads.

METHODOLOGY

The author conducted an intensive cultural resources survey
of 200 acres of land (Fig. 1). The area was examined by
walking 30 meter-wide north-south oriented transects.
Ground visibility was excellent (averaging 95 percent clear).

RESULTS

One possible recent sheepherders camp was discovered by the
author on a bluff top near the main north-south road in the
area, in T. 9 S, R. 17 E, S. 17 (SESESE). Many food cans,
evaporated milk cans, tobacco tins, baling wire and a brick
were found, but the camp appeared to be less than twenty
years old. No prehistoric or historic remains were located
during the rest of the
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RECOMMENDATIONS

Based upon the negative findings of this survey, cultural
resources clearance is recommended for the project area.

Environment Consultants, Inc. (ECI) conducted the investi-
gation with techniques which are considered to be adequate
for evaluating any cultural resources that could be affected
adversely by this project. However, should unrecorded
cultural resources be discovered during construction within
this 200 acre tract, an immediate report should be made to

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1. EXISTING ROADS

Tri Energy proposed location for the Fed. D.M.D. No. 17-1,
located in the NEk of the SE¼ of Section 17, Township 9 South,
Range 17 East, Salt Lake Meridian, Duchesne County, Utah, can be
reached by proceeding westerly out of the town of Myton, Utah on
U.S. Highway 40 - 1½ miles to the junction of Utah State 53, turn
left, or to the South and proceed along Highway 53 to the inter-
section of the Wellington and Sandwash Junction. Continue on the
Sandwash Highway 9 miles. Make a right turn and proceed south .
continuing on the Sandwash County Road to a point at the Southeast
corner of Section 17, drive in a westerly direction 150 feet off
the road on the lease to the w ell site.

The above Highway 53 is a hard surfaced oil road for appro-

ximately 4 miles, then a dirt road constructed of native materials
contirues through the oil field service road in the Monument Butte
Field to the location site.

There is no anticipated consturction on ary portion of the
State or County roads. It will be necessary, however, to complete
a drilling access road of approximately 150 feet from the native
materials available. This road will be maintained at the standards
required by B.L.M. or other controlling agencies.

2. PLANNEDACCESS ROAD

See Topographic Map "B"

The proposed access road leaves the existing service road in
the SEL of Section 17 150 feet to the proposed well site in
Township 9 South, Range 17 East.

In order to facilitate the anticipated flow of traffic necessary
to drill and produce this well, the following standards will be
complied with:

The proposed access road will be an 18' crown road (9' either
side of the centerline) with drain ditches along either side where
it is determined necessary to handle any run-off from normal
weather conditions.

There is no anticipated back slopes along the cuts within this
road distance and should any occur, they will be on the basis of
1½ to 1 slopes and terraced.

The road will be centerline flagged prior to the commencement
of
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The grade on this road will vary from flat to no more than
2% and the road will be constructed from native materials accumulated
during the construction.

There will be no culverts required along this access road.

There are no fences along this access road into the location
therefore, there will be no cattleguards required.

The vegetation along this route consists of sparce scattered
amounts of sagebrush and rabbitbrush with occasional grass with
large areas void of any vegetation.

D.M.D. No. 17-1,
located in the NEk of the SEk of Section 17, Township 9 South,
Range 17 East, Salt Lake Meridian, Duchesne County, Utah, can be
reached by proceeding westerly out of the town of Nyton, Utah on
U.S. Highway 40 - 1½ miles to the junction of Utah State 53, turn
left, or to the South and proceed along Highway 53 to the inter-
section of the Wellington and Sandwash Junction. Continue on the
Sandwash Highway 9 miles. Make a right turn and proceed south..
continuing on the Sandwash County Road to a point at the Southeast
corner of Section 17, drive in a westerly direction 150 feet off
the road on the lease to the w ell site.

The above Highway 53 is a hard surfaced oil road for appro-
ximately 4 miles, then a dirt road constructed of native materials
continues through the oil field service road in the Monument Butte
Field to the location site.
