The Travis Unitwas approved for
increased ultimate recovery of oil, there is one existing injection well.The surface within
a 1/2 mile radius is owned by the Federal Government and the State of Utah. An affidavit
was signed stating that all surface and mineralowners have been notifiedof the intent to
convert the wells to injection.

Well Integrity: Both wells have an 8 5/8" surface casing set at 280' and are cemented to
surface. The 14A-28 has a 5 1/2" production casing set at 6168' and is cemented to
surface. The 3-33 has a 5 1/2'" production casing and has a cement top at 2750'. The
proposed zone of injection 5046'-5690'(Green River Formation). A 2 7/8" tubing willbe set
in a packer and set no more than 100 feet above the perforations. A mechanical integrity
test willbe conducted at the time of conversion.
