Coors Energy Company contacted Mr. Dale Workman at the Utah State
University Extension Office at (801-738-2080) regarding weed control
on the wellsite and along access roads. We were informed that the
following weeds are prevalent to this area: Nap Weed, White Top,
Quack Grass, Canadian Thistle, Musk Thistle, Leafy Spury, Russian
Olive Tree and Morning Glory. We will follow their recommended
procedure and spray with the suggested chemicals to control noxious
weeds in these areas.

For drilling operations, a survey map (Exhibit B) -showing rig layout
is attached. All necessary surface equipment will be spotted on the
265' x 375' wellsite pad.

All garbage and trash will be placed in a trash cage and hauled to
an appropriate disposal site. No burning of any trash will occur
at the location. Any disturbed area not required for producing
operations will be restored according to Minerals Managenent Service
instructions. The production facilities will create no additional
surface disturbances. The drilling waste pit will be fenced on
three sides with 36" woven sheep wire with two strands of barbed
wire on top of the sheep wire. Upon completion of the drilling
operations, the fourth side will be fenced. The reserve pit will
not be lined with clay or plastic to prevent seepage.

Trash, litter and construction materials will not be littered along
road ways or drilling sites.

5. LOCATION AND TYPE OF WATER SUPPLY - See Exhibit I, I-1, I-2

The source of the water used to drill this well will be from a private
source from Antelope Creek 8 miles south of Bridgeland, Utah owned
by Alton Moon. Approximately 6000 bb1s of water will be required
to drill and complete this well. The water source agreement for
the Ute Tribal 2-8 is shown on Exhibit "I", "I-1" and "I-2".

6. SOURCE OF CONSTRUCTION MATERIALS - See Exhibit B

The top 6" of topsoil will be removed fran the well pad and stored -

on the north end of the location as shown on Exhibit "B". Fill
materials needed to construct the location will be derived locally
from cuts needed to build the well pad. Any artifacts found on
Tribal lands will be left in place and the BIA promptly notified.

Surface vegetation scraped off during drill site preparation will
be removed and stock-piled prior to topsoil renoval. Upon abandon-
ment, vegetation will be redistributed as a mulching agent over
the well site. The top 6" of topsoil will be stock-piled on the
north side of the well site as shown on Exhibit "B".

The reserve pit and that part of the location not needed for production
operations will be reclaimed within 90 days after completion of the
well.

The original surface will be reconstructed as close as possible
upon abandonnent. The stock-piled topsoil will be spread over the
area.

The Ute Tribal 2-8 is located approximately 74 miles south of Bridge-
land, Utah on the Uintah and Ouray Indian Reservation. The area is
covered with native sagebrush. No wildlife was observed on the
location.

There are no occupied dwellings within approximately two (2) miles
of the well site. An archaeological report is attached, (See
Exhibit "J"). Since this well is on the Uintah and Ouray Indian
Reservation, Coors will work closely with Ute Tribal representatives
to ensure all Tribal requirements for drilling and production
operations of this well are followed.

It is Coors Energy Company's policy that no Coors' employees nor
subcontractors carry firearms on access roads nor onto the location
during drilling or well completion operations of this well. No
alcoholic beverages or drugs will be permitted on Coors' operations
on Indian lands.

Abstract

Archaeological survey for six Coors Energy Ute Tribal
.Wells {1-3, 1-31, 2-5, 2-7, 2-8, and 3-7). With the exception

of a prehistoric.isolated find on location 1-31, and several
recent scatters of steel cans associated with location 1-3, no
cultral resources were located during the survey. The isolated
find was collected by the Ute Tribe and archaeological clearance
is recommended for all locations.

Introduction

Grand River Consultants, Inc. was requested by Coors
Energy to provide an archaeological survey for six proposed well
pads and access routes on Ute Tribal land. Legal locations for
the individual locations and access roads are as follows:

Ute Tribal 1-3 T5S,R3W - Sections 3,4,9
Ute Tribal 1-31 " " Section 31
Ute Tribal 2-5 " " Section 5
Ute Tribal 2-7 " " Section 7

Introduction

The archaeological survey for these projects was
conducted by John D. Hartley on August 30, in conjunction within
an on-site inspection by personnel from Coors Energy, Uintah
Engineering, BIA, the Ute Tribe, and BLM. Prior to
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initiation of fieldwork, a literature search was conducted withthe Utah State Historical Society via letter and telephone on
August 16 and 23, 1983. This check revealed the presence of no
previously known cultural resources in the project areas. The
well locations and access roads were staked and flagged prior to
the archaeological survey. The total acreage surveyed was
approximately 76 acres.

Survey Methodology

Field procedures consisted of walking a zig-zag
transects across the proposed locations and access roads. These

.
.transects were spaced at approximately 15m intervals. Two

locations (2-5 and 2-8) were situated in extremely dense
greasewood that preculded regular transects. Here, the survey
was concentrated in clear areas affording passage and ground
visibility (the existing roads, open areas, animal trails).

Topography and Vegetation

Well locations were situated in variable topographic and
environmental situations. Locations 2-5 and 2-8 were in the
level, greasewood-covered terrain of Antelope Canyon. Locations
2-7 and 3-7 were on the low ridge system west of Antelope
Canyon. Locations 1-3 and 1-31 were on the ridge system east of
Antelope Canyon

Vegetation consisted greasewood and sage on the Antelope
Canyon floodplain, and of sage and grasses on the ridges.

Survey Results

With the exception of a sinúle isolated artifact found
on the #1-31 well location, no cultural resources were found.
The isolated find was found near the NW corner of the proposed
well pad, and was given to the representative from the Ute
Indian Tribe. An appropriate isolated find record will be
submitted to the Ute Indian Tribe and to the Utah State
Historical Society.
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Conclusions

Based on the surface inspection of the access,
archaeological clearance for the project is recommended. In the
unlikely event that buried cultural material is encountered
during well pad construction, Coors should cease construction
and immediately consult the Ute Indian Tribe and a professional
archaeologist.
