RECLMAATIONPROCEDUPES

CONSTRUCTION

1. The maximum width of access loads will be 30 feet total disturbed area.

2. Production water will be disposed of at approved disposal pits or
injection wells. The injection well or disposal pit used will be
identified by legal description.

3. Trash, litter, construction materials, etc. , will not be littered along
roadways or drilling sites. The operator will initiate a procedure to
keep the sites free from litter and keep them groomed in a neat and
professional condition.

4. The top 6-10 inches of topsoil will be removed and stockpiled on the
west edge of the location.

5. The reserve pit will be lined with native clay.

6. Reserve pits will be fenced with a wire mesh fence and topped with at
least one strand of barbed wire.

7. The operator or his contractor will contact the BIA and the Vernal
District BUA, Diarond Abuntain Resource Area, 48 hours prior to beginning
any work on Tribal land.

8. The dirt contractor will be furnished with an approved copy of the
surface use plan and any additional BIM or BIA stipulations prior to any
work.

9. Location will be roved 150' east to acconodate drilling program.

10. Rotate location 15° to left to conform with topography.

11. A 20' buffer of trees will be left on the south edge of the



O OREHABILITATION

1. Irrnediately upon completion of drilling, the location and surrounding
area will be cleared of all debris resulting from the operation. All
trash will be hauled to a local sanitary landfill.

2. The operator or his contractor will contact the BIA and Vernal BLM,
Dianond Mountain Resource Area, 48 hours prior to starting rehabilitation
work that involves earth moving equipment aand upon completion of
restoration measures.

3. Before any dirt work to restore the location takes place, the reserve pit
must be completely dry and aall trash (cans, barrels, pipe, etc.) must be
removed.

PRODUCI'ION

1. The reserve pit and that portion of the location and access road not
needed for production or production facilities will be reclaimed within
90 days after completion with the methods described in the rehabilitation
section. Stockpiled topsoil will be used in reclaiming the usused areas.

2. All permanent (on site for six(6) months duration or longer) structures
constructed or installed, including the pumpjack, shall be painted a
flat, non-reflective, earthone color to match the standard environmental
colors Rocky Mountain 5 State Interagency Cormittee. All facilities
shall be painted within six months of when the production facilities are
put in place. Facilities that are required to comply with O.S.H.A.
(Occupational Safety and Health Act) are excluded.

3. Tank batteries will be placed on the NW corner of the location.

OTHER

1. Must conform with State Spacing Order 139-8.

2. Adequate and sufficient electric/radioactive logs will be run to
locate and identify the prime oil shale horizons (and solid and
semi-solid hydocarbons) in the Mahogany zone of the Parachute Creek
member of the Green River formation. Casing and cementing programs
will be adjusted to eliminate any potential influence of the well bore
or productive hydrocarbon zones on the oil shale (and solid and
semi-solid hydrocarbons) resource. Surface casing program ma.y
require adjustment for protection of fresh water aquifers. See
attached tentative casing and cementing program for the Uinta Basin.

General Outline for the Protection and Isolation of Ground Water

and Oil Shale in the Uinta Basin.

The oil shale occurs with varying thicknesses in most parts of the Uinta
Basin and at varying depths. Ground water also occurs at varied depths

above and below the Oil Shale. These ground waters have varying degrees
of salinity. Nonetheless, drilling for hydrocarbon in the Uinta Basin

should provide for the pro,tection of the oil shale and the .ground water
if either is present.

The protection of the oil shale and the ground water can effectively be

carried on through the design of an adequate casing and cementing program
for each well drilled in the area.

In the Uinta Basin, water occurs mainly in the Uinta and the Green River

formations. As drilling for hydrocarbon gets deeper into the crust of the
earth, more ground water might be encountered and will be protected as it
is encountered.

This notice's purpose is to attempt to lay the groundwork for a casing
program and cementing program that will protect the oil shale and the
ground water if present.

These programs are to be considered as guidelines. The specificity of
casing depth, amount of cement and the depth of staging collars will be
considered on an individual basis after a careful study of the logs of
each individual well. Cementing from the bottom up is an economical
solution if carefully conducted.

The casing and cementing program presented here as an example, will assume
that fresh water was encountered in the upper parts of the Green River, that
the oil shale occurs in the middle of the Green River (1000 foot section)
and that some ground water is encountered in the lower parts of the Green
River.

In this case, three areas will have to be cemented to assure the integrity
of the ground water and oil shale. These areas are above the upper fresh
water, across the oil shale and below the lower water aquifer. Deep
aquifers that do not contain useful water are cemented to prevent'water
zone influence on production.

The following casing and cementing program will be appropriate for this
example:

A. Surface casing is set at approximately 300 feet and cemented
to the



B. The next casing string wiT1 be set at approximately 300 feet
below the lowest aquifer. Cementing will be done in three
stages, using two stage collars and cement baskets or
equivalent as described below and on attached sketches:

1. Cement first stage through the casing shoe to fill annulus
back to base of lower aquifer.

2. Place 1st stage collar (with cement basket immediatel.y below)
at a selected point at the base of the oil shale. Cement
will have to reach top .of oil shale.

3. Place 2nd stage collar (with cement basket immediately
below) 50 feet above the top of the Bird's Nest aquifer

, and cement to at least 300 feet above the stage collar.

C. The above is an example. Reasonable equivalents that accomplish
these same protective measures, (such as cementing the water
zones instead of isolating them), depending on the individuaT cases
will be considered for approval.

D. When the above mentioned well is to be abandoned, inner-casing
plugs will have to be placed at the same depth as the above
mentioned annulus cement jobs.

The use of cement bond logs will verify the authenticity of the cement job
performed.

. E. The Operator of such well should notify U.S.G.S. 48 hours prior
to commencement of casing and cementing activity, so a technician
could 1>e dispatched to witness the operations to verify compliance
with casing and cementing program.

1. EXISTING ROADS

See attached topgraphic map to reach the Santa Fe Energy Company
Ute. 2-3C6 well location in the Sektion 3, Township 3 South, Range
6 est, U.S.B. M. proceed West along U.S. highway 40 from the city
of Duchesne, Utah for approXimately 6.8 miles; then turn to the
North and proceed in a North Easterly direction for approximately
0.25 miles; then turn North and proceed in a Northerly and North-
westerly direction along the main graveled accans road for approxi-
mately 3.53 miles; then turn North and proceed in a Northerly
direction 4.4 miles to well location.

2. ÞLANNED ACCESS ROÀD

See attached topographic map. There will have to be 0.25 more or
less of new access road built from the existing road into our Ute.
2 3C6. This proposed access road will be an 1.8' crown road (9'
either side of the center line) with drain ditches along either
side of the proposed road where it is determined necessary in
order to handle any run off from any normal meteorological con-
ditions that are prevailent to this area.

The grade of this road will vary from 2¾ to 8¾, but should not
exceed this amount. The road will be constructed of native burrow
accumulated during construction.

The terrain that is traversed by this road is mountainous and is
vegetated with Juniper and Pinion Pine with sparse amount of
sagebrush and grasses.

3. LOCATION OF EXÏSTING WELLS

There is only one other well in this section. It is the original
Diamond Shamrock Ute. 1-3C6 located 2275' FEL & 1264' FSL, Section
3, Township 3 South, Range 6 West which Santa Fe Energy Company
purchased September 1, 1983 - Copy of sundry notices attached.

4. LOCATION OF TANK BATTERIES, PRODUCTION FACILITIES, AND PRODUCTION
GATHERING AND SERVICE LINES.

In the event production is established, plans for the oil and gas
floulines from the location to the existing gathering lines and
production facilities will be submitted because of terrain involved.

5. LOCATIONANDTYPE OF WATERSUPPLY

Water used to drill this all is to be hauled from Starvation
Reservoir, in Section 30, Township 3 South, Range 5 West, U.S.B.&M.
approximately 9 miles to the Southeast of the location site.

6. SOURCE OF CONSTRUCTIONMATERIALS

All construction materials for this location site and access road
shall be borrou materials accumulated during construction of the
location site and access road. No other materials as road gravel,
etc. from other sources are anticipated at this

7. METHÕDS OF HANDLING WASTE DISPOSAL

All garbage and trash that can be burned, shall be burned, all
unburnable garbage and trash accumulated during the development
of this well aball be contained in the trash pit shown on the
attached location layout sheet. hen drilling activity has been
completed, the rig moved off the location .and production facilit-
ies set up, all garbage and trash on the location site shall be
cleaned up, deþosited in the trash pit, and covered with a min-
imum 4' cover. All production uaste such as cuttings salts,
chemicals, overflows of condensate, water and drilling fluids
shall be contained in the reserve pit and on completion of drill-
ing and workover activities buried with a minimum 4' of cover.
A portable chemical toilet will be supplied for human waste.

8. ANCILLARY FACILITIES

There are no ancillary facilities planned for at the present time.

9. WELLSITE LAYOUT

See attached location layout plat. The Ute. tribe shall be notified
before any construction begins on the proposed lacation site. When
drilling activities commence, all work shall proceed in a neat and
orderly sequence.

10. PLANS FOR RESTORATION OF SURFACE

As there is some topsoil in the area, all topsoil will be stripped
and stockpiled prior to drilling activities. When all production
activities have been completed the location site, access road and
floWline route will be reshaped to the original contour and the
topsoil spread over the disturbed area. Any drainages re-routed
during the construction and production activities will be restored
to their original line of flow. All additional waste being accumu-
lated during production activities and contained in the reserve pit
and trash pit shall be covered by a minimum 4' cover. The location
site, access road and flovline route shall be re-seeded with a seed
mixture recommended by the Ute. Tribal District Manager, when the
moisture content of the soil is adequate for germination. Restorat-
ion activities shall begin within ninety days after completion of
the well. Once completion activities have begun, they should be
completed within thirty days. The lessee further covenanta and
agrees that all said cleanup and restoration activities shall be
done in a workman like mannet and preformed in a strict conformity
with the above mentioned items No. 7 and No. 10.

11. OTHER INFORMATION

The topography of the general area. The location site falls on the
South slopes of a mountain range named Blacktail Ridge that extends
in an East-West direction. The drainages on the North slope of this
mountain drains in a Northerly direction into the Duchesne River
and on the South slope's of the afore said mountain that this well
location will affect slopes in a South-Easterly direction and drains
into the Strauberry River drainage. The tributary that this

sets above drains into the Starvation Reservoir located on the
Stra berry River approximately 7f miles to the Southeast. These
tributaries in the surrounding vicinity are of an intermittent
nature and normal flow is limited to the early spring run off
and heavy rain storms of long duration, which are extremely rare .

as the normal. Annual rainfall of the area is only eight inches.

The soils in this semi-arid area are the, Ducheene River formation
and the Uinta Formation and consists of a light brownish-gray,
sandy, clay, soils with poorly graded gravels. Outcrdps of sand
stone ledges and conglomerata deposits are common in this area.
The top soils in the area range from a sandy clay (Sm-ML) type
soil to a clayey (OL) type soil.

Due to the low percipitati n average, climate conditions and the
marginal types of soils, the vegetation that is found in the area
is common of the semi-arid region. We are located in the lower
elevations. It consists of Juniper, and Pinion forest as the
primary flora with sagebrush, rabbit brush, some grasses and
cacti.

The fauna consista predominately of the Mule Deer, Coyotes, Rabbits
and varieties of small ground squirrels and other types of rodents.
The area is used by man for the primary purpose of grazing sheep.
The birds of the area are hawks, finches, ground sparrows, magpies,
crows and Jays. The immediate area surrounding the location site
is vegetated with predominately Juniper and Pinion trees, with
sparse amounts of sagebrush and grasses.

The ground slopes through the location site to the South at
approximately an 10 grade. There are no occupied dwellings or
other facilites of this nature in the general area. There are
no visible akcheological, historical, or cultural sites within
any reasonable proximity of the proposed location site.
