1) Move in, Rig up rotary tools.

2) Drill 124" hole to 1000' KB.

3) Run 8 5/8" casing. Cement to surface as specified. WOC Shrs.

4) Nipple up Bradenhead and BOP. Test to 3000 psi.

5) Drill 7 7/8" hole to 9600'using mud program as specified.

6) Catch fotmation samples as specified or as required.

7) Rig up mud logger at 6800'.

8) After reaching T.D. run open hole logs as specified.

9) Run and cement 5½" production casing as specified. Location

of cementing equipment and sand-blasted casing to be determined

by well-site supervisor.

10) Set slipp,Nipple down BOP, weld on plate on 4½" casing.
