Coors Energy Company will assure that this APD will be provided
to the dirt contractor and will also be posted in the doghouse
of the drilling rig during the drilling of this well. A sign
will be posted at the entrance to the location with the name of
the well, operator and location description. We will notify
the BLM in Vernal, Utah between 24 and 48 hours prior to
beginning any dirt work on this land and prior to moving in the
drilling rig.

1. EXISTING ROADS - See Exhibits "C" and "C-1"

Access to the Coors Ute Tribal 4-5 begins at the City of
Roosevelt, Utah, and proceeds along the following roads
with approximate mileages as follows:

Proceed westerly out of Roosevelt on Highway 40 for
approximately 17.3 miles to the Antelope Canyon County
Road, an improved dirt road to the south, proceed southerly
along said improved County Road approx. 6.2 miles to a
junction, then onto an existing unimproved dirt road to the
southeast; proceed southeasterly along this road for
approx. one mile to a junction, at this point proceed
easterly for approximately 1/2 mile to a 4-way junction.
Turn left (north) onto an existing access road to the Ute
Tribal 3-5 and Ute Tribal 1-5. Upon reaching the Ute 1-5,
proceed right and onto the access road to the new location.

Materials for upgrading the existing road will come from
the immediate area of road improvement work.

Upgraded existing roads will be constructed with an 18'
road surface with bar ditches and water bars where
required. Not over 30' will be cleared to upgrade any
existing roads.

2. PLANNED ACCESS ROAD - See Exhibits "C" and "C-1"

The new access road will be approximately 1164' in length
and will have a 30' ROW with an 18' running surface
maximum. The maximum grade will be 1% and, no turnouts
are required. Borrow ditches will be used for drainage as
needed. No culverts or bridges are required nor are gates,
turnouts, cattle guards or fence cuts. Source of surfacing
material will be from the access road soils and subsoils.
All travel will be confined to existing access road
right-of-ways. The access road surface owner is the Ute

The road shall be constructed/upgraded to meet the
standards of the anticipated traffic flow and all-weather
road requirements. Construction/upgrading shall include
ditching, draining, graveling, crowning, and capping the
roadbed as necessary to provide a well constructed safe
road. Prior to upgrading, the road shall be cleared of any
snow cover and allowed to dry completely. Traveling off
the 30 foot right-of-way will not be allowed. Road
drainage crossings shall be of the typical dry creek
drainage crossing type. Crossings shall be designed so
they will not cause siltation or accumulation of debris in
the drainage crossing nor shall the drainages be blocked by
the roadbed. Erosion of drainage ditches by runoff water
shall be prevented by diverting water off at frequent
intervals by means of cutouts. Upgrading shall not be
allowed during muddy conditions. Should mud holes develop,
they shall be filled in and detours around them avoided.

Access roads and surface disturbing activities will conform
to standards outlined in the BLM & Forest Service
Publication (1989) - Surface Operating Standards for Oil
and Gas Development.

3. LOCATION OF EXISTING WELLS - See Exhibit "D"

Within a 1-mile radius of this proposed well, there are 7
producing wells:

Ute Tribals 1-4, 3-4, 4-4, 1-5, 3-5, 2-5, 3-8.

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4. LOCATION OF EXISTING AND/OR PROPOSED FACILITIES -

See Exhibit "B"

Coors Energy Company's surface production facilities in
this area will consist of a pump jack and a glycol boiler.
Any production from this well will be commingled with the
Ute Tribal 1-5 tank battery. A 3" production flow line
will be laid paralleling the access roads to the Ute Tribal1-5 tank battery. If the well is a producer, at the time
of well completion, a Sundry Notice along with a drawing of
the pad site and production facilities will be submitted to
the BLM by our Vernal office for approval.

All production facilities will be located on the east side
of the well pad and will be painted in an earth color -

i.e. Desert Brown, 10YR6/3, unless specified differently by
the Surface Owner, within six (6) months of when they are
put in place.

For drilling operations, a survey map showing rig layout is
attached, See Exhibit "B". All necessary surface equipment
will be spotted on the 230 x 360' well site pad. Access to
the well pad will be on the west corner of the location
between Pts 1 and 8.

5. LOCATION AND TYPE OF WATER SUPPLY - See Exhibit "H"

The source of the water used to drill this well will be
from Antelope Creek. Approximately 6000 bb1s of water will
be required to drill and complete this well. Attached you
will find a copy of the Water Permit from the State of
Utah, Water Right Number 43-1688, Change Application Numbert91-43-02. This permit shows the water being drawn from
Antelope Draw north 424 feet and west 2569 feet from the
E/4 corner of Section 16, T4S-R3W.

6. SOURCE OF CONSTRUCTION MATERIALS - See E×hibit "B"

The top 6" of topsoil will be removed from the well pad and
stored on the south end of the location between Pts 7 and
6 and as shown on Exhibit "B". Fill materials needed to
construct the location will be derived locally from cuts
needed to build the well pad or from the access road.

If additional fill materials are needed to construct roads
or well sites, proper permits will be obtained from the
Surface Management Agency, unless materials are obtained
from a private source.

7. METHODS FOR HANDLING WASTE DISPOSAL

Mud reserve pits will be located on the north side of the
location between points 2 and 3 and will be constructed
for containment of drill cuttings as well as all drilling
fluids and produced
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Produced waste water will be confined to a plastic lined
pit. The plastic will be a minimum of 10 mil thickness
with sufficient bedding (either straw or dirt) to cover any
rocks. The liner will overlap the pit walls and be covered
with dirt and/or rocks to hold it in place. No trash,
scrap pipe, etc., that could puncture the liner will be
disposed of in the pit. The reserve pit will be
constructed so as not to leak, break, or allow discharge of
liquids.

After first production, produced waste water will be
confined to the lined pit for a period not to exceed 90
days after first production. During the 90 day period, in
accordance with NTL-2B, an application for approval of a
permanent disposal method and location, along with required
water analysis, will be submitted for the AO's approval.
Failure to file an application within the time allowed will
be considered an incident of noncompliance.

When the reserve pit is abandoned, it will be allowed to
dry and then back-filled and the area restored according to
BLM requirements. The BIA will be notified prior to
backfilling.

All garbage and trash will be placed in a trash cage and
hauled to an appropriate disposal site. No burning of any
trash will occur at the location. Trash, litter and
construction materials will not be littered along road ways
or drilling sites. A chemical toilet will be installed
during drilling operations. Any disturbed area not
required for producing operations will be restored
according to BLM instructions.

8. ANCILLARY FACILITIES

Camp facilities or airstrips will not be required.

9. WELL SITE LAYOUT - See Exhibit "B"

Attached is a diagram showing the proposed well site layout
spotting the location of the reserve pit, flare pit, pipe
racks, rig location, mud tanks, topsoil stockpile, access
road, etc.

As can be seen on the Well Site Layout Drawing, the reserve
pit will be located on the north side between Points 2 and
3, the flare pit will be located downwind of the prevailing
wind direction on the north side of the rig, a minimum of
100 feet from the wellhead and a minimum of 30 feet from
the reserve pit
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The stockpiled topsoil will be stored on the south side
between Points 7 and 6. Access to the well pad will be
from the west side between Points 8 and 1.

All pits will be fenced with a minimum of 30" net wire mesh
fence and topped with at least one strand of barbed wire.
The net wire shall be no more than 2" above the ground.
The barbed wire shall be 3" above the net wire. Total
height of the fence shall be at least 42". Corner posts
shall be cemented and/or braced in such a manner to keep
the fence tight at all times. Standard steel, wood, or
pipe posts shall be used between the corner braces.
Maximum distance between any two posts shall be no greater
than 16'. All wire shall be stretched, by using a
stretching device, before it is attached to the corner
posts.

The reserve pit fencing will be on three sides during
drilling operations and on the fourth side when the rig
moves off the location. Any hydrocarbons on the pit will
be removed from the pit as soon as possible after drilling
operations are completed. Pits will be fenced and
maintained until clean-up.

10. PLANS FOR RESTORATION OF SURFACE - See Exhibit "B"

Surface vegetation scraped off during drill site
preparation will be removed and stock-piled prior to
topsoil removal. Upon abandonment, vegetation will be
redistributed as a mulching agent over the well site. All
disturbed areas will be recontoured to the approximate
natural contours.

The original surface will be reconstructed as close as
possible upon abandonment. The stock-piled topsoil will be
spread over the area. Any solid waste material present
prior to abandonment will be removed from the location.
Any harmful liquids will be removed by a pump truck to an
approved disposal area.

Before any dirt work to restore the location takes place,
the reserve pit will be completely dry and all trash will
be removed. The pit will be reclaimed within 120 days from
the date of well completion.

The topsoil will be tested to determine if fertilizer is
needed to re-establish vegetation. After spreading the
stock-piled topsoil, the following seed mixture, if
acceptable to the Ute Tribe, will be used for
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Smooth brome (Manchar) 5 lbs. pure live seed/acre
Orchard grass 5 lbs. pure live seed/acre
Timothy 5 lbs. pure live seed/acre
Intermediate wheat grass 5 lbs. pure live seed/acre
Alsike clover 1 lb. pure live seed/acre

Coors will notify the Surface Owner, Ute Tribe, 48 hours
prior to starting rehabilitation procedures.

If this well should have to be plugged and abandoned, Coors
Energy Company will submit a subseguent report of
abandonment to the BLM.

If the well is abandoned the access road will be blocked
during restoration and prior to reseeding, all disturbed
areas including the access road, will be scarified and left
with a rough surface.

The abandoned well site, roads or other disturbed areas
will be restored to near their original condition
including, if applicable, the reestablishment or irrigation
systems, soil conditions in irrigated fields to ensure
cultivation and harvesting of crops and the revegetation of
the disturbed areas to the specifications of the Ute Indian
Tribe or the BIA at the time of abandonment.

11. SURFACE OWNERSHIP

The Ute Tribe has 100% surface ownership of the location of
the Ute Tribal 4-5 well site.

12. OTHER INFORMATION - See Exhibit "E"

The Ute Tribal 4-5 is located approximately 6 miles south
of Bridgeland on the Uintah and Ouray Indian Reservation.
The area is covered with native sagebrush.

Coors Energy Company will inform all persons in the area
who are associated with this project that they will be
subject to prosecution for knowingly disturbing historic or
archaeological sites, or for collecting artifacts. If
historic or archeological materials are uncovered during
construction, the work that might disturb such materials
will stop and the authorized AO will be notified. It is
understood that within 5 working days, the AO will inform
Coors Energy of the action to take regarding the historical
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Coors Energy Company contacted Mr. Dale Workman at the Utah
State University Extension Office at (801) 738-2080
regarding weed control on the well site and along access
roads. We were informed that the following weeds are
prevalent to this area: Nap Weed, White Top, Quack Grass,
Canadian Thistle, Musk Thistle, Leafy Spurge, and Morning
Glory. We will follow their recommended procedure and
spray with the suggested chemicals to control noxious weeds
in these areas.

Drilling rigs and/or equipment will not be stacked or
stored on this location after the conclusion of drilling
operations without BLM authorization.

Coors Energy Company, nor our subcontractors, anticipates
the gathering of firewood or disturbance of saleable timber
along roadways. If wood cutting is necessary, however, we
will obtain a permit from the Forestry Department of the
BIA.

Since this well is on the Uintah and Ouray Indian
Reservation, Coors will work closely with Ute Tribal
representatives to ensure all Tribal requirements for
drilling and production operations of this well are
followed. See Exhibit "E", Ute Tribal Notice, stating
their requirement when traversing or operating on Ute
Indian Lands.

It is Coors Energy Company's policy that no Coors'
employees nor subcontractors carry firearms on access roads
nor onto the location during drilling or well completion
operations of this well. No alcoholic beverages or drugs
will be permitted on Coors' operations on Indian lands. No
prospecting will be allowed on Coors' operations.

No ROW's will be required to access this well site. Access
roads constructed will be clearly marked with signs and
shall be of sound construction. The signs shall state that
the land is owned by the Ute Indian Tribe, the name of the
operator, that firearms are prohibited, that permits must
be obtained from the BIA before the cutting of any timber
or firewood, and that only authorized personnel are
permitted.

The well site location will also have an appropriate sign
indicating our name, the lease serial number, the well name
and well legal

Approval of this application does not warrant or certify that Coors
Energy holds legal or equitable title to those rights in the subject
lease which would entitle Coors Energy to conduct operations thereon.

All lease operations will be conducted in such a manner that full
compliance is made with applicable laws, regulations (43 CFR Part
3160), Onshore Oil and Gas Orders, and the approved plan of
operations. Coors Energy is fully responsible for the actions of its
subcontractors. A copy of these conditions will be furnished to Jim
Simonton, Coors Energy Field Supervisor, to ensure compliance.

DRILLING PROGRAM

The duration of drilling operations for this well will be
approximately 9 days.

1. Estimated Depth at Which Oil, Gas, Water, or Other Mineral Bearing
Zones are Expected to be Encountered.

This well will be spudded in the Uintah Formation. Oil and Gas is
expected in the Green River Formation. No aquifers or other mineral
zones are anticipated. The following formation tops and their estimated
depths are expected to be encountered in the drilling of this well.

Tgrudc 4750', Base B Lime 5170', Castle Peak 5680', TD 6750'.

Fresh water is not anticipated. The Mahogany oil shale zone has been
identified from + 2000'. These resources will be isolated and/or
protected via the cementing program for the production casing by having a
cement top for the production casing at least 200 feet above the oil
shale.

Coors Energy will report ALL water shows and water-bearing sands to
Tim Ingwell of the BLM, Vernal, Utah. Copies of State of Utah form
OGC-8-X are acceptable. If noticeable water flows are detected,
Coors Energy will submit samples to the BLM, Vernal, along with any
water analyses conducted.

All fresh water and prospectively valuable minerals (as described by
BLM at onsite) encountered during drilling, will be recorded by depth
and adequately
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2. Pressure Control Equipment, see Exhibit "G"

Coors Energy's pressure control equipment will consist of 3000 psi
double rams and an annular preventer. The BOP and related equipment
shall meet the minimum requirements of Onshore Oil and Gas Order No. 2
for equipment specifications and testing procedures. See Exhibit "G" -

Blowout Prevention Equipment (diagram on front side of exhibit) and the
configuration drawing of 3M Choke Manifold Equipment on the backside of
the Exhibit.

Ram preventers will be tested to stack working pressure when test
plug is used to isolate BOP's, if not isolated BOP's will be tested to a
minimum of 70% of the internal yield of the casing. Annular preventers
will be tested to 50% of rated working pressure. Pressures will be
maintained at least 10 minutes.

Tests will be conducted when initially installed, following repairs
and at 30-day intervals. Tests will be done prior to drilling out from
under all casing strings cemented in place.

Rams will be operated each trip but if more than one trip is made in
a day, rams are only required to be operated on one of the trips. Each
operation of rams will be recorded on the daily drilling reports.

Well control equipment will also consist of a float run in the drill
string, and a full opening valve to fit the drill string will be on the
rig floor at all times. Kelly cock valves will be used.

No abnormal temperature, pressures or potential hazards are expected.
Maximum expected BHP is 2500 psi.

Coors Energy will notify the Vernal District Office with sufficient
lead time in order to have a BLM AO present to witness pressure
testing.

3. Casing Program and Auxiliary Equipment

Coors Energy will use the following casing and cementing program for
this well:

All casing is new with 8-round threads. All casing strings below
conductor will be pressure tested to 0.22 psi per foot of setting depth
or 1500 psi, whichever is greater, but not to exceed 70% of minimum
internal
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Coors Energy will notify the Vernal District Office, with sufficient
lead time, in order to have a BLM representative on location while
running all casing strings and cementing.

4. Mud Program and Circulating Medium

Surface hole will be drilled with air if spudded with rat hole rig
or a gel-lime spud mud if drilled with rotary rig.

The proposed circulating medium below surface casing will be 2% KCL
water with additives as needed to control mud properties and bottom hole
pressures.

No chromate additives will be used in the mud system on Federal and
Indian lands without prior BLM approval to ensure adequate protection of
fresh water aquifers.

Mud properties will be checked daily to ensure an adequate mud
system is maintained.

5. Coring, Loqqinq and Testing Program

Coors Energy will send drilling and completion progress reports to
the Vernal District Office on a timely basis.

Sidewall cores may be taken in potential pay zones. A Density
Neutron log will be run from 3500' to TD. A Dual Laterolog will be run
from TD to surface. Coors Energy reserves the right to change the logging
program.

Any Drill Stem tests (DST) that may be run, shall be accomplished
during daylight hours. However, DSTs may be allowed to continue at
night if the test was initiated during daylight hours and the rate of
flow is stabilized and if adequate lighting is available (i.e., lighting
which is adequate for visibility and vaporproof for safe operations).
Packers can be released, but tripping should not begin before daylight.

A cement bond log (CBL), or some other means acceptable to the
authorized officer, shall be utilized to determine the top of cement
(TOC) for the intermediate and production casing.

Whether the well is completed as a dry hole or as a producer, a
"Well Completion and Recompletion Report and Log" (Form 3160-4) will be
submitted not later than 30 days after completion of the well or after
completion of operations being performed, in accordance with 43 CFR
3164. Copies of electric logs, core descriptions and analyses will be
filed with Form 3160-4. If any further information is requested, it will
be submitted when requested by the authorized officer
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6. Notifications of operations

No locations will be constructed or moved, no well will be plugged,
and no drilling or workover equipment will be removed from a well to be
placed in a suspended status without prior approval of the AO. If
operations are to be suspended, prior approval of the AO will be obtained
and notification given before resumption of operations.

If a replacement rig is contemplated for completion operations, a
"Sundry Notice" (Form 3160-5) to that effect will be filed, for prior
approval of the AO, and all conditions of this approved plan are
applicable during all operations conducted with the replacement rig.

Should the well be successfully completed for production, the AO
will be notified when the well is placed in a producing status. Such
notification will be sent by telegram or other written communication, not
later than 5 days following the date on which the well is placed on
production.

Pursuant to NTL-2B, with the approval of a District Engineer,
produced water may be temporarily disposed of into unlined pits for a
period of up to 90 days. During the period so authorized, an application
for approval of the permanent disposal method, along with the required
water analysis and other information, must be submitted to the District
Engineer.

Gas produced from this well may not be vented or flared beyond an
initial authorized test period of 30 days or 50 MMCF following its
completion, whichever occurs first, without the prior written approval of
the authorized officer. Should gas be vented or flared without approval

In the case of newly drilled dry
holes or failures, and in emergency situations, oral approval will be
obtained from the AO. A "Subsequent Report of Abandonment" Form
3160-5, will be filed with the AO within 30 days following completion
of the well for abandonment. This report will indicate where plugs were
placed and the current status of surface restoration. Final abandonment
will not be approved until the surface reclamation work required by the
approved APD or approved abandonment notice has been completed to the
satisfaction of the AO or his representative, or the appropriate
Surface Managing Agency.

Pursuant to Onshore Oil and Gas Orders, Coors Energy has the
responsibility to see that their exploration, development, production,
and construction operations are conducted in a manner which conforms with
applicable Federal laws and regulations and with State and local laws and
regulations to the extent that such State and local laws are applicable
to operations on Federal or Indian lands.

7. Other Information

Section 102(b)(3) of the Federal Oil and Gas Royalty Management Act
of 1982, as implemented by the applicable provisions of the operating
regulations at Title 43 CFR 3162.4-1(c), requires that "not later than
the 5th business day after any well begins production on which royalty
is due anywhere on a lease site or allocated to a lease site, or resumes
production in the case of a well which has been off production for more
than 90 days, the operator shall notify the authorized officer by letter
or Sundry Notice, Form 3160-5, or orally to be followed by a letter or
Sundry Notice, of the date on which such production has begun or resumed."

Coors Energy understands that the date on which production is
commenced or resumed will be construed for oil wells as the date on which
liquid hydrocarbons are first sold or shipped from a temporary storage
facility, such as a test tank, and for which a run ticket is required to
be generated or, the date on which liquid hydrocarbons are first produced
into a permanent storage facility, whichever first occurs; and, for gas
wells as the date on which associated liquid hydrocarbons are first sold
or shipped from a temporary storage facility, such as a test tank, and
for which a run ticket is required to be generated or, the date on which
gas is first measured through permanent metering facilities, whichever
first occurs.

If Coors Energy fails to comply with this requirement in the manner
and time allowed, Coors Energy will be liable for a civil penalty of up
to $10,000 per violation for each day such violation continues, not to
exceed a maximum of 20 days.

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UT provided little appropriate habitat £or the species in

question, a thorough ground search was conducted in areas

south and adjacent to previous Coors' surveys expanding

clearance around the proposed development to the O.5 mile

suggested by the BLM. No new recordable raptor nests were

£ound and there were no additional sightings o£ Ferruginous

hawks in the Antelope £1eld.

To £urther £amiliarize all personnel with the habitat

requirements o£ the two species, the survey parties traveled

to the nearby Ducheane oil £1eld to inspect areas o£ known

populations of LEBA, and to examine two additional possible

Ferruginous nests. These two previously identi£1ed nests are

good examples o£ alternate ground nests, as opposed to the

tree nests already visited, and represent another unique

nesting strategy sometimes used by this species. No hawks

were seen and no recent raptor nesting activity was noted.

While enroute to view a known LEBA population in

Sec. 19, the party stopped to view a golden eagle nest

located on a cli££ within view o£ producing well 4-17D with

two years o£ con£1rmed reproductive success. This provided a

good example o£ how much more tolerant some raptor species

are to human activity and possible disturbance than the

Ferruginous hawk. Due to the poor plant phenology at the

time o£ the survey no specimens o£ Barneby ridgecress (LEBA)

could be identi£ìed on the juniper ridge visited.

Upon returning to the vehicles, discussions were

initiated to determine appropriate and workable
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restrictions to proposed well development that would minimize

possible con£1icts with the T&E species.

To help address this need £or site speci£ic in£ormation

concerning T&E species in the area, Coors initiated an

intensive field survey covering approximately a 25 square

mile area o£ the Duchesne £1eld during 1990. It covered areas

suggested by BLM personnel as lacking adequate biological

in£ormation upon which to £ormulate an assessment o£

potential development impacts. The £ìndings o£ the recently

released Coors' "Threatened & Endangered Plant Inventory and

Ferruginous Hawk Study: Status Report", which summarizes,

maps and photodocuments the £irst year's data
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e££orts, were discussed and acknowledged as the type o£ site-

speci£ic in£ormation needed to supplement and update existing

Environmental Assessments.

Inquiries were made by all agencies concerning Coors'

continued willingness to complete a second year o£ intensive

T&E species surveys, concentrating e££orts on documenting and

quanti£ying any Ferruginous hawk reproductive e££orts.

Also needed would be any opportunistic Ferruginous hawk data

collected regarding migration, range, territories, hunting

behavior, and prey base. The Coors T&E biologist admitted a

reluctance on the part o£ the company to continue any such

long term natural history studies until mitigative

restrictions to development were clearly de£1ned and

approved.

8 . UNAVOIDABLE ADVERSE EFFECTS

9. RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN SHORT-TERM AND LONG-TERM PRODUCTIVITY

As long as oil and gas wells are producing and the access roads are
retained there will be a total loss of production on the land and the
environmental impacts will continue to effect the surrounding area.

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10 . IRREVERSIBLE AND IRRETRIEVABLE COMMITMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES

There are two irreversible and irretrievable resources committed in this
action:

A. Oil Or Gas: Oil and gas are a non-renewable resource. Once it has
been removed it can never be replaced.

B. Damage To The Land Surface: There are three causes of damage to the
soil surface due to oil or gas wells and road construction. (1) Gravel
is normally hauled onto the site as a pad foundation for equipment and
traffic to operate on. Gravel has low fertility and low waterholding
capacity, therefore, after the site is restored the gravel must either
be removed, or incorporated into the natural landscape. (2) Chemicals
are often either accidentally spilled or intentionally applied to the
site for weed and dust control. Generally, the chemicals are crude oil
or production water, which contain high concentration salt. Once
chemicals become incorporated in the soil they are difficult to remove
and interfere with the soils ability to produce vegetation. (3) soil
compaction occurs where the site is subject to stormy wet weather and
traffic from heavy trucks and equipment. Each of the above items cause
soil damage and after the site is restored the productive ability of the
soil will be damaged permanently.

11. ALTERNATIVES

A. Refuse Drilling: This alternative refuses the authorization of the
application for permit to drill. This action would not allow the
operator to enter upon the land surface to drill for oil or gas.
Because the minerals usually cannot be developed without encroachment on
the surface, the mineral estate is normally and tradionally designated
as 'dominant, and the surface ownership subservient. The mineral
operator's conduct is generally prescribed only by the rule of
reasonableness and the limitations that he is not permitted to act in a
wanton or negligent manner. Within their confines, the operator has
considerable latitude in the necessary use of the surface to produce and
develop the mineral estate. Therefore, if the application for permit to
drill is not signed, the operator would undoubtedly initiate court
proceedings against the surface owner, in this case the Ute Tribe and
the Bureau of Indian Affairs. Historically the courts
have upheld the right of the mineral owner to develop the mineral
resources regardless of the surface owners desire. Therefore, the
operator's rights will likely be upheld if B. I. A. refuses to sign the
Application for Permit to drill.

FERRUGINOUS HAWK SURVEY

On February 27 & 28, 1991, representatives from the Bureau of Land
Management, the Ute Indian Tribe, Coors Energy and the Bureau of Indian
Affairs, conducted a field survey of the Coors Antelope Field to determine if
Ferruginous Hawks were using the area.

At about 10:00 a.m the team arrived at Nest #20-A and observed a Ferruginous
Hawk perched on the nest. Peter Kung, representing Coors Energy, Dale
Hanberg of BIA, Karen Corts and Lonnie Nephi of the Ute Indian Tribe first
observed the hawk. The hawk was watched through field glasses for a few
seconds to one minute as it was perched on the nest. Then the hawk flew off
of nest #20-A to nest #20-B where it perched for several minutes. About this
time Steve Madsen, Ralph Brown, and Tim O'Brian of BLM arrived and were able
to observe the hawk while it was perched on nest #20-B.

At this time the team was located on the road approximately 800 feet from
nest #20-A and 1200 feet from nest #20-8. The weather was clear and calm,
the temperature was about 50'F, and the hawk could clearly be seen through
binoculars. A few minutes later the hawk flew from nest #20-8 and started to
soar. It soared in slow circles directly over head in full view of the party
for several seconds. The light under part of the hawk could be seen showing
the distinct V formed by it's legs. There was no question as to the identity
of the hawk. It soared over head long enough for Peter King to get his
camera from the car and take two pictures. It is estimated the hawk was
soaring about 300 feet above the ground.

Coors Energy Well #1-21 is located approximately 1000 feet from nest 120-A
and approximately 1200 feet from nest #20-8. The well was in operation. The
pump is run by a motor that makes a loud popping sound like a car backfiring
only the popping sound is in fairly rapid and in continuous succession.

After observing the hawk the team was organized into two groups which
systematicly searched the area for more possible nests. Steve Madsen of BLM,
located one more nest identified as #21-B. This nest is located about 2,600
feet north of Coors Well #1-21, and about 1,800 feet northeast of nest #20-8.
In addition to the above raptor nests several magpie nests were also located.

A survey was made of the area within one-half mile of the three well sites
proposed by Coors Energy. Well No's 5-8 and 4-5 have no nests within one
half mile. Nest #20-A is approximately one-half mile from Coors proposed
Well No 6-29.

The team recommends that Ferruginous Hawk activities be monitored through
March 12, 1991, to about July 15, 1991. Because the hawk appears to be using
nests #20-A, #20-B, and possibly 21-2, which are located in relatively close
proximity to well #1-20; and because well #1-20 produced loud popping sounds
and is typical of oil field activity, the team believes it would be helpful
to record information on $$e hawk's response to these
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On March 4, 1991, Ferron Secakuku agreed that Lonnie Nephi of the Ute Indian

Tribe would conduct the survey. Peter Kung representing Coors, Karen Corts

of the Ute Tribe, and Steve Madsen of BLM, will meet again on March 12, 1991,
with Mr. Nephi to teach him how to conduct the survey. They will also
provide Mr. Nephi with additional direction through out the survey as needed.
