SURFACE USE PROGRAM

1. Planned Acces; Road

Prior to upgrading, the road shall be cleared of any snow cover and allowed to dry
completely. Traveling off the 30 foot right-of-waywillnot be allowed. Road drainage
crossings shall be of the typical dry creek drainage crossing type. Crossings shall be
designed so they will not cause siltation or accumulation of debris in the drainage
crossing nor shall the drainages be blocked by the roadbed. Erosion of drainage
ditches by runoffwater shall be prevented by diverting water off at frequent Intervals by
means of cutouts. Upgrading shall not be allowed during muddy conditions. Should
mud holes develop, they shall be filled in and detours around them avoided.

2. Methods for Handling Waste Disposal

The 12 mil plastic liner willhave sufficient bedding (either straw or dirt) to cover any
rocks. The liner willoverlap the pit walls and be covered with dirt and/or rocks to hold
it in place. No trash, scrap pipe, etc., that could puncture the liner willbe disposed of in
the pit.

Reserve Pits will be constructed so as not to leak, break, or allow discharge of liquids.

Reserve pits willbe backfilled so that water willflow away from the pit, and the pits will
be protected from flash floods in the event flooding occurs during the drilling program.

3. Well Site Layout

Fencing Requirements

The reserve pit fencing will be on three sides during drilling operations and on the fourth
side when the rig moves off the location. Pits willbe fenced and maintained until
clean-up.

4. Plans for Restoration of Surface

Immedlately upon well completion, the location and surrounding area willbe cleared of
all unused tublng, equipment, debris, materials, trash, and junk not required for
production.

5. Other Additional Information

a. The operator Is responsible for informingall persons in the area who are associated with
this project that they willbe subject to prosecution for knowingly disturbing historic or
archaeological sites, or for collecting artifacts. If historic or archaeological materials are
uncovered during construction, the operator Is to immediately stop work that might
further disturb such materials, and contact the authorizedofficer (AO). Within five
working days the AO willInform the operator as to:

-whether the materials appear eligible for the National Register of Historic Places;

-the mitigation measures the operatorwilllikely have to undertake before the site can be
used (assuming in situ preservation Is not necessary);



-a time frame for the AO to complete an expedited review under 36 CFR 800.11 to
confirm, throughthe State Historic Preservation Officer,that the findings of the AO are
correct and that mitigation is appropriate.

If the operatorwishes, at any time, to relocate activities to avold the expense of
mitigation and/or the delays associated with this process, the AO willassume
responsibility for whatever recordation and stabilization of the exposed materials may be
required. Otherwise, the operator willbe responsible for mitigation costs. The AO will
provide technical and procedural guldellnes for the conduct of mitigation. Upon
verificationfrom the AO that required mitigation has been completed, the operatorwill
then be allowed to resume construction.

b. The operator willcontrol noxious weeds along rights-of-wayfor roads, pipelines, well
sites, or other appilcable facilltles. A IIst of noxious weeds may be obtainedfrom the
BLM,or the appropriate County Extension Office.

c. Drilling rigs and/or equipment used during drillingoperations on this wellsite willnot be
stacked or stored on Federal Lands after the conclusion of drillingoperations or at any
other time without BLM authorization. However, if BLMauthorization Is obtained, it Is
only a temporary measure.

OnBIA Administered Land:

AIIroads constructed by operators on the UInta and Ouray Indian Reservation will have
appropriate signs.

8 . UNAVOIDABLE ADVERSE EFFECTS

None of the adverse effects listed in item #5 above can be avoided in a
practical manner except those which were mitigated in item #6 above, and
those specified in the 13 point surface use plan.

9. RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN SHORT-TERM AND LONG-TERM PRODUCTIVITY

As long as oil and gas wells are producing and the access roads are retained
there will be a total loss of production on the land and the environmental
impacts will continue to effect the surrounding area. Normally oil and gas
wells produce from 15 to 30 years. After the wells stop producing it is
standard policy to restore the surface to near its original condition.
However, even after restoration takes place it is not expected that the land
will return to it's original productive capacity.

10 . IRREVERSIBLE AND IRRETRIEVABLE COMMITMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES

There are two irreversible and irretrievable resources committed in this
action:

A. Oil Or Gas: Oil and gas are a non-renewable resource. Once it has been
removed it can never be replaced.

B. Damage To The Land Surface: There are three causes of damage to the soil
surface due to oil or gas wells and road construction. (1) Gravel is normally
hauled onto the site as a pad foundation for equipment and traffic to operate
on. Gravel has low fertility and low waterholding capacity, therefore, after
the site is restored the gravel must either be removed, or incorporated into
the natural landscape. (2) Chemicals are often either accidentally spilled or
intentionally applied to the site for weed and dust control. Generally,



chemicals are crude oil $Í production water, which contain high concentration
of salt. Once chemicals become incorporated in the soil they are difficult
to remove and interfere with the soils ability to produce vegetation. (3)
Soil compaction occurs where the site is subject to stormy wet weather and
traffic from heavy trucks and equipment. Each of the above items cause soil
damage and after the site is restored the productive ability of the soil will
be damaged permanently.

11. ALTERNATIVES

A. Refuse Drilling: This alternative refuses the authorization of the
application for permit to drill. This action would not allow the operator to
enter upon the land surface to drill for oil or gas. Because the minerals
usually cannot be developed without encroachment on the surface, the mineral
estate is normally and tradionally designated as dominant, and the surface
ownership subservient. The mineral operator's conduct is generally
prescribed only by the rule of reasonableness and the limitations that he is
not permitted to act in a wanton or negligent manner. Within their confines,
the operator has considerable latitude in the necessary use of the surface to
produce and develop the mineral estate. Therefore, if the application for
permit is not signed, the operator would undoubtedly initiate court
proceedings against the surface owner, in this case the Ute Tribe and the
Bureau of Indian Affairs. Historically the courts have upheld the right of
the mineral owner to develop the mineral resources regardless of the surface
owners desire. Therefore, the operator's rights will likely be upheld if B.
I. A. refuses to sign the Application for Permit to drill this well.

B. Accept drilling: This alternative authorizes the operator to drill for oil
or gas as prescribed in the application, providing it complies with
stipulations which are considered reasonable. These stipulations are
specified under item #6 and in the 13 point surface use plan.

The Zinke & Trumbo, Ltd. Ute Tribal 2-21G well located in Section 21, T5S,
R4W in Duchesne County, Utah is a twin to the Zinke & Trumbo, Ltd. 2-21 well
drilled in 1990. Beeman Drilling Co. Rig No. 18 drilled out from under surface
at 7:30 p.m. on December 4, 1992, with air and with a 6 1/2" hammer bit. TD of
2392' was reached on December 8, 1992.

UINTA FORMATION

Air drilling began in the Uinta formation and samples showed tan dense
shales and gray white very fine to fine grain very poorly sorted sands with
slight traces of smokey chert. With some water entering the hole just beneath
surface, it was necessary to inject 15 gallons of water per minute with soap
while air drilling. While drilling ahead, 2 units of gas was noted on the FID
when connections were made. There was a very slight flare on the blooie line
after the connection was made at 647' and samples showed medium gray very fine
grain sand, very poorly sorted grading to siltstone. There were traces of yellow
fluorescence and immediate yellow cut associated with unconsolidated clear very
fine to fine grain quartz grains.

Air drilling continued through gray, medium gray and tan blocky shales, and
light to medium gray sands. The tan shales were hard, dense, limy with dull gold
yellow mineral fluorescence. Occasionally the tan shale was marlstone.

At 747', the driller corrected the pipe tally to show a correction to 774'
and drilling continued through interbedded shales, marlstone, and sands. Shows
No. 2 and 3 were noted in the interval from 884' to 896'. Good samples showed
clear and light gray very fine to fine grain sandstone with traces of chert.
There was an increase in connection gas while drilling ahead through sand, and '
interbedded shales and marlstones.

At 1080' the rig repair downtime gas had a gas reading of 110 units on the
FID. There was a very slight flare of 2 to 4 feet for a second after blowing the
hole. There were no other significant gas shows while drilling ahead through the
lower Uinta marlstone shales that were tan, firm to hard with occasional buff and
medium gray in color.

GREEN RIVER

The Green River top was picked at 1310' when tan, dense,_ggyptocrystalline
clean limestone was seen in samples. Some red-tan softalsghracodai lime was also
noted. There was some dull gold yellow mineral fluorescence noted.

Show No. 4 (1700'-1704') had an increase to 48 units from a background of
15 units through a light gray, s&p fine grain sandstone with no fluorescence or
cut. Connection gas at 1714' showed 60 units. Show No. 4 (1756'-1766') showed
an increase to 30-36 units from a background reading of 20 units through a clear
to light gray fine grain, moderately well sorted sand with NSFOC. Background gas
readings increased to a steady 44 units while drilling the interval from 1954'-
1980'. This zone of interest, Show No. 6, was light gray brown and gray, firm,
slightly sandy siltstone. There was no fluorescence, stain, or cut in the
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ZINKE & TRUMBO, LTD.
UTE TRIBAL 2-21G

The interval from 1960' to 2100' was predominantly dark brown and light
gray moderately firm to hard, blocky to subblocky shale with thin beds of tan
cryptocrystalline dense, clean platy limestone. Background gas was 25 to 28
units with connection gas 30 to 65 units. The zone at 2066'-2076' was brown
shale, moderately firm to hard and had an increase of 4 units over background.

A trip for new bit at 2100' had trip gas of 1100 units with a slight flare
after blowing the hole. Drilling continued through dark brown, tan, and light
gray shales with background gas ranging from 18 to 38 units, with between 1224
and 2584 ppm methane. Connection gases were low.

At 2300' a Gamma Ray correlation log was run inside the drill string. The
logging tool reached a depth of 2274' and the first reading was at 2271'. The
correlation equivalent showed the zone at:

It was decided to wait for daylight to drill to the prospective pay zone
and the hole was blown down. Drilling commenced through dark brown and tan
shales. Background readings of 28 units and samples were circulated out at 2324'
and at 2334' with dark brown shales being seen. Samples were again circulated
out at 2344' and gas increased to a high of 160 units with 17,280 ppm methane,
704 ppm ethane, and 248 ppm propane. Samples were gray and gray tan, fine to
medium grain with occasional coarse grain sand well cemented in part, with dead
oil stain, tan in color with green yellow fluorescence and good yellow cut.
Samples were again circulated at 2350', 2357', and at 2362'. Samples from 2344'-
2348' were becoming unconsolidated friable, clear subrounded fine to medium grain
sand with fluorescence and cut as before. While circulating at 2362', there was
gas to surface with a 15' flare that died in two minutes. A very small flare was
noted prior to drilling ahead for a TD of 2392'.

There was a trip out in order to run a Gamma Ray log so that sidewall cores
could be cut. Twenty wireline sidewall plugs were cut and were analyzed by Terra
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ZINKE & TRUMBO, LTD.

I am recommending that an extended production test of 1-2 months be conducted on the
Ute No. 2-21G to determine the potential for gas and/or water production from this shallow
development well.

The referenced shallow (2,444' TD) well was drilled by Zinke and Trumbo in December
1992 as a twin to the Ute No. 2-21. The well was designed to test the "2300 ft" sand in the
Upper Green River Fm. which has been repeatedly observed during drilling across the field.
Based on the occurrence of good gas shows while drilling through this sand in the #2-21, it was
decided to twin the well and attempt a completion in this sand. Following the drilling of the twin
well, 4 1/2" production casing was run, a 24' interval in the sand was perforated, and a 51M lbs
N2 foam flac was pumped. The well was production tested for 11 days in February 1993,
through tubing, using both natural flow and swab rates to measure the production potential. The
well produced 30-60 BWPD with gas reported varying from flowing gas-cut water to intermittant
periods of strong gas blows to dry gas flow which were not measured. It was determined that
there was too much water to economically handle at that time and the well was temporarily
abandoned. In April 1993, a shut-in tubing pressure of 655 psi. was recorded. In September
1993, the well was briefly tested, unloading 5-6 BW with a strong gas blow and flowing gas cut
water for 15 minutes. When shut in, the wellhead pressure built from 0 to 325 psi in 5 minutes.

An extended production test of this well would yield information on two points of interest
about the "2300 ft" sand. If commercial gas production could be established from this sand, its
development would be very beneficial in supplementing existing Lwr. Green River gas reserves
and in supporting the cost of the gas gathering system expansion. As a possible source for
makeup water for a Lwr. Green River waterflood, this sand could be developed if the water is of
sutable quality for injection. Previous water analyses taken.in 1993 indicated a high pH of 10,
TDS of 15,000 ppm, and high Bi-carb levels of 9,000 ppm. It will be important that both
quantity and quality of both the gas and water be periodically measured throughout this test
period.

In order to most economically conduct this test, we could remove the pumping unit and
gas engine from the TA'd Tabby Canyon Ute #5-13, as well as the rods and pump. We could
transfer the materials to the #2-21G and rig the well for pumping water into a production tank
while vented gas could be metered through an orifice tester. Regulatory approval would be
required for the temporary venting of the gas. The gas engine could be run off lease gas, and the
only significant expense may occur from the expected water hauling and disposal fee. Since this
is only a temporary test, we can use the equipment from the #5-13 while it sits dormant, waiting
on lease renewal and regulatory approval prio to its recompletion.

The attached AFE and generalized procedure are for the described production test which
could be started as soon as all approvals are received. The test could run for 30-60 days if results
warrant its continuation. The reason for my interest in the long term test is to confirm
speculation on the possibility that the sand could be
