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A PALEONTOLOGICAL AND CULTURAL RESOURCES SURVEY OF
MONUMENT BUTTE #14-36 AND MONUMENT BUTTE #16-36
WELLS AND ACCESS ROADS, DUCHESNE COUNTY, UTAH
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INTRODUCTION

In February 1995, Lomax Exploration Company of Roosevelt, Utah (Lomax) requested
that Sagebrush Archaeological Consultants (Sagebrush) conduct a cultural resources inventory of
two well pads and accompanying access roads located on Utah State lands for Lomax wells
Monument Butte #14-36, and Monument Butte #16-36 in (Figure 1) Duchesne County, Utah.

I The proposed wells are located in T. 8S., R. 16E., S. 36 SE¼SW¼; T. 8S., R. 16E., S. 36
SE¼SE¼. The project area lies on USGS 7.5' QuadrangleMyton SE, Utah (1964). The project
was carried out by the authors on February 2 and 3, 1995 under Utah State Antiquities Permit
No. U-95-SJ-039s.

Prior to the fieldwork a file search was conducted at the Division of State History, Utah
State Historical Society, and the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP) in Salt Lake City,
Utah on February 1, 1995 and on February 2, 1995 at the Bureau of Land Management, Vernal
District Office. The file search conducted by the authors was done to identify previous cultural
resources projects, known cultural resources sites and paleontological localities near the project
area.

A total of 9 individual cultural resource sites have been previously recorded in the
vicinity of the current project area. Due to the large number of projects conducted in this area,

I individual project descriptions will not be listed. However, following is a brief description of
each of the 9 cultural resource sites previously recorded near the current project area:

Cultural Resources Sites

Site 42Dc341. This site, located northwest of Castle Peak Draw, is a possible lithic

i quarry with cores, lithic siltstone flakes, and one siltstone biface. This site was
recommended NOT eligible to the NRHP.

I Site 42Dc351. This site, located in Castle Peak Draw area, is a small rock shelter with
associated lithic artifacts. This site was recommended ELIGIBLE for the NRHP.

Site 42Dc352. This site, located in Castle Peak Draw, is a historic cache or temporary
camp. Artifacts consist of jars, cans, a bucket, and a .22 caliber rifle. This site was
recommended ELIGIBLE to the NRHP.

Site 42Dc426. This site, located on the north side of a low butte northwest of Castle

i Peak Draw, contains both a historic and prehistoric component. The site consists of a
prehistoric lithic scatter with groundstone fragments and various lithic tools including
bifaces, cores, choppers, and manos. In addition to the prehistoric component, a light
scatter of historic tin cans and one historic petroglyph were noted at the site. This site
was recommended ELIGIBLE to the NRHP.

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Site 42Dc504. This site, located in the cut of a dirt road east of Wells Draw, is a
possible lithic quarry with cores and flakes. This site was recommended NOT eligible to
the NRHP.

Site 42Dc505. This site, located in the cut of a dirt road east of Wells Draw, is a sparse
lithic scatter consisting of four to five worked pieces of chalcedony. This site was
recommended NOT eligible to the NRHP.

Site 42Dc732. This site, located in Castle Peak Draw area, is an extensive lithic scatter
and surface occupation containing several hearths. This site was recommended
ELIGIBLE to the NRHP.

Site 42Dc763. This site, located in Castle Peak Draw area, is a lithic scatter associated
with a sandy bench. This site was recommended ELIGIBLE to the NRHP.

Site 42Dc764. This site, located in Castle Peak Draw area, is a small lithic scatter. The
site was recommended NOT eligible to the NRHP.

ENVIRONMENT

i
The project area lies in dissected tablelands south of Fort Duchesne on the west side of the

i Green River. The elevation of the project area ranges from approximately 5350 to 5482 feet
a.s.l. Soils consist of light brown to buff sand, desert pavement, light green sandy silts, and rust
colored sandy silts. Vegetation in the survey area consists of shadscale community species

i including greasewood, winterfat, rabbitbrush, opunctia, buckwheat, and bunch grasses. The
nearest permanent water source is located in Wells Draw which lies approximately 3 miles to the
west-northwest of the project area. Natural disturbance in the area is primarily in the form of

I aeolian movement of sand and some water erosion. Cultural disturbance includes grazing, and a
number of oil field roads which have been constructed throughout much of the project area.

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I METHODOLOGY

I The survey area covered during this project consists of two 10 acre parcels of land (660-
by-660 ft) centered on proposed well heads and two access road corridors connecting the well
locations to pre-existing access roads.

RECOMMENDATIONS

The turtle fossils found on Monument Butte #14-36 is considered a significant find. The
well location is recommended for cultural clearance and will also be recommended for
paleontological clearance if the well location is moved 50 ft to the north or if the "thin-shelled"
turtle fossil is collected and analyzed.

The turtle fossils found on Monument Butte #16-36 have been previously bulldozed
leaving the fossils fragmented and scattered. This location is recommended for cultural and
paleontological clearance.

This investigation was conducted with techniques which are considered to be adequate
for evaluating cultural and paleontological resources which could be adversely affected by the
project. However, should such resources be discovered during construction, a report should be
made immediately to the Utah State Lands and Forestry Archaeologist, Kenny Wintch, in Salt
Lake City. Also, if well preserved fossil material is encountered during construction, contact
needs to be made with the Paleontological office of the Utah Geological Survey in Salt Lake
City, Utah.

Description of Geology and Topography

The wellpad sits in a draw which drains to the east. The access road comes in
from the west off Lomax well 13-36 and föllows the drainage east past proposed
14-36 to well location. Rock exposures in the immediate area of the road and
well pad are composed of interbedded sandstone and mudstone.

All rock outcrops in the area are of the Upper-Eocene Uinta Formation, known
for its fossil vertebrate fauna of mammals turtles, crocodilians, and
occasional fish remains.

Inland has
provided an affidavitstating that all interested parties have been notified of their intent
to convert the wells to injection.

Well Integrity: The wells proposed for injection are the Monument Butte State 3-36, 7-36

and 14-36. All three wells have a 8 5/8" casing set at approximately 300 feet and are
cemented to surface. A 5 1/2" production casing is set at approximately 6000 feet and
have either been cemented to surface or well above the proposed injection zone. The
cement tops have been verified by cement bond logs.

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INTRODUCTION

In February 1995, Lomax Exploration Company of Roosevelt, Utah (Lomax) requested
that Sagebrush Archaeological Consultants (Sagebrush) conduct a cultural resources inventory of
two well pads and accompanying access roads located on Utah State lands for Lomax wells
Monument Butte #14-36, and Monument Butte #16-36 in (Figure 1) Duchesne County, Utah.

I The proposed wells are located in T. 8S., R. 16E., S. 36 SE¼SW¼; T. 8S., R. 16E., S. 36
SE¼SE¼. The project area lies on USGS 7.5' QuadrangleMyton SE, Utah (1964). The project
was carried out by the authors on February 2 and 3, 1995 under Utah State Antiquities Permit
No. U-95-SJ-039s.

Prior to the fieldwork a file search was conducted at the Division of State History, Utah

i State Historical Society, and the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP) in Salt Lake City,
Utah on February 1, 1995 and on February 2, 1995 at the Bureau of Land Management, Vernal
District Office. The file search conducted by the authors was done to identify previous cultural
resources projects, known cultural resources sites and paleontological localities near the project
area.

A total of 9 individual cultural resource sites have been previously recorded in the
vicinity of the current project area. Due to the large number of projects conducted in this area,

I individual project descriptions will not be listed. However, following is a brief description of
each of the 9 cultural resource sites previously recorded near the current project area:

Cultural Resources Sites

Site 42Dc341. This site, located northwest of Castle Peak Draw, is a possible lithic

i quarry with cores, lithic siltstone flakes, and one siltstone biface. This site was
recommended NOT eligible to the NRHP.

I Site 42Dc351. This site, located in Castle Peak Draw area, is a small rock shelter with
associated lithic artifacts. This site was recommended ELIGIBLE for the NRHP.

Site 42Dc352. This site, located in Castle Peak Draw, is a historic cache or temporary
camp. Artifacts consist of jars, cans, a bucket, and a .22 caliber rifle. This site was
recommended ELIGIBLE to the NRHP.

Site 42Dc426. This site, located on the north side of a low butte northwest of Castle

i Peak Draw, contains both a historic and prehistoric component. The site consists of a
prehistoric lithic scatter with groundstone fragments and various lithic tools including
bifaces, cores, choppers, and manos. In addition to the prehistoric component, a light

i scatter of historic tin cans and one historic petroglyph were noted at the site. This site
was recommended ELIGIBLE to the NRHP.

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Site 42Dc504. This site, located in the cut of a dirt road east of Wells Draw is a
possible lithic quarry with cores and flakes. This site was recommended NO'T eligible to
the NRHP.

Site 42Dc505. This site, located in the cut of a dirt road east of Wells Draw, is a sparse
lithic scatter consisting of four to five worked pieces of chalcedony. This site was
recommended NOT eligible to the NRHP.

Site 42Dc732. This site, located in Castle Peak Draw area, is an extensive lithic scatter
and surface occupation containing several hearths. This site was recommended
ELIGIBLE to the NRHP.

Site 42Dc763. This site, located in Castle Peak Draw area, is a lithic scatter associated
with a sandy bench. This site was recommended ELIGIBLE to the NRHP.

Site 42Dc764. This site, located in Castle Peak Draw area, is a small lithic scatter. The
site was recommended NOT eligible to the NRHP.

I ENVIRONMENT

I
The project area lies in dissected tablelands south of Fort Duchesne on the west side of the

i Green River. The elevation of the project area ranges from approximately 5350 to 5482 feet
a.s.l. Soils consist of light brown to buff sand, desert pavement, light green sandy silts, and rust
colored sandy silts. Vegetation in the survey area consists of shadscale community species

i including greasewood, winterfat, rabbitbrush, opunctia, buckwheat, and bunch grasses. The
nearest permanent water source is located in Wells Draw which lies approximately 3 miles to the
west-northwest of the project area. Natural disturbance in the area is primarily in the form of

I aeolian movement of sand and some water erosion. Cultural disturbance includes grazing, and a
number of oil field roads which have been constructed throughout much of the project area.
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l METHODOLOGY

l The survey area covered during this project consists of two 10 acre parcels of land (660-
by-660 ft) centered on proposed well heads and two access road corridors connecting the well
locations to pre-existing access roads. The well pads were inventoried by the authors walking
parallel transects spaced no more than 15 meters apart. The access roads, which totaled 4,000 ft
in length, were walked in two parallel transects spaced 10 meters apart to cover a corridor width
of 100 feet (30 meters) each. The areas surveyed during this project (including all well pads and
access roads) totaled 29.2 acres.

RESULTS

No cultural resource sites were found during this inventory. However, one cultural
isolate was found on the northern edge of #16-36, one paleontological locality, 42Dc207V, was
located on #16-36, and one other locality, 42Dc208V, was located on #14-36. (See Appendix)

Isolate Find (IF)

One isolated find, a grey chert tertiary flake, was found on the extreme northern edge of
#16-36. It was not associated with any other artifacts or features and is considered to be
insignificant.

Locality 42Dc207V

Fossil locality 42Dc207V, found on #16-36, is turtle fossil found in an outeropping of
the Upper Eocene Uinta Formation. This locality has been previously bulldozed and is
fragmented and scattered. This locality is considered IMPORTANT.

Locality 42Dc208V

Fossil locality 42Dc208V, found on #14-36, is turtle fossil found in an outcropping of the
Upper Eocene Uinta Formation. One specimen found is possibly "small, thin-shelled" turtle and

may be almost complete. This locality is considered IMPORTANT.
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RECOMMENDATIONS

The turtle fossils found on Monument Butte #14-36 is considered a significant find. The
well location is recommended for cultural clearance and will also be recommended for
paleontological clearance if the well location is moved 50 ft to the north or if the "thin-shelled"
turtle fossil is collected and analyzed.

The turtle fossils found on Monument Butte #16-36 have been previously bulldozed
leaving the fossils fragmented and scattered. This location is recommended for cultural and

mi paleontological clearance.

i This investigation was conducted with techniques which are considered to be adequate
for evaluating cultural and paleontological resources which could be adversely affected by the
project. However, should such resources be discovered during construction, a report should be
made immediately to the Utah State Lands and Forestry Archaeologist, Kenny Wintch, in Salt
Lake City. Also, if well preserved fossil material is encountered during construction, contact
needs to be made with the Paleontological office of the Utah Geological Survey in Salt Lake
City, Utah.

Well Integrity: The wells proposed for injection are the Monument Butte State 3-36, 7-36
and 14-36.

A 5 1/2" production casing is set at approximately 6000 feet and
have either been cemented to surface or well above the proposed injection zone. The
cement tops have been verified by cement bond logs.

This construction
should adequately protect all USDW's. There are 14 producing wells and 2 injection wells
in the 1/2 mile area of review.

Ground Water Protection: The base of moderately saline water is at a depth of
approximately 300 feet according to Tech. Pub. no. 92. However due to lack of recharge
and the discontinuous nature of the sands, there may be no aquifers in the area. Any
shallow fresh water zones that are present willbe adequately protected by the proposed
construction of the injection well and the existing constructions of surrounding wells. No
corrective action is needed.

Oil/Gas & Other Mineral Resources Protection: Testimony and information regarding
the formation of the Monument Butte East waterflood project will be heard before the
Board on March 27, 1996. There is some concern that injection into the 14-36 well may
have an effect on offset production in section 1 to the south.

BPD, and the estimated maximum rate of injection will be 500 BPD.

2.7 Standard laboratory analysis of the fluid to be injected, the fluid in the formation
into which the fluid is being injected, and the compatibility of the fluids.

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The proposed average and maximum injection pressures.

The proposed average injection pressure will be approximately 1100 psig and the
maximum injection pressure will not exceed 1159 psig.

2.8 Evidence and data to support a finding that the proposed injection well will not
initiate fractures through the overlying strata or a confining interval that could
enable the injected fluid or formation fluid to enter the fresh water strata.

The minimum fracture gradient for the Monument Butte State 14-36-8-16, for existing
perforations (4375' - 5676') calculates at 0.62 psig/ft. The maximum injection pressures
will be limited so as not to exceed this gradient. A step rate test will be performed
periodically to ensure we are below parting pressure. The proposed maximum injection
pressure is 1159 psig. We may add additional perforations between 3800' and 6005'.
See Attachments G and G-1.

2.9 Appropriate geological data on the injection interval and confining beds, including
the geologic name, lithologic description, thickness, depth, and lateral extent.

In the Monument Butte State 14-36-8-16, the proposed injection zone (4119' - 6005') is
in the Garden Gulch to Basal Carbonate of the Green River Formation. The reservoir is a
very fine-grained sandstone with minor imbedded shale streaks. The estimated porosity
is 13%. The members are composed of porous and permeable lenticular calcareous
sandstone and low porosity carbonates and calcareous shale. The porous and lenticular
sandstone varies in thickness from 0-31' and is confined to the Monument Butte Federal
Field. Outside the Monument Butte Federal Field, the sandstone is composed of tight,
very fine, silty, calcareous sandstone, less than 3' thick. The stratum confining the
injection zone is composed of tight, moderately calcareous, sandy lacustrine shale. All of
the confining strata are impermeable, and will effectively seal off the oil, gas, and water
of the injection zone from any strata directly above or below it.

2.10 A review of the mechanical condition of each well within a one-half mile radius of
the proposed injection well to assure that no conduit exists that could enable fluids
to migrate up or down the wellbore and enter the improper intervals.

See Attachments E through E-16.

Additionally, the injection system will be equipped with high and low pressure shut down
devices that will automatically shut in injection waters if a system blockage or leakage
occurs. One way check valves will also ensure proper flow management. Relief valves
will also be utilized for high-pressure relief.

2.11 An affidavit certifying that a copy of the application has been provided to all
operators or owners, and surface owners within a one-half mile radius of the
proposed injection well.

Applicant: Newfield Production Company Well: Monument Butte State 14-36-8-16 (revised)

Ownership Issues: The proposed well is located on State of Utah land. The well is located in the
Greater Monument Butte Unit. Lands in the one-half mile radius of the well are administered by
the BLM and the State of Utah. The Federal Government and the State of Utah are the mineral
owners within the area of review (AOR). Newfield and other various individuals hold the leases
in the unit. Newfield has provided a list of all surface, mineral and lease holders in the half-mile
radius. Newfield is the operator of the Greater Monument Butte Unit. Newfield has submitted an
affidavit stating that all owners and interest owners have been notified of their intent.

Well Integrity: The proposed well has surface casing set at 298 feet and has a cement top at the
surface. A 5½ inch production casing is set at 6,004 feet. A cement bond log demonstrates
adequate bond in this well up to about 3,284 feet. A 2 7/8 inch tubing with a packer is proposed
to be set at 4,318 feet but will need to be adjusted downward. A successful mechanical integrity
test was run in the well on 10/27/2011. Previously, a UIC Permit was issued for the well on
5/1/1996. However, because of the length of time elapsed since that permit was issued and fact
that many new wells have been drilled in the AOR since that date, it has been deemed necessary
to re-evaluate wells in the AOR prior to re-issuing the UIC Permit. On the basis of surface

locations, there are 15 producing wells, 9 injection wells, 1 shut-in well, and 2 P/A wells in the
AOR. Three of the producing wells are directionally drilled, with surface locations inside the
AOR and bottom hole locations outside the AOR. In addition, there are 3 directionally drilled
producing wells with surface locations outside the AOR and bottom hole locations inside the
AOR. There is a recently completed horizontal producing well with a surface location outside the
AOR and a bottom hole location inside the AOR. Finally, there are two currently permitted
surface locations outside the AOR, one for a directional well and the other for a horizontal well,

to be drilled to a bottom hole locations inside the AOR. Most of the existing wells have evidence
of adequate casing and cement for the proposed injection interval. However, the State 1-36 well
(API# 43-013-30592), an active injection well located within the AOR, and the Monument
Federal 31-lJ well (API# 43-013-31413) appear to have inadequate cement for the proposed
injection interval. Of the two wells, the Monument Federal 31-l J appears more limiting. Its CBL
(9/27/1995) indicates a good cement top at about 4,360 feet. To protect this wellbore Newfield
will not perforate the Monument Butte State 14-36-8-16 well above 4,484 feet (see next
paragraph). Inasmuch as some logs are of dubious quality or do not exhibit conclusive cement
tops, it has been necessary to calculate approximate tops for "lite" cement, based on the cement
indicated in the well completion
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Ground Water Protection: As interpreted from Technical Publication No. 92, the base of
moderately saline water is at a depth of approximately 300 feet. The requested injection interval
is between 4,119 feet and 5,949 feet in the Green River Formation. The permitted injection
interval in the original UIC Permit (Cause No. 213-4) was below 4,486 feet in the Green River
Formation. The well diagram for the Monument Butte State 14-36-8-16 well shows a PBTD at
5,949 feet and top of fill at 5,893 feet. However, the top of good cement bond is at about 4,360
feet in the Monument Federal 31-1J well, a newly active injection well (as of 1/7/2012) located
within the AOR, approximately 1/3 mile southeast of the Monument Butte State 14-36-8-16 well.
This cement top correlates to a depth of approximately 4,384 feet in the Monument Butte State
14-36-8-16 well. For this reason, it is recommended that the top of the injection interval be
permitted no higher than a depth of 4,484 feet in the Monument Butte State 14-36-8-16 well.
Information submitted by Newfield indicates that the fracture gradient for the 14-36-8-16 well is
0.62 psi/ft., which was the lowest reported fracture gradient for the injection zone. The resulting
minimum fracture pressure for the proposed injection interval is 1,159 psig. The requested
maximum pressure is 1,159 psig. The anticipated average injection pressure is 1100 psig.
Injection at this pressure should not initiate any new fractures or propagate existing fractures in
the adjacent confining intervals. Any ground water present should be adequately protected.

Oil/Gas& Other Mineral Resources Protection: The Board of Oil, Gas & Mining approved the
Greater Monument Butte Unit on December 1, 2009. Correlative rights issues were addressed at
this time. Previous reviews in this area indicate that other mineral resources in the area have been
protected or are not at issue.

Bonding: Bonded with the State of Utah

Actions Taken and Further Approvals Needed: A public notice for the waterflood project and
the injection well was published in both the Salt Lake Tribune and the Uinta Basin Standard
(Cause No. 213-4.2, notice date 3/8/1996). A successful mechanical integrity test was run in the
well on 10/27/2011. It is recommended that approval of this renewed application be granted.

Note: Applicable technical publications concerning water resources in the general vicinity of
this project have been reviewed and taken into consideration during the permit review
process.
