1. Before the site is abandoned the company will be
required to restore the well site and right-of-ways
to near their original state. The disturbed area
will be reseeded with desirable perennial
vegetation.

2. Noxious weeds will be controlled on the well site
and rights-of-way. If noxious weeds spread from
the project area onto adjoining land, the company
will also be responsible for their control.

B. SOILS/RANGE/WATERSHEDS

1. Soil erosion will be mitigated by reseeding all
disturbed areas.

2. SURFACE PIPELINES

Surface pipelines will be constructed to lay on the soil
surface, and the right-of-way will not be bladed or
cleared of vegetation.

Where pipelines are constructed parallel to roads they
may be welded on the road and then lifted from the road
onto the right-of-way.

Where pipelines do not parallel roads but cross country
between stations, they shall be welded in place at
wellsites or on access roads and then pulled between
stations with a suitable piece of equipment. Traffic
will be restricted along these areas so that the pipeline
right-of-way will not be used as an access road.

3. BURIED PIPELINES

Buried pipelines shall be buried a minimum of 3.0 feet
below the soil surface. After construction of the
pipeline is completed the disturbed area of the right-of-
way shall be contoured to blend into the natural
landscape, and it shall be reseeded with desirable
vegetation.

Where pipelines are buried adjacent to access roads the
first pipeline shall be buried within 1.5 feet from the
outside edge of the barrow ditch of the road. If
additional pipelines are needed they shall be constructed
to parallel the outer side of the first pipeline, and
they shall be constructed as close to the first pipeline
as safety requirements allow.

4. CORRIDOR RIGHT-OF-WAY

To reduce surface damages a 50 foot wide corridor right-
of-way will be used for the access road,
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pipelines, buried pipelines, and electrical powerlines.

The constructed travel width of the access road shall be
limited to 22 feet, except it may be wider where sharp
curves, or intersections are required.

Surface pipelines shall be constructed on one side of the
access roads and buried pipelines shall be constructed on
the opposite side. The width of the right-of-way used
for surface pipelines shall be limited to 13 feet, and
buried pipelines shall be limited to 15 feet.

3. An open drilling system will be used. Reserve pits
will be lined with impervious synthetic liners. Prior
to backfilling the reserve pit all fluids will be pumped
from the pit into trucks and hauled to approved disposal
sites. When the reserve pits are backfilled the surplus
oil and mud, etc will be buried a minimum of 3.0 feet
below the surface of the soil.

4. A closed production system will be used. Production
fluids will be contained in leak proof tanks. All
reduction fluids will be disposed of at approved disposal
sites. The indiscriminate dumping of production fluids
on roads, wellsites or other areas will not be allowed.

5. Although there is a 50 foot right-of-way the bladed
area of the access road will be limited to 22 feet in all
areas except where deep cuts and fills are required,
sharp turns are required, or at the intersections with
other roads.

C. WILDLIFE/VEGETATION/THREATENED & ENDANGERED SPECIES

Because the wellsite is located more than 1/2 mile from a
Ferruginous hawk nest this wellsite may be constructed and
drilled at any time throughout the year.

D. CULTURAL RESOURCES

Cultural resource surveys were performed by James A.
Truesdale. The consultant recommends clearance of the project
as it is presently staked.

E. UTE TRIBAL REGULATIONS

(1). Prior to commencing surveys or construction on the
U&O Indian Reservation the operator, and any of its sub-
contractors, shall acquire access permits and business
permits from the Ute Indian Tribe.

(2). Prior to the commencement of construction, the
operator shall notify the Ute Tribal Department of Energy
and Minerals of the date construction shall



7.0 UNAVOIDABLE ADVERSE IMPACTS

A. SURFACE ALTERATIONS

None of the adverse impacts listed in 5.0 above can be
avoided in a practical manner except those which are mitigated
in item 6.0 above and those specified in BLM's 13 point
surface use plan.

B. RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN SHORT-TERM USE OF THE ENVIRONMENT VS
LONG TERM PRODUCTIVITY.

1. Short Term: (Estimated 20 years) A total loss of
production on the land and the associated
environmental impacts will continue to influence
the surrounding area for the productive life of the
well.

2. Long Term: Standard policies provide for
rehabilitation of wellsite and rights-of-ways.
After the land is rehabilitated, it is not expected
to return to its original productive capability.
Normally, there will be a permanent scar left on
the landscape.

Oil and Gas are non-renewable resources, once they have
been removed they can never be replaced.

Each additional well drilled for development increases
the soil erosion potential, reduces wildlife habitat and
grazing, increases potential soil and geologic pollution
resulting from salt loading, reduces the soil's potential
to recover, and increases the potential of water
pollution from produced waters and hydro-carbons.
Therefore, strict conformance with the mitigation
measures and recommendations in this document is
emphasized to minimize the adverse environmental impacts.

Thank you for submitting to the Region VIII Ground
Water Program office of the Environmental Protection Agency (EPAl
the results from the July 2, 2001, radioactive tracer survey
(RATS) used to demonstrate Part II (External) Mechanical
Integrity (MI) test on the Ute Tribal #29-03 injection well. In
the letter accompanying the RATS results, you requested an
extension on the time allowed to inject in order to allow for
continued stabilization of pressure, and indicated your
willingness to run RATS at set intervals until a maximum
injection pressure of 1900 psig could be obtained, tested and
approved. A limited injection period of up to one hundred and
eighty days, beginning December 8, 2000, was authorized to allow
for stabilization of the injection formation pressure prior to
the demonstration of Part II (External) MI.

The results of the RATS have been reviewed and the EPA has
determined that the test adequately demonstrated Part II MI, that
injected fluids will remain in the authorized injection interval,
at the tested pressure of 1700 psig. Therefore, EPA hereby
approves this demonstration of Part II (External) MI and
authorizes continued injection into the Ute Tribal #29-03 under
the terms and conditions of EPA Area Permit UT2736-00000 and the

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Authorization for Additional Well UT2736-04541 issued under this
Area Permit. The maximum allowable injection pressure (MAIP) for
this well is 1700 psig.

Please note that the maximum pressure used during a RATS MI
demonstration becomes the maximum allowable injection pressure
for the well. However, you may apply.for a higher maximum
allowable injection pressure at a later date after the formation
pressure has further stabilized. Your application should be
accompanied by the interpreted results from a step rate test that
measure the formation fracture pressure and fracture gradient at
this location. A copy of EPA guidelines for running and
interpreting a step rate test are included with this letter.
Should the step rate test result in approval of a higher MAIP, a
new Part II (External MI demonstration must be run. Please note
that to use a pressure greater than the present MAIP of 1700 psig
during a step rate test and RATS, you must first receive prior
written authorization from the Director.

RADIOACTIVE TRACER SURVEY
GUIDELINES AND PROCEDURES

The purpose of mnning a Radioactive Tracer Survey (RATS) in the referenced
injection well is to show whether injected fluids will migrate vertically outside the casing
after reaching the perforations. This guidance should be used to develop a specific procedure
which accounts for the actual construction and operation procedums of the well in question.
The actual procedure to be used must be appmved prior to running the log.

GUIDELINES

a. The gamma ray log may be run up to 60 feet/minute at a time constant (TC)
of I second, or up to 30 feet/minute at a TC of 2 seconds, or up to 15
feet/minute at a TC of 4 seconds. INDICATE LOGGING SPRED AND
TIME CONSTANT ON THE LOG HEADING.

b. The logging must be done while the yell is injecting at normal operating
pressure and injection volurne. The injection rate and pressure should be
brought to equilibrium conditions prior to conducting the RATS.

c. INCLUDE A COLLAR LOCATOR for depth control, an injector, and two
detectors (one above and one below the injector).

d. Vertical scale may be I inch, 2 inches, or 5 inches per 100 feet.

e. INDICATE IN API UNITS (OR COUNTS PER SECOND) THE
HORIZONTAL SCALE. If one gamma curve is recorded, make sure the
sensitivity used is such that the tracer material will be obvious when detected
and will not be confused with normal "hot spots" in the formations (i.e.,
gamma ray sensitivity should be such that Iithology can be correlated).

f. INDICATE BEGINNING AND ENDING CLOCK TIMES on each log pass.

g. INDICATE INJECTION RATE AND PRESSURE during each log pass.

h. INDICATE VOLUME OF FLUID INJECTED between log passes.

i. INDICATE VOLUME AND CONCENTRATION OF EACH SLUG of tracer
material.

PROCEDURE

1. Using the same gamma ray sensitivity for the correlation log as ·

outlined in paragraph (d) in the Guidelines, nm a base log-from the
injection zone to at least 500 feet above the zone (or at least 200 feet
above the top of the confining zone);

2. Commence operating well at normal operating injection rate and
pressure and do so until pressure and rate stabilize;

3. Set injector just below the tubing packer assembly and inject a
concentrated slug of tracer;

4. Reduce gamma ray sensitivity enough to keep the entire slug of tracer
radiation within the width of the chart paper. To do this, a non-
recorded pass through the slug may be nm, setting the sensitivity
appropriately. Drop tools to an appropriate depth below the slug and
record log pass #1. Log above the upper interface until the radiation
level returns to the same level as below the slug. Drop tools to an
appropriate depth below the slug and record log pass #2 in the same
manner as #1. Repeat this process until the slug dissipates to 1/10 of
its original level (log pass #1). At this point, increase gamma ray
sensitivity to the same as the base log. Make a log pass from the
injection zone to 500 feet above the zone (or 200 feet above the
confining zone). Drop tools to an appropriate depth below the slug,
reduce sensitivity to the same as log pass #1, and record log pass up to
the packer.

During the review for a Class II injection well permit,
consideration must be given to the mechanical integrity (MI) of
the well. MI demonstrates that the well is in sound condition
and that the well is constructed in a manner that prevents
injected fluids from entering any formation other than the
authorized injection formation.

A demonstration of MI is a two part process:

PART I - INTERNAL MECHANICAL INTEGRITY is an assurance that
there are no significant leaks in the
casing|tubing/packer system.

PART II - EXTERNAL MECHANICAL INTEGRITY demonstrates that
after fluid is injected into the formation, the
injected fluids will not migrate out of the
authorized injection interval through vertical
channels adjacent to the wellbore.

A Class II injection well may demonstrate Part II MI by
showing that injected fluids remain within the authorized
injection interval. This may be accomplished as follows:

1) Cement bond 1og showing 80% bond through the an
appropriate interval (Section Guidance 34),

2) Radioactive tracer survey conduc.ted according to a EPA-
approved procedure, or

3) Temperature survey conducted according to a EPA-
approved procedure (Section Guidance 38).

For each test option above, the operator of the injection
well should submit a plan for conducting the test. The plan will
then be approved (or bodified and approved) by EPA. EPA's pre-
approval of the testi°ng method will assure the operator that the
test is conducted consistent with current EPA guidance, and that
the test will provide meaningful results.

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Part II MI may be demonstrated either before or after
issuing the Final Permit. However, if Part II is to be
demonstrated after the Final Permit is issued, a provision in the
permit will require the demonstration of Part II MI. The well
will also be required to pass Part II MI prior to granting
authorization to inject.

Radioactive tracer surveys and temperature surveys require
that the well be allowed to inject fluids as part of the
procedure. In these cases, a well that has shown no other
demonstration of Part II MI will be allowed to inject only that
volume of fluid that is necessary to conduct the appropriate
test.

After the results of the test proves that the well has
passed Part II MI, the well will be given authorization to begin
full injection operations.

If any of the tests show a lack of Part II MI, the well will
be repaired and retested, or plugged (See Headquarters Guidance
