For the Ashley Federal #14-23-9-15 Newfield Production Company requests 290' of disturbed
area be granted in Lease UTU-66185 to allow for construction of the proposed access road.
Refer to Topographic Map "B". The proposed access road will be an 18' crownroad (9'
either side of the centerline) with drainage ditches idong either side of the proposed road whether
it is deemed necessary in order to handle any run-off from normal meteorological conditions that
are prevalent to this area. The maximum grade will be less than 8%. There will be no culverts
required along this access road. There will be barrow ditches and turnouts as needed along this
road. There are no fences encountered along this proposed road. There will be no new gates or
cattle guards required. All construction material for this access road will be borrowed material
accumulated during construction of the access road.

Newfield Production Company requests 290' of disturbed area be granted in Lease UTU-66185 to
allow for construction of the proposed gas lines. It is proposed that the disturbed area will be 50'
wide to allow for constmetion of a 6" gas gathering line, and a 3" poly fuel gas line. Both lines
will tie in to the existing pipeline infrastmcture. Refer to Topographic Map "C." For a ROW
plan of development, please refer to the Monument Butte Field SOP.

Water Disposal
Immediately upon first production, all produced water will be confined to a steel storage tank. If
the production water meets quality guidelines, it is transported to the Ashley, Monument Butte,
Jonah, and Beluga water injection facilities by company or contract tmcks. Subsequently, the
produced water is injected into approved Class II wells to enhance Newfield's secondary recovery
project.
Water not meeting quality criteria, is disposed at Newfield's Pariette #4 disposal well (Sec. 7,
T9S R19E) or at State of Utah approved surface disposal facilities.

Threatened, Endangered, And Other Sensitive Species
Golden Eagle: Due to this proposed well access roads proximity (less that 0.5 mile) to an
existing inactive golden eagle nest site, no new construction or surface disturbing activities will
be allowed between March 1 and May 15. If the nest remains inactive on July 15 (based on a
pre-construction survey by a qualified biologist), the operator may construct and drill the location
between May 15 and March 1 of the following year. If the nest site becomes active prior to May
15, no new construction or surface disturbing activities will be allowed within 0.5 mile of the nest
until the nest becomes inactive for two full breeding seasons. In the event that this well becomes
a producing well, it must be equipped with a multi-cylinder engine or hospital muffler to reduce
noise levels.

1. This well is being approved in accordance with Washington Instruction Memorandum 2005-247
and Section 390 (Category 3) of the Energy Policy Act which establishes statutory categorical
exclusions (CX) under the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA). Category 3 states that
an oil or gas well can be drilled within a developed field for which an approved land use plan or
any environmental document prepared pursuant to NEPA analyzed drilling as a reasonably
foreseeable activity, so long as such plan or document was approved within five (5) years prior
to the date of spudding the well. This well is covered under the Final Environmental Impact
Statement and Record of Decision Castle Peak and Eightmile Flat Oil and Gas Exploration
Project Newfield Rocky Mountains Inc., signed November 21, 2005.

A copy of the cement bond log is on file with the Utah Division of Oil, Gas and Mining.

2.4 Copies of logs already on file with the Division should be referenced, but need not be
refiled.

All copies of logs are on file with the Utah Division of Oil, Gas and Mining.

2.5 A description of the casing or proposed casing program of the injection well and of
the proposed method for testing the casing before use of the well.

The casing program is 8-5/8", 24# surface casing run to 322' KB, and 5-1/2", 15.5#
casing run from surínce to 5918' KB. A casing integrity test will be conducted at the
time of conversion. See Attachment E.

2.6 A statement as to the type of fluid to be used for injection, its source and estimated
amounts to be injected daily.

The primary type and source of fluid to be used for injection will be culinary water
commingled with produced water. The estimated average rate of injection will be 300
BPD, and the estimated maximum rate of injection will be 500 BPD.

2.7 Standard laboratory analysis of the fluid to be injected, the fluid in the formation
into which the fluid is being injected, and the compatibility of the fluids.

See Attachment
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The proposed average and maximum injection pressures.

The proposed average injection pressure will be approximately 1100 psig and the
maximum injection pressure will not exceed 1509 psig.

2.8 Evidence and data to support a finding that the proposed injection well will not
initiate fractures through the overlying strata or a confining interval that could
enable the injected fluid or formation fluid to enter the fresh water strata.

The minimum fracture gradient for the Ashley Federal #14-23-9-15, for existing
perforations (4566' - 5777') calculates at 0.76 psig/ft. The maximum injection pressures
will be limited so as not to exceed this gradient. A step rate test will be performed
periodically to ensure we are below parting pressure. The proposed maximum injection
pressure is 1509 psig. We may add additional perforations between 3542' and 5930'.
See Attachments G and G-1.

2.9 Appropriate geological data on the injection interval and confining beds, including
the geologic name, lithologic description, thickness, depth, and lateral extent.

In the Ashley Federal #14-23-9-15, the proposed injection zone (3925' - 5896') is in the
Garden Gulch to the Basal Carbonate of the Green River Formation. The reservoir is a
very fine-grained sandstone with minor imbedded shale streaks. The estimated porosity
is 13%. The members are composed of porous and permeable lenticular calcareous
sandstone and low porosity carbonates and calcareous shale. The porous and lenticular
sandstone varies in thickness from 0-31' and is confined to the Monument Butte Federal
Field. Outside the Monument Butte Federal Field, the sandstone is composed of tight,
very fine, silty, calcareous sandstone, less than 3' thick. The stratum confining the
injection zone is composed of tight, moderately calcareous, sandy lacustrine shale. All of
the confining strata are impermeable, and will effectively seal off the oil, gas, and water
of the injection zone from any strata directly above or below it.

2.10 A review of the mechanical condition of each well within a one-half mile radius of
the proposed injection well to assure that no conduit exists that could enable fluids
to migrate up or down the wellbore and enter the improper intervals.

See Attachments E through E-7.

Additionally, the injection system will be equipped with high and low pressure shut down
devices that willautomatically shut in injection waters if a system blockage or leakage
occurs. One way check valves will also ensure proper flow management. Relief valves
will also be utilized for high-pressure relief.

2.11 An affidavit certifying that a copy of the application has been provided to aH
operators or owners, and surface owners within a one-half mile radius of the
proposed injection well.

2.12 Any other information that the Board or Division may determine is necessary to
adequately review the application.
