We are in acceptance of a copy of the letter written by the
Manager of the Price Utah District BLM office. Having received
verbal approval from your Mr. Martens regarding our applications
for permit to drill the subject wells, we are proceeding with
the location work on True Federal 22-11.

Stipulation No. 2 is puzzling to us as these locations are in
a very remote area. Erection of a 6' high, child-proof fence
(in the winter time), um semi-desert country strikes us as
unnecessary from a practical and economical view point. These
locations are approximately 20 miles via semi-improved roads
to the nearest village, with a population of 600 people.

Stipulation No. 3 requires that we file written proof with the
. BLM that we have the right to remove water from Desert Lake.

Since tlhis source of water is not under-BLM control, it seems
pointless to furnish them proof that we have acquired the right
to use water from a source not under their control. Even if
Desert Lake is being promoted for nesting of geese, it is
difficult to imagine geese nesting at Desert Lake in the winter
time.

As you know, we have filed applications to drill for eleven
locations. With Ehe receipt of the BLM letter dated November
7, 1974, covering the two subject wells this makes a total of
five they have finally acted on since the inspections were made
in August and the first week in September. At one time

received stipulatins from the Price BLM office for six locations
It was necessary for you to point out to the BLM that the twelve
point program filed with your office dealt adequately with en-
vironmental aspects and that many of their additional stipulations
were unrealistic.

Admittedly, exploring for oil and gas is part of our business,
but we are as concerned about the energy shortage as anyone.
We cannot see how sending five BLM specialists to inspect each
prospective site and requiring additionally that a BLM specialist
be present when the dirt contractor commences work is in the
best interests of energy conservation.

All of the actions of the Price BLM District to date have led
us to the conclusion that acc lishing a $1,000,000 exploration
program in the State of Utah, nder such restrictive stipulations
imposed by the BLM is economi ally questionable.

We respectfully request tlhat you review the BLM stipulations
in thisematter in hopes álund you can afford us relief from the
requirement of fencing the eseËve pits.- We would-alssò appreciate
your expediting approval of our applicadons to drill Federal 34-7
and Federal 11-35.
