Subject: SAFETY ALERT

On October 9, 1981, three drilling rig personnel were injured in an

air-drilling related accident on federal lands under the supervision of our

Grand Junction, Colorado, District oil and Gas Office. We feel that this

accident involved factors that, if correctly handled, could have prevented the

accident.

The.accitant occurred as the retaining ring on the rotating head was being

unbolted. This was being done so that the drill collars could be pulled

through the rotating head during a trip to change the.bit. As the retaining

ring was being unbolted, high pressure was unexpectedly encountered. The

rubber gasket, and a mixture of air, mud and rocks were expelled with great

force; thereby injuring two crewmen standing over the rotary table, and one

other crewman on the rig floor.

It was later discovered that the 8-inch blooie line was plugged at a bend

leading to the pit. This bend was a tee with one end blind. Apparently, the

blooie line plugged at approximately the time the air was shut-off after being

used in cleaning the hole while tripping. It must be assumed that the high

pressure was the result of air being trapped at the time the blooie line

plugged off.

It is recommended that the following precautions be taken during air-drilling

operations to prevent reoccurrence of this type of accident:

1. As a normal step in tripping prior to removing the retaining ring

on the rotating head, the choke and kill lines should be opened to

assure that all pressure has been eliminated from the system.

2. Eliminate the use of 90 degree bends in the blooie line hookup

(minimum angle should possibly be 120 degrees).

3. Install a pressure gauge into the blooie line near the rotating
head for monitoring.

4. Periodically check the valves and conocections in the blooie line

for build-up of cuttings.

This letter will serve to inform you of the need for proper compliance
with State rules and regulations concerning the reporting of oil and
gas operations.

The Division of Oil, Gas, & Mining has received
a copy of the "Sundry Notice", dated May 9, 1983, from the Bureau of
Land Management stating that 28' of conductor pipe had been set and
then filled with dirt on the subject location.

The Division never received notification of any activity occurring
on this location from your company, even though we sent two requests
for information.

We consider setting of conductor pipe as spudding of the well
and we request that we be notified within 24 hours of such activity
as in your letter of approval dated April 30, 1982. It was also stipulated
in the same letter that if you detenmined it necessary to plug and
abandon this location, the Division be notified immediately of your
intentions.

Proper reporting'of oil and gas operations is necessar.y so the
Division can protect the correlative rights of all the public which
includes operators such as yourself. Without such protection, operators
with large capital resources could achieve an unfair advantage over
smaller independents. Therefore, we intend to enforce strict compliance
with rules and regulations from all operators in the State of Utah.
