This plan is submitted with the Application for Permit to Drill the captioned
well. Its purpose is to identify the location of the proposed well, the pro-
posed ænstruction activities and operations plan, the magnitude of necessary
surface disturbance and the procedures to be followed in rehabilitating the
surface after completion of the operation so that a complete appraisal may be
made of the impact of the operation upon other resources.

The well has been staked by a registered Utah land surveyor and the work area
is stakal and flagged. Mr. Larry Davis, with the Utah State Parks and Recrea-
tion Departmant, has been engaged to make an Archaeological Reconnaissance
of the work area. His findings concerning cultural resources will be reported
to the United States Forest Service, Escalante Ranger District.

1. Existing Roads
