Enclosed is your copy of the permit for Well No. 313-1, immena in the SEh!Nksec. 34, T. 19 8., R. 21 B., em lease U 6313, which me approved by thia officeon March 10, 1972. We will ased a 200' stipulat‡oa and a Designattaa of Op-erator by Champlia Patrelem Campany. We won1d like to have these before you- dril11ag operatinaa.

With the exception of Hell 777-1, SW¾SUksec. 29, we have aet received Desig-nations of Operator in favor of Anschats. Our records show the leases are owned100 percent by Champlin Petroleum Company.

Effective April 1, 1972, the Geological Survey will withhold approval of Ap•plications for Permit to Drill exploratory oil and gas wells for 30 days pendingan environmental impact analysis to determine whether or not an environmentalimpact statement is necessary. It is my understanding that, even though Geo-logical Survey approval of the permit may have been granted prior to April 1,1972, said approval will be suspended for 30 days after April 1, for all welllocations on which actual drilling operations had not coamenced. In the eventit is determined that a given location requires an environmental impact a tate-ment, the period of suspension will be extended for that location for ao longas is necessary to prepare the statement.

Therefore, this office has approved the Application for Permit to Drill thewell that you indicated would be drilled first. We will hold the other appli-estions in abeyance until we receive notification from you that you wish to-nce actual drilling operations. We would appreciate such notificationon an individual
