This letter of application is for a private road right-of-way for a road to

be built from an existing graded road referred to as the "Prairie Canyon Road",

into Cottonwood Canyon to allow access to our proposed well site for the State

No. 16-4, located in the NEkNWhNW#of Section 16, Township 16 South, Range 26

East, Grand County, Utah. This access road would cross a portion of Section 31,
Township 7 South, Range 104 West, and Sections 25 and 36, Township 7 south, Range

On April 18, 1978, this Division granted Palmer Oil and Gas
Company of Billings, Nontana, permission to drill a well in Section 16,
Township 16 South, Range 26 East, SLBM, Grand County, Utah. Said well
has not yet been spudded-in because we understand that Palmer Oil
and Gas Company has been unable to obtain permission from your office
to build a road into this location from the Colorado side. Upon
checking, we find that it would be impracticable to enter the site
from the Utah side as it would necessitate construction of a road
down a shear cliff. ,Environmentally, this would not be feasible.

When the State of Utah entered the Union, it was given sections
2, 16, 32, and 36 for the purpose of supporting its' school system.
Said grant included ownership of all the minerals therein with the
right of ingress and egress over-the Public Domain to develop said
minerals.

Should your office deny Palmer Oil and Gas Company a right-of-way
over the Public Domain for the purpose of developing the oil and gas
possibilities of Section 16,it would in effect be a confiscatory
action to the extent that it would be the taking of state property
without due process of law. It would also amount to a nullification
of an Act of Congress.

With the above in mind, it would be appreciated if your office
would review this case for the purpose of granting the necessary
right-of-way.

In response to your letter of May 31, 1978, Palmer Oil and Gas
Company has not made a formal application to this office for a right-
of-way to construct an access road across BLM lands in Coloradoto facilitate the drilling of a well on state-owned lands in Utah.Palmer was, however, denied the right to construct access to a
proposed well site on their BLMoil and gas lease in the Prairie
Canyon Area of Colorado during the past year based on the respon-
sibilities placed on the BLMby the Federal Land Policy and Man-
agement Act of October 21, 1976, (FLPHA). Following guidelines setforth in FLPMA, BLM, through its Management Framework Planning
process (MFP), identified the Prairie Canyon Area as roadless and
deserving of fut-ure evaluation. It is our intent to allow no
change in the natural character of this area until the study can
be made. It was the decision of the Bureau of Land Management
to reject the surface use and operation plan of Palmer's proposed
well because of the surface .disturbance involving location and
access road construction proposed in their plan.

In regard to the right of ingress and egress over public lands, it
is our interpretation of FLPHA that access across public lands can
only be granted under Title V. The granting of a right-of-way is
discretionary with the Secretary of the Interior. Section 603 of
FLPHA limits the discretionary authority of the Secretary by
allowing him to grant access only when it will not impair the
suitability of the area under review for wilderness designation.

I hope this information will clarify the Bureau's position regard-
ing the present management of the Prairie Canyon Area of Colorado,
and as it may affect proposals such as access into Utah.
