A topographical exception of the 9' is requested as the area
on which the well is requested drops off steeply to the south and east
and the rig cannot be set up without the differential as requested.

The BOP will be
mounted on top of an 8" full opening valve which will be placed on top pf the
surface casing. The 8" full opening valve has a working pressure of 900 4 A
grant rotating head will be placed on top of the BOP. The BOP will be tested
every 24-hrs during drilling operation. The 8" full opening valve will enable
the Operator to shut-in the well and allow the operator to have complete control
over the well when the BOP is removed to install the well-head (stripping well-
head) prior to running tubing, in the event that the well is successful. A
fill and kill out-let will be welded to the surface casing below the the 8"
full opening v alve. '

6. Drilling and circulating mediuà : The operator intends to drill with comp-
ressed air or air mist ys far as possible. Salt water based polymer fluid will
be utilized in the event that formation water is encounteredi and to'kill the
well if necessary during completion. The drilling fluids will be weighted as
necessary to insure proper well control. All drilling fluids will be removed '

from the site for

driller on twoer will be responsible to check the weight and viscosity of the
mud system periodically during the drilling tower.

The
operators will not core the well. In the event that casing is run, a
cement bond log will be run prior to perforation. Samples will be caught
every 10 ft at approximately 1800'.

9. Maximum bottom hole pressure is expected to be less than 700 psi. The
Operator is prepared to handle pressures in excess of 3000 psi.

10. Starting date is anticipated to be mid December 1979. The drilling \
will take approximatly 3-5 days ,and completion an additional 2 days.

In the event that the well is developed as a natural gas well, theaccess rod which is utilized will be maintained as necessary to allowfor daily access by company field personnel. In the event that an oil wellis developed, the oil wilk be pumped to the Adak-Anschuta 26-1A well location.
This location has a well maintained road which will allow for easy tank truckaccess. In the event that either oil or gas is developed, the same pipelineroute will be utilized to the 26-1A site (see attached pipeline route). Inline heaters will be utilized to maintain oil production. In line heaterswill not be necessary if natural gas is produced. Individual tanks will be
utilized for each well to determine oil production. A meter will be placedon site to monitor gas production, even though the well is common to the ,meter facility located at the 26-1A site due to the approved communitization
agreement covering the acreage.

1. Casing :

8 5/8" surface casing will be cemented to the surface. The surface casing
will be set 200' into the Mancos shale. An 8" full opening valve will be flanged
to the surface casing. The BOP will be Aet on top of the 8" valve. 4½" casing
will be set to total depth if commercial production is developed.

2. Casing head and Flanges :

A larkin 4½" stripping head will be flanged to a nipple which will
be screwed into the gn gate valve which is to be attached to the surface casing.
(See schematic and other data attached)

3. Intermediate Casing:

None Required.

4. Blowout Preventer:

A hydri31 10" 3000 psi stripping and bladder type bop will be utilized.
This BOP is capable of closing blind and will allow the operator to strip up to
O 5/8" casing into the well bore. Two (2) fill and kill nipples will be welded
into the surface casing below the BOP ând Grant'RBtating head, which will be set
on top of the BOP.

5. Auxillary Equipment:

A 3½" sub with a 2" valve will be stubbed into the drill pipe for testing
and cementing.

6. Bottom Hole Pressure:

Due to the operators experience in drilling shallow wells in the immediate
area, experience has proven that no well has had a bottom hole pressure in excess
of 800 psi. However, the operator is prepared to handle up to 3000 psi.

7. Drilling Fluids:

The operator will drill surface hole with gel based drilling mud. Compressed
air will be utilized as a circulgting medium until water or oil is encountered, which
is sufficient to preclude continued operations with air. In the event that a fluid
medium is necessary, a salt baged polymer will then be utilized. 100 barrels of
salt water will be located on the site, but will not be mixed until such time as
is determined by the driller on

Proposed Action:

On November 21, 1979, CCCo. filed an Application for Permit to Drill the No.
26-3 exploratory well, a 2650' oil and gas test of the Dakota, Morrison, and
Entrada Formations, located at an elevation of 5200' in the NEk NW¾,Sec. 26,
T20S, R21E on federal mineral lands and public surface, lease No. U-16759.

The operator's plan was returned for revision and a partial revision was
received in a letter dated December 15, 1978. This revision was inadequate.
An onsite was conducted on January 7, 1980, and the operator agreed to resubmit
a 13-Point Plan. On January 14, 1980, a revised plan was received in the
Grand Junction office. This plan included the changes made and agreed to at
the onsite inspection. There was no o jection raised to the wellsite nor to -

the access road.

A rotary rig would be used for the drilling. An adequate casing and cementing
program is proposed. Freshwater sands and other mineral-bearing formations
would be protected. A Blowout Preventor would be used during the drilling of
the well. The proposed pressure rating should be adequate. Details of the
operator's NTL-6 10-Point Subsurface Plan are on file in the U.S.G.S. District
Office in Salt Lake City, Utah, and the U.S.G.S. Northern Rocky Mountain Area
Office in Casper, W.yoming. The 13-Point Surface Protection Plan is on file in
the District Office in Salt Lake City, Utah.

A working agreement has been reached with the Bureau of Land Management, the
controlling surface agency. Rehabilitation plans would be decided upon as the
well neared completion; the Surface Management Agency would be consulted for
technical expertise on those arrangements.

The operator proposes to construct a drill pad 250' wide x 250' long and esp <<
reserve pit# 20' x 80'. An access road would be reconstructed from an existing
trail, 13' wide x 0.25 mile long from an existing and improved road. The
operator proposes to construct production facilities on disturbed area of the
proposed drill pad. Proposed production facilities were denied pending
submittal of detailed plans. If production is established, plans for a gas
and oil flowline would be submitted to the appropriate agencies for approval.
The anticipated starting date is January 1980 and duration of drilling
activities would be about five days.

Location illd_ Natural Setting:

The proposed drillsite is approximately 10 miles SE of Cisco, Utah, the
nearest town. A seismic trail runs to the location. This well is in the
Cisco Dome Field.

Topography:

The proposed location is on the edge of an errosional rim.

Geology:

The surface geology is Mancos. The soil is sandy clay. No geologic hazards
are known near the drillsite. Seismic risk for the area is minor. Anticipated
geologic tops are filed with the 10-Point Subsurface Protection Plan.

The
operator proposes to construct production facilities on disturbed area of the
proposed drill pad.

Approval of the proposed action would be conditioned that adequate andsufficient electric/radioactive/density logging surveys would be made tolocate and identify any potential mineral resources. Production casing andcementing would be adjusted to assure no influence of the hydrocarbon zonesthrough the well bore on these minerals. In the event the well is abandoned,cement plugs would be placed with drilling fluid in the hole to assureprotection of any mineral resources.

The potential for loss of circulation would exist. Loss of circulation mayresult in the lowering of the mud levels, which might permit exposed upper
formations to blow out or to cause formation to slough and stick to drill
pipe. A loss of circulation would result in contamination due to the
introduction of drilling muds, mud chemicals, filler materials, and water deepinto the permeable zone, fissures, fractures, and caverns within the formation
in which fluid loss is occurring. The use of special drilling techniques,
drilling muds, and lost circulation materials may be effective in controllinglost circulation.

A geologic review of the proposed action has been furnished by the AreaGeologist, U. S. Geological Survey, Salt Lake City, Utah.

The operator's drilling, cementing, casing and blowout prevention programshave been reviewed by the Geological Surve.y engineers and determined to beadequate.

Soils:

No detailed soil survey has been made of the project area. The topsoils inthe area range from a sandy clay to a clay type soil. The soil is subject torunoff from rainfall and has a high runoff potential and sediment productionwould be high. The soils are mildly to moderately alkaline and support thesalt-desert shrub community. The pinyon-juniper association is also present,but sparse.

Topsoil would be removed from the surface and stockpiled. The soil would bespread over the surface of disturbed areas when abandoned to aid in
rehabilitation of the surface. Rehabilitation is necessary to prevent erosionand encroachment of undesired species on the disturbed areas. The operator
proposes to rehabilitate the location and access roads per the recommendationsof the Bureau of Land Management.

Approximately two acres of land would be stripped of vegetation. This wouldincrease the erosional potential. Proper construction practice, constructionof water bars, reseeding of slope-cut area would minimize this impact.

No specific data on air quality is available at the proposed location. Therewould be a minor increase in air pollution due to emissions from rig andsupport traffic engines. Particulate matter would increase due to dust fromtravel over unpaved dirt roads. The potential for increased air pollution dueto leaks, spills, and fire would be possible.

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Relatively heavy traffic would be anticipated during the drilling-operations
phase, increasing dust levels and exhaust pollutants in the area. If the well
was to be completed for production, traffic would be reduced substantially to
a maintenance schedule with a corresponding decrease of dust levels and exhaust
pollutants to minor levels. If the project results in a dry hole, all
operations and impact from vehicular traffic would cease after abandonment.
Due to the limited number of service vehicles and limited time span of their
operation, the air quality would not be substantially reduced.

Toxic or noxious gases would not be anticipated.-

Precipitation:

Annual rainfall should range from about 8 to 11" at the proposed location. The
majority of the numerous drainages in the surrounding area are of a non-
perennial nature flowing only during early spring runoff and during extremely
heavy rainstorms. This type of storm is rather uncommon as the annual
precipitation is around 8".

Winds are medium and gusty, occurring predominantly from west to east. Air
mass inversions are rare. The climate is semiarid with abundant sunshine, hot
summers and cold winters with temperature variations on a daily and seasonal
basis.

Surface Water Hydrology:

Drainage is to Nash Wash. Some additional erosion would be expected in the
area since surface vegetation would be removed. If erosion became serious,
drainage systems such as water bars and dikes would be installed to minimize
the problem. The proposed project should have minor impact on the surface
water systems. The potentials for pollution would be present from leaks or
spills. The operator is required to report and clean up all spills or leaks.

Groundwater Hydrology:

Some minor pollution of groundwater systems would occur with the introduction
of drilling fluids (filtrate) into the aquifer. This is normal and unavoidable
during rotar.y drilling operations. The potential for communication,
contamination, and commingling of formations via the well bore would be
possible. The drilling program is designed to prevent this. There is need
for more data on hydrologic systems in the area and the drilling of this well
may provide some basic information as all shows of fresh water would be
reported. Water production with the gas would require disposal of produced
water per the requirements of NTL-28. The depths of freshwater formations are
listed in the 10-Point Subsurface Protection Plan. The pits would be unlined.
If fresh water should be available from the well, the owner or surface agency
may request completion as a water well if given approval.

Vegetation:

Plants in the area are of the salt-desert shrub types grading to the pinyon-
juniper association at higher elevations. Proposed action would remove about
two acres of vegetation. Removal of vegetation would increase the erosional
potential and there would be a minor decrease in the amount of vegetation
available for grazing.
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The operator proposes to rehabilitate the surface upon completion of operations.

Wildlife:

Animal and plant inventory has been made by the BLM. No endangered plants or
animals are known to inhabit the project area. The fauna of the area consists
predominantly of mule deer, coyotes, rabbits, foxes, and varieties of small
ground squirrels and other types of rodents and various types of reptiles.
The area is used by man for the primary purpose of grazing domestic livestock
and sheep. The birds of the area are raptors, finches, ground sparrows,
magpies, crows, and jays.

Social-Economic Effect:

An on the ground surface archaeological reconnaissance would be required prior
to approval of the proposed action. Appropriate clearances would then be
obtained from the surface managing agency. If a historic artifact, an
archaeological feature or site is discovered during construction operations,
activity would cease until the extent, the scientific importance, and the
method of mitigating the adverse effects could be determined b.y a qualified
cultural resource specialist.

There are no occupied dwellings or other facilities of this nature in the
general area. Minor distractions from aesthetics would occur over the
lifetime of the project. All permanent facilities placed on the location
would be painted a color to blend in with the natural environment. Present
use of the area is grazing, recreation, and oil and gas activities.

Noise from the drilling operation may temporarily disturb wildlife and people
in the area. Noise levels would be moderately high during drilling and
completion operations. Upon completion, noise levels would be infrequent and
significantly less. If the area is abandoned, noise levels should return topre-drilling levels.

The site is not visible from any major roads.

The overall effect of oil and gas drilling and production activity is
significant in Grand County but it is difficult to assess the environmental
impact of a single well on state and/or national levels. However, if said
well was to produce in sufficient quantity, additional development wells might
be anticipated. This additional development, in turn, would lead to greater
environmental and socioeconomic consequences.

Should the wellsite be abandoned, surface rehabilitation would be done
according to the surface agency's requirements and to USGS's satisfaction.
This would involve leveling, contouring, reseeding, etc., of the location and
possibly the access road. If the well should produce hydrocarbons, measures
would be undertaken to protect wildlife and domestic stock from the production
equipment.

There are no national, state, or local parks, forests, wildlife refuges or
ranges, grasslands, monuments, trails or other formally designated recreational
facilities near the proposed location.
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The proposed location is within the Book Mountain Planning Unit. This
Environmental Assessment Record was compiled b.y the Bureau of Land Management,
the surface managing agency of the Federal surface in the area. The study
includes additional information on the environmental impact of oil and gas
operations in this area and gives land use recommendations. The E.A.R. is on
file in the agency's State offices and is incorporated herein by reference.

Waste Disposal:

The mud and reserves pits would contain all fluids used during the drilling
operations. A trash pit would be utilized for any solid wastes generated at
the site and would be buried at the completion of the operations. Sewage
would be handled according to State sanitary codes. For further information,
see the 13-Point Surface Plan.

Alternatives jytjggt Proposed Action:

1) Not Approving the Proposed Permit--The Oil and Gas Lease grants the lessee
exclusive right to drill for, mine, extract, remove and dispose of all oil and
gas deposits. Under leasing provisions, the Geological Survey has an
obligation to allow mineral development if the environmental consequences are
not too severe or irreversible.

Upon¯
rehabilitation of the site, the

environmental effects of this action would be substantially mitigated, if not
totally annulled. Permanent damage to the surface and subsurface would be
prevented as much as possible under U.S.G.S. and other controlling agencies'
supervision with rehabilitation planning reversing almost all effects.
Additionally, the growing scarcity .of oil and gas should be taken into
consideration.

2) Minor relocation of the wellsite and access road or any special,
restrictive stipulations or modifications to the proposed program would not
significantly reduce the environmental impact. There are no severe vegetative,
animal or archaeological-historical-cultural conflicts at the site. Since
only a minor impact on the environment would be expected, the alternative of
moving the location is rejected. At abandonment, normal rehabilitation of the
area such as contouring, reseeding, etc., would be undertaken with an eventual
return to the present status as outlined in the 13-Point Surface Plan.

Proposed Stipulations if_ Approved:

1) Subject to BLMstipulations.

2) Production facilities noi:_ approved. Sundry Notice detailing production
required.

3) Disposal of produced fluids require approval per NTL-2B.

Adverse Environmental Effects Which Cannot Be Avoided:

Surface disturbance and removal of vegetation from approximately two acres of
land surface for the lifetime of the project which would result in increased
and accelerated erosional potential. Grazing would be eliminated in the
disturbed areas and there would be a minor and temporary disturbance of
wildlife and livestock. Minor induced air pollution due to exhaust emissions
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from rig engines of support traffic engines would occur. Minor increase in
dust pollution would occur due to vehicular traffic associated with the
operation. If the well is a gas producer, additional surface disturbance
would be required to install production pipelines. The potential for fires,
leaks, spills of gas, oil or water would exist. During the construction and
drilling phases of the project, noise levels would increase. Potential for
subsurface damage to freshwater aquifers and other geologic formations exists.
Minor distractions from aesthetics during the lifetime of the project would
exist. If the well is a producer, an irreplacable and irretrievable
commitment of resources would be made. Erosion from the site would eventually
be carried as sediment in the Colorado River. The potential for pollution to
Nash Wash would exist through leaks and spills.

If well is a producer, other development wells would be anticipated with
substantially greater environmental and economic impacts.
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We have considered the proposed action in the preceding pages of this EA and
find, based on the analysis of environmental considerations provided therein,
no evidence to indicate that it will significantly (40 CFR 1508.27) impact the
qualit.y of the human environment.
