d. Abandoned and shut in wells are marked with industry standard symbols.
There are no water, disposal or injection wells within a one-mile radius.

4. Location of Existing and/or Proposed Facilities

a. 1. Tank batteries: operator maintains an oil tank battery on the Levon

#1 well in Sec. 11. This tank battery will not be used if production is established
with this well. New tank batteries will be installed on the 15-2 location if oil
production is established. The operator has drilled ænd completed an oil well in
Sec. 14 and a pump jack and tank battery is in the process of being installed. If
oil production is established, a seperate tank battery will be installed for the 15-2.

2. Production facilities: Operator maintains a 3-stage seperator on the
Levon #1 well in Sec. 11. They also maintain a 2-stage seperator on the
Browndirt #1 well in Sec. 14. Neither of these production facilities can be
utilized if production is established on the 15-2. If we have production, such
equignent will be installed. Operator has drilled an oil well in Sec. 14 and
is installing production equipment.

3. Oil gathering liae: none- only tank at location if oil production is
hit.

4. Gas gathering lines: Northwest Pipeline Grand Gas Collection System
with several trunk collection lines in this immediate area. Closest trunk
in area is fran Cisco Dome which crosses 200 yards south of the location on
this lease. Also, the Northwest Pipeline lateral trunk A1 crosses within
1400' of the well pad on the west side.

b. a. If new facilities are contemplated in the event of production:
see the enclosed exact sketch of the area showing planned production facilities.
All open and exposed pits will be fenced to protect livestock and wildlife and
an earthen fire bunker will be built around any tanks. Gas lines will be laid
on the surface to the main 6" Grand Gas Collection System operated by Northwest
Pipeline. A time schedule for this will be within a 60--day period upon completion
of the well and sub,ject approval of the sundry notice.

c. 1. Pits will be fenced until fluid evaporates and then filled in.
That will be reseeded anywhere fran Oct. 15 to Nov. 15 as required by the BLM.
The seeding mixture prescribed by the BLM will be used. The surface area is
flat, however, this area will be graded to the original contours. Also note,
construction and rehabilitation will be limited to the original well pad. All
stock pile surface soil will be graded back over location after contouring

5. Location and type of Water Supply

a. Dalgarno Transport of Grand Junction, Colorado. They naintain private
water usage permits and ve buy our water from them. The water is trucked in
fran Grand Junction by the same.

c. No water well is planned or needed.

6. Source of Construction Materials

The location will be on Federal land so if any sand or gravel is needed it
will be brought into the area from a private source in Thompson, Utah, 21
miles west. Until production is established, the road will be surface scraped
dirt road from the existing road to the proposed well location. However, no
construction materials are planned or needed. This is flat desert land on
mancos shale formations. Bladed roads that are watered and packed down are
the best roads in this area. When disturbed a great deal, the road is poor and
not easy to travel. When lightly bladed with borrow pits on the side for
drainage no materials are needed.

7. Method for Handling Waste Disposal

Cuttings and drilling fluids will be discharged via air into reserve pit.
Portable chemical toilet will be on location for sewage. Garbage and waste
materials will go in a burn cage then burned and hauled away when work is
canpleted. Location will be cleaned and all materials not burned will be
hauled away. Produced fluids (oil and water) will go into tanks and pits,
respectively. The blouey line will be 125' long, centered and angled down
into a trench pit. It will be anchored. The blouey line will be misted while
drilling with air. The area will be free of trash and debris when rig is
moved out.

8. Auxiliary Facilities

None other than a trailer and dog house. No camp or air strip required.

9. Well Site Layout

1. Cross section of drill pad with cuts and fills 200' x 200'. Well
location is relatively flat and requires minimum cuts and fills. Any cuts
and fills needed will be determined at on-site inspection. Surface soil will
be stock piled on the north side of location 12" high.

1. Back fill of pits and all surface holes will be completed.and will be
leveled to the original contour of the land before drilling. Waste disposal
will be accomplished as follows: all portable waste will be put in a burn
cage. All other trash will be hauled out of the area.

2. Revegetation and rehabilitation: The grounds including the access
road will be conditioned and revegetated and seeded as per BLM requirements,
that being regrading of the surface soil and reseeding to take place from
Oct. 15 to Nov. 15.

3. After the rig is moved.

4. If there is oil in the pit, we will either remove it or install
overhead flagging.

5. Rehabilitation of the well site area will be canpleted within 60-days
after the spud date.

Cisco
Springs is 4 miles to the southwest with practically no dwellings and no
evidence of historical, cultural nor archeological value. There will be no
other surface use.
