STIPULATIONSFOR WYOCO21-3 AGREEDUPONAT THE PRE-WORKCONFERENCE

1. Contact this office at least 48 hours prior to beginning construction
of access road and well pad.

2. If changes need to be made relating to the excavation of the site
the USGS and/or BLMmust be notified prior to making the change.

3. The one short, steep road grade from the state section into the
lease will be upgraded to prevent road gulleying.

4. Shale to be used for the new access road surface and drill pad will
be removed from the adjacent state section if authorized by the
state.

5. Ten to 14 inches of topsoil will be stockpiled on the western edge
of the pad layout and on the northeast edge of the drill pad
layout.

6. The access road will be flat bladed with a travel surface of 18
feet. If production should occur the road will be ditched and
crowned.

4) The casing program as previously indicated will consist of 300' of 9 5/8"
36 #/ft surface casing and 9000' of 5 1/2" 17 #/ft N-80 L.T.C. production
casing. The cementing program will be determined upon reaching projected
depths and the production casing may use two or at a minimum, one diverting
stage, two for adequate cement projection above 4500'.

5) The schematic diagram of the B.O.P. is attached. The 3000# working
pressure configuration will be held as shown. Also, dependent upon the
height from G.L. to the return flow, a Hydril or equivalent type of
B.O.P. will be located as the top piece of the B.O.P. stack.

6) It is anticipated this well will be drilled with a low-solids, .

dispersed Lignosulfonate mud until the top of the salt section. From '
this point on, a low solids, salt saturated drilling mud will be used.

7) Relative to the use of auxiliary equipment, it is anticipated that a
standard Kelly Cock, and a float on the bit will be used. A full opening
rotary sub will be located on the drilling floor and a surface mud pit
indicator will be



8) It is planned to e hole log this well with du aterolog, compensated
neutron formation density log, borehole compensated sonic log, and fracture
identification log. All important oil and/or gas shows will be drillstem
tested. At the present time, it is not planned to core this well. A two
man, 24 hour mud logging unit will be used on this well.

9) It is not anticipated that any H25, abnormal pressures or high temperatures
will be encountered. This is based upon results obtained from drilling
other wells in the immediate area.

10) It is anticipated the starting date of this well will occur upon permit
approval and befoge February 1, 1981.

2. Casing Head:

10" flange; 3000# W.P.; Series 900; equiped with mechanical wheels
and rod for back-up; set on top of casing head and bolted down
securely; pressure tested to limits of casing; Cameron, Shaffer,
or equivalent. Bolted to that will be an apnular bag-type blowout
preventer; 10" flange; 3000# working pressure; bolted down securely
and pressure tested to limits of casing; Caberon, Shaffer, or
equivalent.

B. The fill and kill line are to be connected to the 2" valves in the
casing head and are to be heavy duty line pipe or tubing. The kill
line will be connected to the mud pump and the flow line will be
directed into the reserve pit.

5. Auxilliary Equipment:
A float valve (3000# W.P) is to be used in the bottom drill
collar at all times. A Kelly valve (At least 3000# W.P.) will
be installed in the stand pipe and a valve with proper sub will
be available for stabbing in the drill pipe or drill collars.

6. Anticipated pressures:
The shut-in pressure of the Mississippian formation at a depth
of about 9000' has been recorded at about 4000#, in the Salt
Wash Field. This will be the pressure that will be considered

1. WELL LOCATION-EXISTING ROADS

The attached survey plat (Figure 1) shows the location of the proposed
well site. Figure 2 shows the access route from Highway 50-6 to the
well site. The well site is approximately 12 air miles and 24 road miles
southeast of Green River, Utah. The turnoff, east of the Green River
Highway, is about 12 miles from Green River with a well-defined marker
(Salt Wash Field). This road is well traveled by heavy trucks and maintained
in excellent condition. Figure 2 indicates the Grand County roads used as
access to the well site. Wyoco has received the necessary County permit
for use of these roads.

2. PLANNED ACCESS ROAD

As indicated in 1 above, access roads are shown in Figure 2. Access to the
location is on existing dirt roads, except for approximately 800 feet of
proposed new road linking the drill site to existing roads. Archeological
examinations are being conducted on the proposed new road and the drill site
by Powers Elevation, Denver, Colorado. Their report will be sent to the
U.S. Bureau of Land Management and the U.S. Geological Survey.

3. LOCATION OF EXISTING WELLS

Figure 3 indicates existing wells in the area. There are two producing
wells near the location, Smoot #2 and Smoot #3. The Gorman-Federal #1 well
has been drilled and is undergoing completion. The Government-Wyoco 18-2
well is awaiting a rig change, at which time drilling will resume.
Abandoned wells are Sunniland A-1 and Salt Wash #1. Disposal well is
Sunniland A-2. Shut-in wells are Smoot #1, C.F.I. 22-16 and C.F.I 42-16.
Sunniland A-2 is the injection well in the area. Fresh water can be provided
5 miles away by truck. Salt water is available within 1 mile.

4. LOCATION OF PRODUCTION EQUIFMENT

A plan for location of production equipment at the well site, if the well
is successful, is shown in Figure 4. Within a 4 mile radius of the location
are 6 tank batteries, several production facilities, and oil and gas gathering
lines. Disposal lines are being utilized by R.P. Smoot. It appears that
most of the lines are above ground with no disturbance of the surface. A
plan for the use of the above-mentioned equipment could be worked out with
S.W. Energy for the drilling operations, if successful. After operations
cease, if there has been any surface disturbance, the surface will be leveled
and reseeded to normal and natural terrain. Recommendations for seeding, aus
given by the local BLM office, will be followed.

5. WATER SUPPLY

Water for drilling purposes and watering down of access roads, where
necessary, will be obtained from the Green River and will be hauled to
the well site by truck. The water haul is approximately 5 miles, one-
way. The water agreement between Wyoco Petroleum, Inc. and F.G.

5. Land and Livest Corporation, which provides fd his water use is
attached (Figure 5).

6. ROAD MATERIAL

Shale from a nearby road cut will be required to construct a suitable
road surface and drill pad surface for the well site and approximately 800
feet of new access road to the site. The proposed source for the shale is
a road cut at the junction of access roads in the SE SW Section 16, T23S,
R17E. The shale would be removed in such a way as to redress the surface
outcrop over an area of approximately 100 x 100 feet. The area would be
reclaimed as appropriate in accordance with U.S. Bureau of Land Management
specifications.

7. WASTE DISPOSAL

A reserve pit (Figure 6) and a tra h cage will be constructed at the well
site. All excess water, mud, and drill cuttings will be deposited in the
reserve pit. The pit will 1>e folded-in and covered as soon as possible
after cessation of drilling operations, and will be reseeded in the
recommended manner.

8. CAMP FACILITIES AND AIRSTRIP

One or two self-contained trailers will be needed at the well site (Figure 7).
An airstrip is located north of the Salt Wash Field for emergency purposes.

9. WELL SITE LAYOUT

The plan for layout of drilling equipment, associated facilities, and pits
is indicated in Figure 7. If the well is a producer, production equipment
will be installed, as indicated in Figure 4. Cross-sections of drill pad,
showing all cuts and fills are shown in Figures 6a and 6b.

10. RESTORATION

After drilling operations have been concluded and equipment removed, the
well site areas will be cleaned, leveled, reseeded, and restored to normal.
The pits will be tovered and all trash removed. If the well is successful,
the site will be leveled, pits folded-in, and production equipment installed
as indicated in Figure 4. R.P. Smoot, lease assignee, has secured a $25,000
statewide federal bond covering this site, as indicated in Figure 8.

11. LAND DESCRIPTION
