Enclosed herewith are four additional wildcat APD's for our Sulphur Springs lease,

to add to the one I gave you last week when I visited your office. All five well

sites meet the 4960 foot minimum spacing requirements of State rule C-3. However,

well numbers lA, 4, and 6 do not meet the 500 foot quarter-quarter section line

spacings, due to topographical reasons (such as being in the bottom of a 70 foot deep

gully, or on a 30 degree slope, etc.), and we would ask you to put these three

wells on the ajenda for your regularly scheduled September Board meeting, in the

hope that the board might grant an exception for these wells. All wells are at

least 500 feet from our lease lines, so no correlative rights are at stake.

We are submitting the five APD's to the USGS this week, in the hope that we could

receive the permits in time to support a November 1, 1980 spud date.Please.let us

know if you receive any objections (it's always possible, you know), so that we

can be in attendance,if neccessary, at the hearing.

Stockpile the surface 12 inches of topsoil in a wind-row on the northeast
quadrant of the location, to east side of the access road. •

The upper banks (uphill side) of all cuts will be rounded during con-
struction of the access road and pad.

Notify the BLMDistrict Archaeologist if cultural material from sub-
surface deposits is exposed during the operation.

The trash cage will be on location and fenced with fine mesh wire during
drilling operations.

The "blooey" line will be centered and directed into the pit.

If production is obtained, the access road will be upgraded to BLM
specifications for long-term roads as outlined in the surface use

Access

1. The existing road in the SW½Section 33 can be used with only limited
upgrading. Low water crossings will be installed in each drainage
as needed.

2. New access, approximatEly 700 feet long will be constructed to the
east in the SE/NW Section 33, and south in the SW/NE Section 28
T. 18 S., R. 24 E to the location.

3. Soils and vegetation removed from the 700 feet will be windrowed
along the north and east sides of the road. Only low water crossings
will be installed at each drainage crossings. Maximum disturbed
road width will be 20 feet, with 16 feet wide travel

1. Well layout will be set along a narrow neck or ridge top, and size
will be 150 feet by 250 feet. Limited ridge top space requires
the reservoirs be terraced or steped down to a lower level to the
east side of the ridge.
