SUPPLEMENTAL INFORMATION

1. Geologic Name of Surface Formation

The surface formation is the Mancos Formation.

2. Estimated Tops of Important Geologic Markers

Dakota 940

Entrada 1780

Total Depth 1830

3. Estimated Depths of Water, Oil, Gas or Minerals

Gas 940 feet to total depth.

4. Proposed Casing Program

(a) Set 8-5/8 inch new 24#, K-55, ST & C, to 120 ft. in 12-1/4
inch hole; circulate cement to surface.

(b) Set 4-1/2 inch new, 10.5#, K-55, ST & C to 1830 feet in
7-7/8 inch hole; cement with 100 sacks Class "G", no
additives.

5. Operator's Minimum Specifications for Pressure Control

A schematic diagram of the blowout preventer equipment is

attached. The BOP will be hydraulically tested to full working

pressure after nippling up and after any use under pressure.

Pipe rams will be operationally checked each 24 hour period.

Blind rams and annular preventer will be checked each time pipe
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is pulled out of the hole. All checks of the BOP will be noted

on the daily drilling reports.

Accessories to BOP will include an upper and lower Kelly cock,

floor safety valve, drill string BOP and choke manifold with

pressure rating equivalent to the BOP stack.

6. Type and Characteristics of Proposed Circulating Mediums

The well will be drilled with air, and air mist as needed to

1830 feet; 200 barrels of 8.5 to 9# fresh water mud will be

mixed up for use in case it is needed to kill well or for log-

ging operations.

7. Auxiliary Equipment

(a) A Kelly cock will be kept on the string at all times.

(b) A stabbing valve will be on the floor to be stabbed into
the drill pipe when the Kelly is not in the string.

8. Testing, Logging, and Coring Programs

The logging program will consist of a dual induction guard log,

formation density compensated and compensated neutron density

log. No coring of drill stem testing is planned at this time.

Completion plans call for selectively perforating the gas zone.

No stimulation is planned at this time.
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9. Anticipated Abnormal Pressures to Temperatures

No abnormal pressures or temperatures have been noted or reported

in wells drilled in the area or at the depths proposed in this

well.

No hydrogen sulfide or other hazardous fluids or gasses are

expected.

10. Anticipated Starting Date and Duration

The anticipated starting date for this well is 15 June 1982 or

as soon thereafter as possible depending upon the availability

of a drilling rig and approval of the permit to drill.

Rigging up is anticipated to take 2 days, and drilling should

be completed within 7-10 days after spudding the well and drill-

ing to casing point.
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EXHIBIT B

SURFACE USE AND OPERATIONS PLAN

1. Existing Roads

The proposed well is located approximately 15 miles West of

Mack, Colorado on Highway 6 & 50.

Existing roads to be used for access to the proposed well are as

follows: from Westwater exit on I-70 go East approximately 2.2

miles; turn left at East Canyon sign onto dirt road for 1.3

miles to another "T" intersection; then left on trail South-

westerly approximately 3/4 mile to the proposed well site.

The surface, condition, and load capacities of existing roads

within a three-mile radius of the proposed well are as follows:

Paved roads except for 1.3 miles country dirt and 3/4

mile of improved dirt road into location.

2. Planned Access Road

The new access road to be constructed will be approximately

2600 feet in length and 18 feet in width, crowned and ditched

for drainage. The maximum grade will be 3%. Surfacing material

will be native borrow material from cut areas. No additional

road surfacing material will be needed.

3. Existing Wells

West Bitter Creek 27-33 is considered a development well.

Within a two-mile radius there are two producing
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Landsdale #15 located NWh NW¾ Sec. 35, T.18S., R.25E., SLB&M

and Landsdale #18 located SEk SEk Sec.27, T.18S., R.25E., SLB&M,

a dry hole marker lies on the NW¼ SEk Sec. 27, T.18S., R.25E.,

SLB&M, and in the SE SW Sec. 35, T.18S., R.25E. Refer to the

drawing ("Existing Wells").

There are no other known drilling, producing, shut-in, disposal,

inspection, monitoring, or abandoned wells in the subject area.

4. Existing and Proposed Facilities

Bookcliff Petroleum, Inc. has no facilities, owned or controlled,

within a 1-mile radius of the proposed well location. There are

gas gathering lines in the W½ of Section 27, carrying gas to the

north. In the event of production of natural gas from the pro-

posed well, a gathering line and production equipment will be

required. Proposed production equipment will be as shown on

Figure 8. The gathering line will be designed by Northwest Pipe-

line, a representative of which will be present during the onsite.

To protect livestock and wildlife, all pits on the well pad will

be enclosed by a "stock tight" fence. A welded pipe guard will

be installed around the wellhead.

Upon removal of production equipment, all disturbed areas will

be rehabilitated, see item 10 below.
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5. Location and Type of Water Supply

Water for the proposed well will come from Mack, Colorado. A

water use authorization is not required. Water will be trans-

ported by truck over existing public roads and the proposed

access road.

6. Source of Construction Materials

Construction materials for the proposed well pad and access road

will be native borrow material accumulated during construction.

No borrow pits will be utilized.

The only construction materials needed from outside the location

would be gravel for a pad under the separator and/or dehydrator

unit. Gravel would be trucked into the location over the access

road by the dirt contractor from the nearest commercial pit.

No access roads other than as shown on Figures 3 and 4 will be

needed for hauling construction materials.

7. Methods for Handling Waste Disposal

Cuttings, and produced fluids will be disposed of in the reserve

pit, which will be constructed below existing ground level, on

the cut side of the well pad. Drilling fluids will be contained

in steel mud pits and the reserve pit.

Dust produced during drilling operations will be suppressed by

water mist injection as needed.
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A portable chemical toilet will be provided for human waste

disposal during drilling operations.

Garbage, trash, and other waste material will be contained in a

fine-mesh wire trash cage, see Figure 7. After the drilling

rig moves out, the trash cage will be hauled away by truck for

disposal at an approved disposal site and all remaining waste

material will be cleaned up and removed from the well pad.

8. Ancillary Facilities

There will be no camps, airstrips, off-site staging areas, or

other ancillary facilities necessary for the proposed well.

9. Well Site Layout

The well site layout is as shown on Figures 5, 6, and 7. Pits

will be unlined.

10. Plans for Restoration of Surface

In the event of a dry hole or upon eventual abandonment of the

well, the well pad and access road will be rehabilitated.

Waste material will be removed from the well pad, see Item 7.

The fill material on the well pad and access road will be pushed

back into the cut areas to return the surface as nearly as pos-

sible to its original contour. The slope of the well location

prior to construction is approximately 3%, i.e., elevation
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change of 3 feet in a distance of 100 feet. After rehabilita-

tion, the well pad will be restored to a slope of approximately

3% which should afford excellent revegetation success.

After recontouring the well pad and access road, the previously

stockpiled surface material will be spread over the disturbed

area. Reseeding will be done according to timing and seed mix-

ture specifications provided by the Grand Resource Area BLM

office, Moab, Utah.

The reserve pit will be fenced on three sides prior to the start

of drilling and will be enclosed by fencing the fourth side prior

to rig release. All other pits will be fenced and will be so

maintained until final cleanup. Any oil or condensate on a pit

will be promptly cleaned up or covered. During the producing

life of the well, overhead flagging or netting will be installed

on any pit used to handle well fluids.

Restoration activities will begin within 90 days after completion

of the well. Final cleanup will be completed within 30 days

after start of work, but will be delayed until the reserve pit

has dried up. Reseeding will be done in the fall of the year

after completion of final cleanup. Above ground facilities will

be painted Desert Tan or another color specified by the Grand

Resource Area BLM office to blend with surrounding landscape.
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11. Other Information

The surface ownership for the well location and for all lands

to be crossed by the proposed access road is BLM. The surface

use is winter livestock grazing, petroleum production, and

recreation.

The topography of the immediate area is of a rolling nature due

to erosion gulches flowing southeasterly, draining to the

Colorado River.

The soil is light brown sandy silt (Type ML) with numerous

small wind-polished rocks on the surface. The soil surface con-

tains approximately 10% rocks.

Slope in the immediate vicinity of the proposed well site is

3% with an southerly aspect.

The nearest occupied dwelling is in Westwater, Utah, approxi-

mately 4 miles west of the proposed well location.

Vegetation in the area is of semi-desert type, dominated by

saltbush and rabbitbrush. The following species were observed:

Fourwing Saltbush

Big Rabbitbrush

Small Rabbitbrush

Shadescale
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Halogeton

Utah Beavertail Cactus

Cheatgrass

There are no known Threatened or Endangered plants in the locale.

The subject area provides habitat for various game and non-game

mammals, as well as birds, reptiles and insects.

There are no known endangered species of animals in the subject

area.

CONSTRUCTION:

1. The operator or his contractor will contact the Grand Resource Area
Office in Moab, Utah (phone (801) 259-6111) 48 hours prior to
beginning any work on public land.

2. The dirt contractor will be furnished with an approved copy of the
surface use plan and any additional BLMstipulations prior to any
work.

3. Use of water from sources such as wells, springs, stremas or stock
ponds for activities associated with this well will be approved,
prior to use, by the agency or individual holding the water right.

4. If subsurface cultural material is exposed during construction,
work in that spot will stop immediately and the Grand Resource Area
Office will be contacted., All employees working in the area will
be informed by the operator that they will be subject to prosecution
if they are caught disturbing archaeological sites or picking up
artifacts. Salvage or excavation of identified archaeological
sites will only be done if damage occurs.

5. Improvement to the existing road will be necessary.
The total disturbed width allowed wilT be 30 feet. The allowable
travel surface will be 18 feet. Where pipelines are buried along
road total disturbance may be up to 35 feet. All lines will be
buried and rehabilitated in the same manner as the well pad.

New road construction will be limited to an allowable travel surface
width of 18 feet. For construction design and survey refer to class
III road standards attachment.
