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8. Testing, Logging, & Coring: Schlumberger or Gearhart. No DST's
programmed. Electric logs will consist of dual induction laterlog (DIL),
compensated neutron and formation density (CNFD), caliber log (CL), and sonic
BHC. Îf casing is set, a cement bond log (CBL) and gamma ray log (GR) will
be run. Drilling samples will be taken every 10 feet starting 100 feet above
the Dakota formation. Microscope analysis will be done by a geologist.

9. The maximum bottom hole pressure expected is 1500 psi. Flexibility
provisions are the BOP and high-pressure fittings and couplings. No hydrogen
sulfide problems are expected.

10. The approximate starting date is July 1, 1983, and drilling should
take from five to ten days.

1. Existing Roads

a. Proposed well site is staked.

b. Route and distance from nearest town. Well site is located approximately
20 miles northwest of Mack, COlorado. Exit at the Ranch Exit near mile post 219
on I-70-between Cisco, Utah and Mack, Colorado. Turn onto the frontage road north
of I-70 and proceed along that road (north) for approximately 91 miles. This road
parallels Westwater Creek. At the junction of this road with the Harley Dome
Gounty Road, turn right, go approximately .4 mile to a major junction, and then
turn right again. Travel down the Harley Dome County Road (southeast) approxi-

mately 21 miles until a corral is seen on the left. The proposed well location
is immediately southeast of the corral and is easily visible fram the County
Road. The length of the new access road is approximately 75 feet to the south
side of the well pad. This new access road will be constructed according to
Class III standards.

c. Access Boad is dotied in red. The existing roads are solid in blue.

d. Does not apply.

e. If a development well, list all the existing roads within a one-mile

radius of well site. This radius includes the Harley Dome County Road.

f. Plans for improvement and/or maintenance of.existing roads. The
operator will maintain existing roads.according to Class III standards. No
improvements to existing roads are required.

2. Planned Access Road

1. Width: 16' travel surface, 24' disturbed width.

2. _Maximon grades: i to 1 degree. No waterbars are needed.

3. Turn-out: No turn-outs are needed.

4. Drainage design: small borrow pit on one side for drainage. Should
production be established, the road will be upgraded to include ditch and
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5. No culverts are needed in this area. No major cuts or fills are
required.

6. Surfacing material: none needed. The road will be lightly scraped
on the surface.

7. Necessary gates, cattleguards, or fence cuts: none needed.

8. New or constructed roads. Operator will make use of existing roads
in the area whenever possible. The new access road will be constructed
approximately 75 feet in length from an existing road to the south aide of
the well pad and according to Class III standards. The width will be 16'
travel surface, 24' disturbed width, scraped only on théesurface.

d. No water, disposal, or injection wells are in a one-mile radius.

4. Location of Existing and/or Proposed Facilities

a. 1. Tank batteries. If oil production is established, new tank
batteries will be installed am.the southwest corner of the proposed location
and will be 125 feet from the wellhead.

2. Production facilities. If gas production is established, new
production facilities will be installed in the southwest corner of the
proposed location. All the above-ground production equipment will be painted
using one of the approved colors provided by BLM personnel in their concurrence
letter.

3. Oil gathering lines. None - only to tank at location if oil
production is established.

4. Gas gathering lines. If the well qualifies for hook-up, Northwest
Pipeline will run a lateral from their Grand Valley Line located in T18S R25E
to the
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. 5. Injection lines. None.

6. Disposal lines. None.

b. Any new facilities required in the event of production will be located
in the southwest corner of the proposed location. See the enclosed sketch of
the area shwoing planned production facilities. All open and exposed pits will
be fenced to rpotect livestock and wildlife, and an earthen fire bunker will be
built around any tanks to hold 110% of the tank volume. Gas lines will be laid
on the surface to the Grand Valley Line located in T18S R25E operated by
Northwest Pipeline. A time schedule for this will be within a 60-day period
upon completion of the well.

c. The reserve pit and any portion of the location and access road not
needed for production or production facilities will be reclaimed as described
in the rehabilitation section. All stockpiled/windrowed topsoil will be used
in reclaiming unused areas.

5. Location and Type of Water Supply

a. Westwater Creek, approximately 3.25 miles west of location. We have
applied for a state water permit.

b. Method of transporting water. Water tank truck.

c. No water well is planned or needed.

6. Source of Construction Materials

The location will be on Federal land so if any sand or gravel is needed,
it will be brought into the area from a private source in Thompson, Utah, 30
miles west. Until production is established, the road will be a surface-
scraped dirt road from the existing road to the proposed well location. No
construction materials are planned or needed. This is flat desert land on a
Mancos Shale formation. Bladed roads that are watered and packed down are the
best roads for this area.

7. Method for Handling Waste Disposal

Cutting and drilling fluids will be discharged via air into the reserve pit.
A portable chemical toilet will be on location for sewage. Garbage and waste
materials will be placed in a trash cage and hauled out when work is completed.
Produced fluids (oil and water) will go into tanks and pits, respectively. The
bloueÿ line will be 125 feet long, centered, and angled down into the reserve
pit. It will be anchored. The blouey line will be misted while drilling with
air. The area will be free of trash and debris when the rig is moved out. If
any waste material is to be burned, a burning permit will be obtained from the
State Land Forestry and Fire Control office in Moab, Utah prior to burning.

8. Auxiliary Facilities

1. Cross section of 150' x 150' drilling pad with cuts and fills. Half of
the top 4 inches of soil material will be stockpiled on the north side of the
location and half stockpiled on the south side of the location separate from
trees and vegetation.
