1) The dirt contractor will be furnished with an approved copy of
the surface use plan and any additional BLM stipulations prior
to any work.

2) If subsurface cultural material is exposed during construction,
work in that spot will stop immediately and the Grand Resource
Area office will be contacted. Salvage or excavation of identified
archaeological sites will only be done if damage occurs.

3) The top 2 inches of soil material will be removed from the location
and stockpiled on the South side of the location.

4) Three sides of the reserve pit will be fenced before drilling starts.
The fourth side will be fenced as soon as the drilling is completed.
The fence will be kept in good repair while the pit is drying.
