All lease and/or unit operations are to be conducted in such a manner that full
compliance is made with the applicable laws, regulations (30 CFR 221), and the
approved plan of operations. The operator is considered fully responsible for
the actions of his subcontractors. The following items are emphasized:

1. There shall be no deviation from the proposed drilling and/or workover
program as approved. Safe drilling and operating practices must be ob-
served. All wells, whether drilling producing, suspended, or abandoned
shall be identified in accordance with 30 CFR 221.22. Any changes in
operations must have prior approval of this office. Pressure tests are

·required before,drilling out from under all casing strings set and cemented
in place. Blowout preventer controls must be installed prior to drilling
the surface casing plug and will remain in use until the well is completed
or abandoned. Preventers will be inspected and operated at least daily to
insure good mechanical working order, and this inspection recorded on the
daily drilling report. Preventers will be pressure tested before drilling

. casing cement plugs. All BOP pressure tests must be recorded on the daily
drilling report.

2. All shows of fresh water and minerals will be reported and protected. A
- sample will be taken of any water flows and furnished this office for

analysis. All oil and gas shows will be adequately tested for commercial
possibilities, reported and protected.

3. No location will be constructed or moved, no well will be plugged, and no
drilling or workover equipment will be removed from a well to be placed in
a suspended status without prior approval of this office. If operations
are to be suspended, prior approval of this office must be obtained and
notification given before resumption of operations.

In the event abandonment of the hole is desired, an oral request may be
granted by this office, but must be timely followed within 15 days with a
"Notice of Intention to Abandon" (Form 9-331). Unless the plugging is to

- take place immediately upon receipt of oral approval, the District Manager
must be notified at least 48 hours in advance of the plugging of the well

/¡ in order that a representative may witness plugging operation. If a well
is suspended or abandoned, all pits must be fenced immediately until they
are backfilled. The "Subsequent Report of Abandonment" (Form 9-331) must be
submitted within 15 days after the actual plugging of the well bore, reporting
where the plugs were placed, and the current status of the surface restora-
tion.

7. SURFACEOPERATINGSTANDARDS

Unless otherwise specified herein, construction and maintenance of surface
facilities approved under this plan shall be in accordance with'the guide-
lines set forth in the BLM/FS/GS Dil and Gas Brochure entitle, "Surface
Operating Standards for Oil and Gas Exploration and Development".

Application for Ambra Oil & Cas Company, a Utah corporation, to drill in
the SW¾ SWi of Section 14, T20S, R23E, Grand County, Utah is set forth on Form
9-331-C. The purpose of this letter is to present the additional information
as required by the NTL-6 regulation.

1. Geologic Name of Surface Formation: Cretaceous Mancos Shale

2. & 3. Geological Formation Togs:

4. Casing Program: See Form 9-331-C

S. Pressure Control Equipment: BOP and manifold will be tested to 1000
psi prior to drilling out shoe joint. Pipe rams will be operational and tested
daily. Blind rams will be operational and tested on trips. BOP and manifold
will be visually inspected daily. All tests will be recorded on daily tour
sheets. See BOP schematic.

6. Drilling and Circulation Medium: Operator plans to drill with air
and air mist as far as possible. A water-based drilling fluid will be used in
the event formation water is encountered, to control or kill oil or gas flows
and when running long string (4§", 10.5 lb. casing). It will consist of an
invert polymer-type biodegradable mud at 8.2 lb. per gallon. Weight and mud
to 10 lb. per gallon will be provided if required. Potassium chloride (KCL)
D.G. chemical will be added as required.

7. Auxiliary Equipment: (1) Kelly Cock - Demco; (2) Floats at the
bitsub and string; (3) No monitoring equipment on mud system; and (4) Sub
on floor with a full-opening valve. The fill, kill and choke lines will be
attached to the well head below the BOP. The following auxiliary equipment
will also be used:

a. 6000# shut-off valve on stand pipe.
b. One float at bit and two string floats.
c. Sub 3l" IF to 2" valve for controlling blowouts when making

8. Testing, Logging, & Coring: Schlumberger or Gearhart. No DST's
programmed. Electric logs will consist of dual induction laterlog (DIL),
compensated neutron and formation density (CNFD), caliper log (CL), and
sonic BHC. If casing is set, a cement bond log (CBL) and gamma ray log
(GRL) will be run. Drilling samples will be taken every 10 feet starting
100 feet above the Dakota formation. Microscope analysis will be done by a
geologist.

9. The maximum bottom hole pressure expected is 1500 psi. Flexibility
provisions are the BOP and high-pressure fittings and couplings. No hydrogen
sulfide problems are expected.

10. The approximate starting date is September 1, 1983, and drilling
should take from five to ten days.

1. Existing Roads

a. Proposed well site is staked.

b. Route and distance from nearest town. Well site is located approx-

imately ten (10) miles northeast of Cisco, Utah. Exit at the east Cisco
Bookcliff exit on I-70. Go north about 150' and turn left at the first inter-

section of the county road. Proceed northwest on the Cisco Springs county
road approximately four (4) miles to the access road on the left (south) just
past the Browndirt #1 well on the left side of the Cisco Springs county road.
Turn left on this access road and proceed past the Willard Pease #4 well.
Turn right (southwest) on to the access road to the TXO 14-1 well (the first
right-hand turn past the Willard Pease #4). The access road to the TXO 14-2

well begins on the south side of the TXO 14-1 location. The length of the
new access road is approximately 500 feet to the northwest side of the
proposed well location.

d. No water, disposal, or injection wells are in a one-mile radius.

4. Location of Existing and/or _Proposed Facilities

a. 1. Tank batteries. Operator maintains various production storage
tanks in T20S, R23E. If oil production is established, new tank batteries
will be installed in the northwesticorner of the proposed location and will
be 125 feet from the wellhead.

2. Production facilities. Operator maintains various pumpjacks,
dehydrators, and separators in T20S, R23E.

8. If there is oil in the pit, we will either remove it or install
overhead flagging.

9. Rehabilitation of the well site area will be completed within 60 days
after abandonment with the exception of reseeding following BLM instructions
(October 15 to November 15). .In the event the well is completed as a dry hole,

rehabilitation will take place within 60 days after release of the drilling rig.
In the event the well is completed as a commercial producer of oil and/or gas,
unused portions of the well pad will be rehabilitated within 60 days after
completion. All restoration will be as per BLM instructions.

11. Other Information

AMBRA OIL AND GAS COMPANY is requesting a change of plans
on the Sundry Noticed approved on 9/22/92 regarding the gas
injection test per£ormed on the 23-1 and 23-1C wells.We have
had the operation under way for 45 days and are not seeing
dramatic results we had hoped for.We are putting away only
20 MCFPD (900 NCF total)of gas at 400 PSI and have achieved
only a fifteen percent increase in production. Through this
initial test we are seeing positive results,but not enough to
be commercial.We attribute this to the low porosity of the
sand body and our inability to put only 20 MCFPD instead of
the anticipated 75 to 100 MCFPD.Iž we increase the injection
pressure,we force the compressor to go down on high discharge
temperature showing we are to tight.

Ambra would like to extend the test site to include the
TXO 14-1 and 14-2 wells,in the adjoining section 14,1370 feet
