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3. Pressure-Control Equipment:

The blowout equipment to be used will be an 8" 900 series double
gate shaffer hydraulic type LWS. Pressurestests will be conducted
before drilling out from under all casing strings which are set and
cemented in place. Blowout preventor controls will be installed prior
to drilling the surface casing plug and will remain in use until the
well is completed or abandoned. Preventors will be inspected and
operated at least daily to ensure good mechanical working order, and
this inspection will be recorded on the daily drilling report.

5. Mud Program and Circulating Medium:

Operator plans to drill with air and air mist as far as possible.
A water-based drilling fluid will be used in the event formation water
is encountered, to control or kill oil or gas flows, and when running
production casing. It will consist of an invert polymer-type
biodegradable mud at 8.2 lb per gallon. Weight and mud to 10 lb
per gallon will be provided if required. Potassium chloride (KCl)
D.G. Chemical will be added as required.

B. THIRTEEN POINT SURFACE USE PLAN

4. Location of Tank Batteries and Production Facilities:

All permanent (on the site for six months or longer) structures
constructed or installed (including oil well pumpjacks) will be
painted a flat, non-reflective, earthtone color to match the standard
environmental colors, as determined by the Rocky Mountain 5 State
Interagency Committee. All facilities will be painted within 6 months
of installation. Facilities required to comply with O.S.H.A. (Occu-
pational Safety and Health Act) will be excluded.
