This report will be filed directly
with the BLMDistrict Office, P.O. Box 970, Moab, Utah 84532.

12. Immediate Report: Spills, blowouts, fires, leaks, accidents, or any otherunusual occurrences shall be promptly reported to tghe Resource Area in
accordance with requirements of NTL-3A.

13. If the replacement rig is contemplated for completion operations, a
"Sundr.y Notice" (Form 3160-5) to that effect will be filed for priorapproval of the District Manager, and all conditions of this approved plan
are applicable during all operations conducted with the replacement rig.In emergency situations, verbal approval to bring on a replacement rig
will be approved by the District Petroleum Engineer.

14. Should the well be successfully completed for production, the District
Manager will be notified when the well is placed in a producing status.
Such notification will be sent by telegram or other written communication,not later than five (5) business days following the date on which the well
is placed on production.

15. A first production conference will be scheduled within fifteen (15) daysafter receipt of the first production report. The Resource Area Office
will coordinate the field conference.

16. No well abandonment operations will be commenced without the prior
approval of the District Manager. In the case of newly-drilled dr.y holes
or failures, and in emergency situations, oral approval will be obtainedfrom the District Petroleum Engineer. A "Subsequent Report of Abandonment"
(Form 3160-5) will be filed with the District Manager within thirty (30)
days following completion of the well for abandonment. This report will
indicate where plugs were placed and the current status of surface
restoration. Final abandonment will not be approved until the surface
reclamation work required by the approved APD or approved abandonment
notice has been completed to the satisfaction of the Area Manager or his
representative, or the appropriate surface managing agency.
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17. Approval to vent/flare gas during initial well evaluation will be obtained
from the District Office. This preliminary approval will not exceed 30
days or 50 MMCFgas.

18. Upon completion of approved plugging, a regulation marker will be erectedin accordance with 43 CFR 3162.6. The marker will be constructed as
follows: 4 ft. tall.

20. All permanent (onsite for six (6) months or longer) structures con-
structed or installed (including oil well pump jacks) will be painted a
flat, nonreflective, earth tone color to match the standard en-
vironmental colors, as determined b.y the Rocky Mountain Five State
Interagency Committee. All facilities will be painted within six (6)
months of installation. Facilities required to comply with the Occu-
pational Safety and Health Act (OSHA) may be excluded. Colors will be asfollows: slate gray, sand beige, or desert brown.

21. If a tank battery is constructed on this lease, it will be surrounded by a
dike of sufficient capacity to contain 1-1/2 times the storage capacity of
the battery.

method and location, along with the required water analysis, will be
submitted for the District Manager's approval pursuant to Onshore Oil and
Gas Order No. 3 (NTL-2B).

29. Fence will be 36 inch woven wire with a single strand of barb wire on topfor support.

30. The operator or his contractor will notify the Grand Resource Area at
(801) 259-8193 fort.y-eight (48) hours before starting reclamation workthat involves earthmoving equipment and upon completion of restoration
measures.

31. The stockpiled topsoil will be evenly distributed over the disturbed
areas.

32. Prior to reseeding, all disturbed areas, including the access roads, will
be scarified and left with a rough surface

33. Seed will be broadcast or drilled during the fall of the year. If
broadcast, a harrow or some other implement will be dragged over the
seeded area to assure seed coverage.

38. If any cultural resources are found during construction, all work willstop and the Area Manager will be notified.

39. This permit will be valid for a period of one (1) year from the date ofapproval. After permit termination, a new application will be filed forapproval for any future operations.

40. Post a temporary well sign at time of spudding that identifies theoperator, well number, legal descriptor including 1/4 1/4 or footages. Ifproduction is established this temporary sign will be replaced with a
