CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL

A. Drilling Program

1. The B.O.P.E. will be rated to a least 3000 psi.

2. If cement is not circulated to surface on surface casing, cement
will be placed down the annulus to the surface.

3. Any casing liner will have a least a 100' overlap.

4. All casing strings will be tested to 1000 psi or .2 psi/ft.,
whichever is greater.

5. All pressure tests will be recorded in the driller's log.

B. Surface Use Program

1. Surface disturbance and vehicular travel will be limited to the
approved location and access road. Any additional area needed
will be approved by the Area Manager in advance.

2. All permanent (onsite for six (6) months or longer) structures
constructed or installed (including oil well pump jacks) will
be painted a flat, nonreflective, earth tone color to match
the standard environmental colors, as determined by the Rocky
Mountain Five State Interagency Committee. All facilities will
be painted within six (6) months of installation. Facilities
required to comply with the Occupational Safety and Health Act
(OSHA) may be excluded.

3. If a tank battery is constructed on this lease, it will be
surrounded by a dike of sufficient capacity to contain 1-1/2
times the storage capacity of the battery.

4. All loading lines and valves will be placed inside the berm
surrounding the tank battery.

5. All site security guidelines identified in 43 CFR 3162.7 regulations
will be adhered to.

6. All off-lease storage, off-lease measurement, or commingling on-
lease or off-lease will have prior written approval from the
District
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7. All product lines entering and leaving hydrocarbon storage tanks
will be effectively sealed.

8. Gas meter runs for each well will be located within five hundred
(500) feet of the wellhead. The gas flowline will be buried from
the wellhead to the meter along with any other sections occurring
on the pad. Meter runs will be housed and/or fenced.

9. The oil and gas measurement facilities will be installed on the
well location. The oil and gas meters will be calibrated in
place prior to any deliveries. Tests for meter accuracy will
be conducted monthly for the first three (3) months on new meter
installations and at least quarterly thereafter. The Area Manager
will be provided with a date and time for the initial meter
calibration and all future meter-proving schedules. A copy of
the meter calibration reports will be submitted to the Resource
Area Office. All meter measurement facilities will conform with
the API standards for liquid hydrocarbons and the AGA standard
for natural gas measurement.

10. There will be no deviation from the proposed drilling and/or
workover program without prior approval from the District Manager.
Safe drilling and operating practices must be observed. All wells,
whether drilling, producing, suspended or abandoned, will be
identified in accordance with 43 CFR 3162.2.

11. "Sundry Notice and Report on Wells" (Form 3160-5) will be filed
for approval for all changes of plans and other operations in
accordance with 43 CFR 3164.

12. This permit will be valid for a period of one (1) year from the
date of approval. After permit termination, a new application
will be filed for approval for any future operations.

13. All items in the 13 point plan as submitted by the operator will
be adhered

Coors Energy Company will assure that this APD will be posted in the
doghouse of the drilling rig during the drilling of this well. Also, a
sign will be posted at the entrance to the location with the name of the
well, operator and location description. We will notify the BLM in Noab,
Utah 48 hours prior to beginning any work on this land. Prior to
starting surface construction operations, the dirt contractor shall have
a completed approved copy of this APD.

1. EXISTING ROADS - See Exhibits C, D

Access to Coors USA 1-10LC begins at the City of Noab, Utah and
proceeds along the following roads with approximate mileages as
indicated:

Proceed northerly from Noab, Utah on Highway 160 for 9.9 miles to the
Junction of Seven-Hile Canyon Road, turn west and proceed
southwesterly along this road approximately 13.7 miles to an
intersection called the Knoll, turn east and proceed southeasterly
along this road 3.8 miles to a State owned road, turn north and
proceed northeasterly along the road approximately one mile to the
access road.

Coors Energy Company and our subcontractors will not use Long Canyon
to access our wellsite as per BLM instructions.

Road maintenance from the County Road to the well will be provided by
a Coors Energy Company subcontractor. Maintenance will consist of
periodic grading and repairs to the surface. During summer months, a
watering program will be used to control dust. Rain and other
inclement weather may require repairs to turnouts, waterbars, etc.

Katerials for upgrading the existing road will come from the
immediate area of road improvement work.

Upgraded existing roads will be constructed with an 16' road surface
with bar ditches and water bars where required. Not over 20' will be
cleared to upgrade any existing

2. PLANNED ACCESS ROAD - See Exhibits C, D

The access road is a jeep trail which is approx. 0.6 miles long. It
is to be upgraded to 16' wide and not extending to more than 20'
wide, (8-10' on either side of the centerline). The access road will
require no turnouts or drainage. The maximum grade will be 3% and
will be built to Class III Road Standards. Back slopes along the cut
areas of the road will be 1-1/2 - 1/4% and terraced where cuts are
needed. There are no fences encountered along the proposed access
road. Roads will be smooth, free of ruts, chuckholes, rocks, slides,
etc. Shoulders will be straight and have no berms. If the access
road cannot be rehabilitated within 60 days from dismounting the
drilling rig, the BLM in Hoab will be notified.

Any trees cut during construction of the well pad which have a
diameter exceeding 4", will be cut into 4' lengths and stacked along
the road right of way. Any brush or trees less than 4" in diameter
will be scattered off road right of way and located in an orderly
fashion as ground cover. No firewood gathering will be allowed
without a duly granted wood permit.

With the exception of the above mentioned wells, there are no:

a) known water wells
b) temporarily abandoned wells
c) disposal wells
d) injection wells
e) monitoring or observation wells

Nr. Gardner from the State of Utah, Division of Water Rights in
Price, Utah, informed us that there are no water wells within a
2-mile radius of this location.

4. LOCATION OF EXISTING AND/OR PROPOSED FACILITIES - See Exhibits B, E

Coors does not request approval of surface production facilities at
this time. Coors will submit a surface facility plan when the well
is proven to be commercial. Access to the wellpad will be from the
SW.

For drilling operations, a survey map (Exhibit B) showing rig layout
is attached. All necessary surface equipment will be spotted on the
250' x 325' wellsite pad.

All garbage and trash will be placed in a trash case and hauled to an
appropriate disposal site. No burning of any trash will occur at the
location. Any disturbed area not required for producing operations
will be restored according to BLM instructions. The production
facilities will create no additional surface disturbances. The
drilling waste pit will be fenced on three sides with 36" woven sheep
wire with two strands of barbed wire on top of the sheep wire. Upon
completion of the drilling operations, the fourth side will be
fenced. The reserve pit will be lined with clay or plastic to
prevent seepage. The pit, which is approximately 250' x 100', will
be located on the SW side of the drill site.

Trash, litter and construction materials will not be littered along
road ways or drilling sites.

5 . LOCATION AND TYPE OF WATER SUPPLY

The source of the water used to drill this well will be hauled in
approximately 37 miles by truck from the Colorado River from the
north side of Moab. The hauling contractor will have a hauling
permit. Approximately GOOO bb1s of water will be required to drill
and complete this well.

Coors Energy Company is permitting this well, but it will be drilled
by EP Operating Company, a Texas Limited Partnership, formerly
Enserch Exploration, Inc. Coors/EP will ensure that the water hauler
has an approved State of Utah permit to appropriate water prior to
beginning drilling operations. For example, Knut and Sons of Moab,

6. SOURCE OF CONSTRUCTION NATERIALS - See Exhibit B

The top 6" of topsoil and trees will be removed from the well pad and
stored on the north and east sides of the location. Fill materials
needed to construct the location will be derived locally from cuts
needed to build the well pad.

7 . NETHODS FOR HANDLING WASTE DISPOSAL

A mud reserve pit will be constructed for containment of drill
cuttings as well as all drilling fluids and produced fluids.
Produced waste fluids will be contained in a pit constructed in a
chemical-type toilet. All trash and garbage will be placed in a
trash case and hauled from the location to an appropriate disposal
site. The pit will be fenced as per statements in Section 4.

During production operations, all produced waters will be disposed of
according to NTL-2B stipulations.

The reserve pit will be lined. An inspection will determine whether
to use liner or bentonite. The reserve pit will be allowed to dry
and then back-filled and the area restored according to BLH
requirements upon completion of the well.

8. ANCILLARY FACILITIES

None will be required.

9. WELL SITE LAYOUT - See Exhibit B

Attached is a diagram showing the proposed wellsite layout.

10. PLANS FOR RESTORATION OF SURFACE - See Exhibit B

Surface vegetation scraped off during drill site preparation will be
removed and stock-piled prior to topsoil removal. Upon abandonment,
vegetation will be redistributed as a mulching agent over the well
site. The top 6" of topsoil will be removed from the well pad and
stored on the north and east sides of the location as shown on
Exhibit "B".

The reserve pit and that part of the location not needed for
production operations will be reclaimed within 90 days after
completion of the well. ·

The original surface will be reconstructed as close as possible upon
abandonment. The stock-piled topsoil will be spread over the area.
Any solid waste material present prior to abandonment will be removed
from the location. Any oil or deleterious liquids will be removed by
a pump truck to an approved disposal

Before any dirt work to restore the location takes place, the reserve
pit will be completely dry and all trash will be removed. The access
road will also be blocked during restoration. Prior to reseeding,
all disturbed areas, including the access road will be scarified and
left with a rough surface. The reserve pit and that part of the
location not needed for production will be reclaimed in the same
manner outlined in this section. The rehabilitated access road will
be blocked to prevent any vehicle use.

Coors Energy Company will use the following seed mixture to
rehabilitate the area: Hilaria jamesii, Nelilotus officinalis,
Medicago sativa, Eurotia lanata. We will notify the BLM 48 hours
before rehabilitating the surface.

This mixture will be drilled to a depth of one-half inch and planted
between September 15 and November 15. This seeding program may be
modified as per BLE instruction at the time of site restoration.

If any cultural resources are found during construction, all work
will stop and the BLE will be notified.

11. OTHER INFORMATION - See Exhibits H, I, J, K

The Coors USA 1-10LC is located approximately 30 miles west of Noab,
Utah. There are no occupied dwellings within approximately two (2)
miles of the well site. An archaeological report is attached. The
area surrounding this location is a desert to semi-desert
environment. (See Exhibit "H") .

It is Coors Energy Company's policy that no Coors' employees nor
subcontractors carry firearms on access roads nor onto the location
during drilling or well completion operations of this well. No
alcoholic beverages or drugs will be permitted on Coors' operations
on this property, nor will any prospecting will be allowed on Coors'
operations.

A copy of the BLE Stipulations is attached to the application, (see
Exhibit "I") and our Special BOP Instructions, (See Exhibit "J").

All operators, subcontractors and vendors will be confined to
established roads and we11sites.

The BLE in Moab will be notified of construction work, spud,
suspended operations, resumption of operations, monthly report of
operatiohns, spills, blowouts, leaks, etc, NI completion rig, first
production, well abandonment, and venting of gas.

RESOURCEROADS

(CLASS III ROADS)

SECTION 1

SURVEYANDDESIGN

Definition - Resource roads are those existing or proposed roads which
serve the development of a very limited area (i.e. one or two oil or gas
wells) of a depletable natural resource. When the purpose for which the
road was constructed no longer requires access, the road will be rehabili-
tated unless otherwise directed by BLM.

1. Field Survey Requirements

(A) Establish a flag line along the route of construction. The
flag line shall be sufficiently marked to insure construction
control. Flag intervals shall not exceed 100 feet, or be
intervisible whichever is less.

2. Design Requirements

All Resource roads constructed by non-government entities across
public lands must be designed by or under the direction of a
licensed professional engineer. BLMManual 9113.06 F.

(A) Design speed 15 mph.

(B) Travel way width - minimum 16 feet, maximum 20 feet (exceptions
may be made to width requirements if approved by BLMprior to
construction).

(C) Minimum horizontal curve radius, 115 feet (maximum degree of
curve 50 degrees unless a shorter radius is approved by BLM
prior to construction).

(D) The road shall be outsloped from 2 to 4 percent on side hill
sections where the cross slope is greater than 10 percent but
less than 65 percent, the road grade is less than 10 percent and
the soil contains over 50 percent rock or gravel. On all
other side hill sections the road shall have an inside ditch.

(E) Maximum grade 10 percent (except pitch grades*).

(F) Turnouts (on roads having a travel surface width of less than
20 feet) shall be located at intervals of 1,000 feet or within
sight distance, whichever is less.

* Pitch grades are defined as those grades exceeding 10% which are
necessary because of topography, i.e. low water crossings. Such grades
shall not extend over 300 feet in length, nor shall they be used to
curcumvent the intent of these stipulations. Maximum pitch grade shall
be 16

CONSTRUCTIONSTANDARDS

1. Public Convenience and Safety

The Companyshall take all necessary precautions for the protection
of the work and safety of the public during construction of the road.

Warning signs shall be posted wherever directed during blasting
operations.

2. Clearing and Grubbing

Clearing and grubbing shall be carried out on all sections of the
road where side slopes are less than 60 percent.

All clearing and grubbing shall be confined to the limits of actual
construction unless otherwise authorized by the BLM. Branches of
trees extending over the roadbed shall be trinmed to give a clear
height of 16 feet above the roadbed surface. All perishable material
resulting from clearing and grubbing operations shall be disposed
of as specified at the pre-drill conference.

3. Excavation

Prior to beginning excavation and fill placement operations, all
vegetation or debris within the designated limits of the roadway,
except such objects as are designated to remain in place, are to
be removed and disposed of as provided in Paragraph #2. All suitable
material removed during excavation operation shall be used as far
as practica6]e in the formation of the embankments and for other
purposes as directed by the BLM, i.e. topsoil, stockpiling.

4. Embankment Construction

Embankment material shall not be placed when either the materials or
the surface on which they will be placed are forzen or too wet
(as determined by BLM) for satisfactory compaction. The Contractor
shall route his construction equipment over the layers of embankment
material already in place to avoid uneven compaction anywhere along
the travel route.

Borrow material shall not be used until all of the accessible roadway
excavation has been placed in the embankments unless otherwise permitted

by the



Roadside ditches shall conform to the slope, grade and shape'of the
required cross section, with no projections of roots, stumps, rocks
or similar matter. Roadside ditches ahall be "V" type ditches ex-
cavated to a depth of one foot minimum, below finished road sur-
face. Roadside ditch backslopes shall not be cut flatter than 1½:1.
Roadside ditch "turn outs" shall be constructed at intervals not
exceeding 500 feet when the cross slope does not exceed 5 percent.

All slopes, shoulders and road surfaces shall be finished smoothly
and in accordance with the lines and grades shown on the drawings.

5. Drainage Dip Construction ·

Drainage dips shall be spaced in accordance with the following
table:

Culvert pipes shall be used for cross drains on grades in excess of 10
percent.

This table is intended as a guide only and may require adjustment in
the field for site-specific conditions.

(A) Construction Requirements

Construction shall be as specified in paragraphs 3 and 4, and
as shown on the drawings.

6. Seeding

(A) The Company shall carry oµt erosion control items of vegetation
establishment during the season established for seeding. Vege-
tation establishment shall be completed on areas of disturbance
as they are completed if actual construction is being accomp-
lished during the seeding season.

Seeding shall be carried out on all of the areas described
as follows:

(1) On cut slopes, and shall extend from the bottom of the
ditch to the top of the cut slope.

(2) On embankment slopes, and shall extend from the roadway
shoulder to the toe of the embankment slope.

(3) On all borrow pit areas.

(4) On all "side cast" in areas of full bench construction.

(B) Seeding season shall be from September 15 to December 15, or
as otherwise allowed by the

2. If cement is not circulated to surface on surface casing, cement
will be placed down the annulus to the surface.

2. PLANNED ACCESS ROAD - See Exhibits C, D

SECTION 1

SURVEYANDDESIGN

Definition - Resource roads are those existing or proposed roads which
serve the development of a very limited area (i.e. one or two oil or gas
wells) of a depletable natural resource. When the purpose for which the
road was constructed no longer requires access, the road will be rehabili-
tated unless otherwise directed by BLM.

1. Field Survey Requirements

(A) Establish a flag line along the route of construction. The
flag line shall be sufficiently marked to insure construction
control.

(D) The road shall be outsloped from 2 to 4 percent on side hill
sections where the cross slope is greater than 10 percent but
less than 65 percent, the road grade is less than 10 percent and
the soil contains over 50 percent rock or gravel. On all
other side hill sections the road shall have an inside ditch.

(E) Maximum grade 10 percent (except pitch grades*).

(F) Turnouts (on roads having a travel surface width of less than
20 feet) shall be located at intervals of 1,000 feet or within
sight distance, whichever is less.

* Pitch grades are defined as those grades exceeding 10% which are
necessary because of topography, i.e. low water crossings. Such grades
shall not extend over 300 feet in length, nor shall they be used to
curcumvent the intent of these stipulations. Maximum pitch grade shall
