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3. PRESSURECONTROLEQUIPMENT:

A diagram illustrating the pressure control equipment is attached. BOP
equipment will consist of a flanged 10" series 900 hydraulically actuated double
gate system complete with blind rams and 31", 4", or 41" pipe rams. Remote controls
for the system will be operational and hand wheels installed. BOP and the
choke manifold will be installed after running and cementing surface casing.
This equipment will be used continously until the well is abandoned or production
casing run and cemented for completion. Surface casing, the blind rams, pipe
rams and choke manifold will be pressure tested to 1000 psig prior to drilling
the plug.

During the drilling, the operation of this equipment will be inspected daily and
the pipe rams checked for operation. The blind rams will be closed every trip
when the drill string has been removed. All inspections, operations, and tests
of this equipment will be recorded on the daily drilling report.

The Moab BLMoffice wiT1 be notified twenty-four (24) hours in advance of any
pressure tests.

Other auxiliary equipment will include a float at the bit, kellycock and full
. opening pipe valve onihe floor'.

4. CASINGPROGRAMANDAUXILIARYEQUIPMENT:

Surface casing will be new 9-5/8" OD 36#/ft. K-55 grade set from surface t
350 feet and cemented with 200 sacks of regular cement containing 2% calcium
chloride and i lb./sk. cellophane. Cement will be circulated to surface.

Production casing will be new 41" 0D 11.6#/ft. K-55 grade set from surface
to 6400 feet and cemented with 300 sacks 65/35 Pozmix or RFC cement. This
should fill approximately 100 feet above the Dakota top.

Wellhead equipment will be a 3000 psig working pressure Bradenhead
for the 8-5/8" surface casing. A flanged 3000 psig working pressure tubing
spool will be used for a tubing head.

NOTE:An 8-3/4" bit will be used to drill the cement shoe of the surface cas-
ing and penetrate the Castlegate formation. As soon as the bit is dull, a
7-7/8" bit will f>a used from this depth to total depth providing that shallow
water production is not encountered. If shallow water is encountered, then
consideration may be given to running an intermediate casing string of 7" new
20#/ft. K-55 casing. This string will be cemented with 100 sacks of regular
cement and the hole finished with a 64" bit.

5. MUDPROGRAMANDCIRCULATINGMEDIUM:

Water will be used to drill the 121" hole to 350 feet where surface casing
will be set. Air or air-mist will be used to drill the 8-3/4 to 7-7/8" hole
until sufficient gas flow or moisture is encountered requiring the use of
a chemical gel
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6. CORING,TESTING, ANDLOGGINGPROGRAMS.

No cores or DST's are planned as these are development wells. Proposed logs
are: Dual Induction Log - 350' - TD

BHCDensity-Compensated Nuetron - Minimum 2000' at various intervals

7. ABNORMALCONDITIONS,BOTTOMHOLEPRESSURESANDPOTENTIALHAZARDS:

Maximumpressure anticipated is 1500 psig in the Entrada Formation and should not
require more than normal mud weight for control. No abnormal temperatures or
hydrogen sulphide are anticipated.

8. ANTICIPATEDSTARTINGDATESANDNOTIFICATIONSOF OPERATIONS:

Anticipated starting date is November 15, 1987, and it expected that the duration
of operations will be up to 120 days for drilling and completion.

The Operator will contact the Moab BLMOffice at 801-259-6111, forty-eight hours
prior to beginning any dirt work on this location.
No location will be constructed or moved, no well will be plugged, and no drilling
or workover equipment will be removed from a well to be placed in a suspended status
without prior approval of the District Manager. If operations are suspended prior
approval of the District Manager will be obtained and notification given before
resumption of operations.
The spud date will be reported oralli to the BLMManager within a minimüúrof
twenty-four (24) hours prior to spudding. Writtäri nötification in inidoW
a Sundry Notice (Form 3160-5) will be submitted to the District Office within
twenty-four (24) hours after spudding. I.f th spudding occurs on a week-end or
holiday, the written report wilT be submîtted on the following regular work day.

In accordance with Onshore Oil and Gas Order No. 1, this well will be reported on
Form 3160-6, "Monthly Report of Operations", starting with the month in which
operations commence and continue each month until the well is physically plugged
and abandoned. This report will be filed directly with the Bureau of Land
Management, P. O. Box 970, Moab, Utah 84532.

IMMEDIATEREPORTS: Spills, blowouts, fires, leaks, accidents, or any other
unusual occurrences shall be promptly reported to the Moab BLM in accordance with
requirements of NTL-3A.

If a replacement rig is contemplated for completion operations, a Sundry Notice
(Form 3160-5) to that effect will be filed for prior approval of the District
Manager, and all conditions of this approved plan are applicable during all
operations conducted with the replacement rig. In emergency situations, verbal
approval to bring on a replacement rig will be approved by the District Petroleum
Engineer.
Should the well be successfully completed for production, the District Manager
will be notified when the well is placed in a producting status. Such notification
will be sent by telegram or other written communications, not later that five (5)
business days following the date on which the well is placed in
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A first pioduction conference will be scheduled within fifteen (15) days after
receipt of the first production report. The Grand Resource Office will co-
ordinate the field conference.
No well abandonment operations will be commenced without the prior approval of
the District Manager. In the case of newly drilled dry holes or failures, and in
emergency situations, oral approval will be obtained from the District Petroleum
Engineer. A "Subsequent Report of Abandonment" (Form 3160-5) will be filed with the
District Manager within thirty (30) days following completion of the well for
abandonment. This report will indicate where plugs were placed and the current
status of surface restoration. Final abandonment will not be approved until the
surface reclamation work required by the approved APDor approved abandonment
notice has been completed to the satisfaction of the BLMArea Manager or his
representative, or the appropriate surface managing agency.

Approval to vent/flare gas during initial well evaluation will be obtained from
the District Office. This preliminary approval will not exceed thirty (30) days
or 50 MMCFgas. Approval to vent/flare beyond this initial test period will re-
quire District Office approval pursuant to guideline in NTL-4A.

Upon completion of approved plugging, a marker 4" x 4' long will be erected in
accordance with 43 CFR 3162.6. The marker will be constructed after contouring.
The top of the marker will be closed or capped and the following minimum in-
formation will be permanently placed on the marker with a plate, cap, or beaded-
on with a welding torch:

1. EXISTINGROADS:

A. The location is approximately 28.6 miles northwest of Mack, Colorado.

B. The proposed route to the location is by traveling west on Highway
6 & 50 approximately 81 miles to the intersection of Highway 6 & 50
and MesaCounty Road No. 2. Turn north off Highway 6 & 50 on Two Road
and proceed northwest. Go up Bitter Creek. At San Arroyo Camp climb
San Arroyo Ridge. Proceed up the switchbacks approximately 1 mile.
Take a left and proceed south approximately 1 mile. Just before
getting to the location of San Arroyo Unit No. 9, turn left onto the
access road. See Plat No. 1 and Plat No. 2.

C. Plans for improvement and maintenance of existing roads: Highway
6 & 50 west of Mack, Colorado is a two-lane paved road while Mesa
County Road No. 2 is an upgraded graveled road. The roads up
Bitter Creek and San Arroyo Ridge to the access to the location are
in good shape and will require no improvement. Should maintenance
be required, the roads will be flat graded. The roads are currently
being used as access to numerous gas wells in the area.

2. PLANNEDACCESSROADS:

A. The planned access road is approximately 100 feet long as shown in
Plat No. 2 The road is to have i d¾iiaTaT súñiãesof 14 feet ith a
maximumdisturbed area of 20-25 feet.

B. No grades over 8¾ will be required.

C. Turnouts: None. Gas well location San Arroyo Unit No. 9 will be
used to turn around trucks and equipment.

D. The centerline of the access road has been flagged.

E. Drainage: Plat No. 2 illustrates the location of a 24 inch cu1vert
that is to be installed. The road is to be ditched and crowned and
water bars will be used to control drainage after completion of the
well as a producer.

F. Surface Materials: No surface materials will be required and any
materials required for installation of the cul vert will be "borrowed"

from the .roadway
close to the culvert.

G. Other: No right-of-way is required since this well is inside the
San Arroyo Unit boundary.

Surface disturbance and vehicular travel will be limited to the approved
location and access road. Any additional areas needed will be approved
by the appropriate BLMmanager in advance.

The access road will be rehabilitated or brought to Resource (Class III)
Road Standards within sixty (60) days of dismantling of the drilling rig.
If this time frame cannot be met, the BLMmanager will be notified so that
temporary drainage control can be installed along the access
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7. METHODOF HANDLINGWASTEDISPOSALContinued.

Produced waste water will be confined to the oit for a oeriod not te exceed
ninety (90) days after initial production. During the ninety (90) day
period an application for approval of a permanent disposal method and
location,along with the required water analysis, will be submitted for
the BLMManager's approval pursuant to Onshore Oil and Gas Order #3 (NTL-2B).

Plat No. 4 illustrates the rig layout and the position of the trash cage
and reserve pit.

A. Cuttings: These will be contained on location in the reserve pit.

B. Drilling fluids, chemicals, and salts: These will be contained
in the reserve pit.

C. Sewage: Chemical toilets will be used.
D. Garbage and other waste materials: A portable trash cage will be kept

on location to contain these. Periodically the location wilT be cleaned
and all trash placed in the container. No trash will be thrown in the
reserve pit. The trash cage will be hauled to a sanitary landfill and
emptied when it fills up. Barrels, cable, wood pallets, and all other
trash will be hauled to a local sanitary landfill to be disposed of. Open
burning of trash and refuse is illegal under Section 2.4 of the Utah Air
Conservation Regulations. The Operator will be responsible for all trash and
roadside litter generated by their operations along their access route - from the
County Road ug location

-¯¯

E. If burning is required, a permit ill be obtained from the State Fire
Barden in Moab, Utah.

8. ANCILLIARYFACILITIES.
None.

9. WELLSITELAYOUT.
Plat No. 4 shows the rig layout, Plat No. 5 shows the pad layout.. Plat No.6

illustrates the cuts and fills.

The reserve pit will be located on the southwest side cf the location
pit will be constructed. Both pits will be connected by a small trench so
that any accumulation of liquids in the burn pit will drain into the reserve
pit. To contain any flare of natural gas, the back side of the burn pit

banked and this should help keep any material contained. The blouie line
will be directed into the burn pit and water will be injected into the blouie
line for fugitive dust control. The top eight (8) inches of soil
will be removed from the location and stockpiled separately just off the
location to the southeast.
The access road will enter on the northwest side of location and the
cage will be situated to the south of the location, as shown by Plat No. 4.

10. PLANS FOR RESTORATIONOF SURFACE.

The Operator or his Contractor will contact the Grand Resource BLMOffice
in Moab, Utah, telephone 801-259-8193, forty-eight (48) hours prior to
starting rehabilitation work that involves earth moving equipment and upon
completion of restoration
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10. PLANSFOR RESTORATIONOF SURFACEContinued.

Before any earthwork to restore the location takes place, the reserve pit
will be dry and all trash (barrels, metals, etc.) it contains must be
removed and disposed of in a sanitary landfill. And immediately upon com-
pletion of drilling, the location and surrounding areas will be cleared of
all remaining debris, materials, trash and junk not required for production.

Prior to reseeding, all disturbed areas, including the access roads, will
be scarified and left with a rough surface.
Seed will be broadcast or drilled at a time specified by the BLM. If broad-
cast, a harrow or some other implement will be dragged over the seeded area
to assure seed coverage.
The disturbed areas will be reseeded using a seed mixture as stipulated by
the Grand Resource BLMOffice in Moab, Utah. Seeding will be accomplished
by using a range drill or by doubling the prescribed mixture and broadcasting.

11. PRODUCTION,SURFACEANDMINERALOWNERSHIP.

If well goes to production, the holder shall submit a proposed operation and
maintenance plan for the permanent road after consultation with the BLM
authorized officer for applicable road standards.

The reserve pit and that portion of the location and access road not needed .

for production or production facilities WilT be reclaimed in the metho¢4e
scribed in the Resotration of Su face section.

All above ground production faciTities wf1tbe painted with a flat non-
contrasting color harmonious with the adjacent landscape, subject to the
approval of the authorized officer.
Plat No. 7 shows the layout of the typical production facilities and sales
line. The sales line will follow the alignment of the road and will be
a surface line. The diameter of the sales line will be 2-3/8" tubing with
screwed construction. The connections will be coated with an adequate joint
compoundsuch as "Baker-Lok" to prevent any leakage. The line will be placed
either above the cuts on the high side of the road or it will be staked above
the road along the cut slopes.

12. OTHERINFORMATION.

There will be no deviation from the proposed drilling and/or workover program
without prior approval from the BLM in Moab. Safe drilling and operating
practices must be observed. All wells, whether drilling, producing, suspended,
or abandoned, will be identified in accordance with 43 CFR 3162.2.

"Sundry Notice and Report on Wells" (Form 3160-5) will be filed for approval
for all changes of plans and other operations in accordance with 43 CFR 3164.

A cultural resource clearance has been prepared. If culture material is ex-
posed during construction work, work in that spot will stop immediately,
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3. LOCAÌION OF EXISTING WELLS.
Plat No. 3 illustrates the location of all existing wells in a two mile
radius:. there are thirty (30) producing gas wells and three (3) dry holes.

4. LOCATIONOF TANKBATTERIESANDPRODUCTIONFACILITIES.

All permanent (onsite for six (6) months or longer) structures constructed
or installed (including oil well pumpjacks) will be painted a flat, non-
reflective, earth-tone color to match the standard environmental colors,
as determined by the Rocky Mountain Five State Interagency Committee. All
facilities will be painted within six (6) months of installation. Facilities
required to comply with the Occupational Safety and Health Act (OSHA)may
be excluded. Colors will be Juniper Green.

All site security guidelines identified in 43 CFR 3162.7 regulations will
be adhered to.
All off-lease storage, off-lease measurement, or commingling on-lease or
off-lease will have prior written approval from the District Manager. Gas
meter runs for each well will be located within five hundred (500) feet of
the wellhead. The gas flowline will be buried from the we11head to the
meter along with any other sections occuring on the pad. Meter runs will be
housed and/or fenced.
The oil and gas measurement facilities will be installed on the well location.
The oil and gas meters will be calibrated in place prior to any deliveries.
Tests for meter accuracy wilVbe onducted monthly for the first three (3)
months on new meter installations and at least quarterly thereafter. -The
Area Manager will be provided with a date and time for the initial meter
calibration and all future meter-proving schedules. A copy of the meter
calibration reports will be submîtted to the Resource Area Office. ATFE
measurement facilities will conform with the API standards for liquid hydro-
carbons and the AGAstandard for natural gas measurement.

5. LOCATIONAND TYPEOF WATERSUPPLY.

All water needed for drilling and completion purposes will be obtained from
West Salt Creek as shown by Plat No. 1. The point of divergence is located
in Mesa County, Colorado. Water will be hauled to location by truck. A
Utah water permit will not be necessary as water is being obtained from
Colorado.

6. SOURCEOF CONSTRUCTIONMATERIALS.
None.

7. METHODOF HANDLINGWASTEDISPOSAL.
The reserve pit will not be lined. Three sides of the reserve pit will be
fenced before drilling starts and the fourth side will be fenced as soon as
drilling is completed. The fence will consist of three strands of barbed
wire and will be kept in good repair while the pit is
