Gentlemen:

We are advised that your office has approved Notices of Intention
to Drill oil and gas walls in Sections 2, 11 and 12 of Township 41 South,
Range 24 East, Salt Lake Base and Meridian in San Juan County, Utah filed
with you by Joe Lyon, Jr., represented by the law firm of Van Cott, Bagley,
Cornwall and McCarthy, by Donald E. Schwinn, under date of October 22, 1959.

We are further advised that the said Notices of Intention to Drill
indicate that the wells are to be drilled in an area included in Utah State
Mineral Lease No. 11328. We are advised further that this Utah State
Mineral Lease includes what is referred to as the navigable bed of the San
Juan River in the township and range immediately above referred to.

Inasmuch as rules of the Utah Oil and Gas Conservation Commission
require drilling within the boundaries of a lease to be not less than
500 feet from the perimeter of the leased area, it would appear that your
office has made some determination as to the sides or boundaries of the
San Juan River bed in the said township and range above referred te. If
you have made such determination, will you please advise what your
determination has been in this regard and what the basis for such determina-
tion was. If you have not nede any such determination, will you please
advise as to the basis for approving the said Notices of Intention to Drill.

From a casual examination of plats of such township and range, it
would appear not only possible but probable that the "San Juan River Bed"
occupies only portions of various 80 acre tracts. It would, therefore,
appear that under the rules of the Utah Oil and Gas Conservation Commission,
there would be some pooling arrangements necessary in order for



Commissies to approve the drilling of such pertions. Will you please
advise what determination has been made by the Commission as to whether
er set the variens desigasted positions referred to in the said Notices
of Intention te Drill are wholly withis proper 80 acre tracts se as to
set involve sempelsory poeling; er whether if such desigasted eil well
positions are met entirely withia proper 80 acre tracts, compulsory
peeling arrangements have been made and, if se, what such arrangemaats
are.

We weald appreciate year prompt attentien to these requests.

This is to acknowledge receipt of your letter of November 27, 1959. The Gem•
mission has made no determination as to the exact boundaries of the San JuanRiver. 14 does not interpret the Utah Statutes to grant to the Gemissionjurisdiotion to tesolve boundary disputes, althowgh it night be required toenmine the question of title in a very general way as an incident to the dia-oharge of its duties. In this case it appears that Joe Igon, Jr., has a banafide claim under a lease from the 3tate of Utah to the bed of the San JuanRiver. In the area involved, the drilling nattern 19 en 80-acre spacin6. Inevery instance where the Commission has accepted and approved his notice of in-tention to drill, the well is located at an authorized location in the 60-aoreunit, and in every instance Mr. Lyon has a bona fide claim to at least part ofthe morease within the unit, including the particular more on which the pro-
peeed well will be located. The Conninaion, therefore, is of the opinien thatit should accepts and approvo the notices of intention to drill.

You note that it is possible and even proba31a that. part of the land in each80-acre tmit ic outside the bad of tho 3an Juan River and therefore would notbe owned by the State of Utah nor oevered by the lease to Mr. lyan. From thisyou then enquire as to whether it was not zooasaary for the Comission to entera pooling order before the notices of intention to drill ooala be approved. Wedirect your attention to Section ML-6-6 (F) UGA 1953, Where the land in an 80.
acre drilling unit to separately owned by t,woor more parties, they may volun-tarily pool their interests for the development and operation of the well, orany owner may apply to the Commission for a coupulsory pooling order. If auchan application is filed, the Commiesion is required to give notice of said ap.
plication and to hold a hearing thereon, and is then authorized to enter acompulsory pooling order.

The Comission gave notice to Phillipa Petroleum Company that they had receivedand approved the notices of int.ontion to drill. To this date the Connission hasnot received an applic2tion from anyone for a pooling order. We do not inter-
pret the 3tetute ror the Ocwission 192169 to require that some type of

Re: Drilling Permits

Gentlemen:

On October 20, 1959, seven Notices of Intention to Drill were
filed with the Utah Oil and Gas Comnission on locations in the
San Juan River bed embraced within ML-11328.

Said well locations were named as follows: FL lil2, FL 2, 12,
FL 3-12, FL 4-11, FL 5-11, FL 6-11, and FL 7-2.

This is to advise with regard to these locations that consulta-
tions and negotiations have been conducted with a drilling con-
tractor. Surveying in and staking of locations has proceeded,
equipment has been moved to the FL 1-12 location and drilling
operations on the FL 1-12 location have been commenced and are
proceeding. The well was spudded January 18, 1960.

Due to presently rugged weather conditions, having other equip-
ment snow bound in the Dove Creek area of Colorado, and due to
other problems, it was impossible to commence operations on more
than one well prior to now. Accordingly, it is respectfully re-
qµested that an extention of time in which to spud the following
locations be granted: FL 2-12, FL 3-12, FL 4-11, FL 5-11, FL 6-11,
and FL 7-2.

Your favorable consideration of this reqµest will be appreciated.
