The spacing unit covering production from the Desert Creek Formation in
the Bug Field provides that each well be located in the northeast
40-acre subdivision of each 160-acre spacing unit with a 200 foot
tolerance.

This letter is in response to your letter dated March 19, 2004 requesting additional information supporting the
continued SI/TA status of the subject wells.

Regarding the Carter Leverton State No. 1 and Piute Knoll No. 1; Wexpro is not requesting continued SI/TA status
for theses wells. Both wells are scheduled to be plugged and abandoned in the fall of 2004 and the notice of intent to
abandon Sundries for each well have been approved by your office.

Wexpro is requesting continued SI/TA status for Bug Well No. 17 for a period of at least one year from this date.
The reason for this request is still the desire to retain this wellbore as a possible horizontal drilling candidate pending
the final results of the Utah Geological Survey's study on increasing oil recoveries from the Paradox Basin using
horizontal drilling techniques.

In addition, the following information is submitted in support of continued SI/TA status.

1.) A wellbore diagram

2.) A check of shut-in surface pressures made on April 14, 2004 showed the following.
2-3/8" tubing -380 psig
2-3/8" x 5-1/2" annulus - 427 psig

3.) A check of surface casing pressure made on May 20, 2004 showed the following.
5-1/2" x 9-5/8" annulus - 0 psig

4.) A fluid level was shot on April 15, 2004 showing the fluid level to be 520' from surface. A copy of the
fluid level survey is attached.

The wellbore configuration does not allow for a casing integrity test to be conducted, but I believe the information
provided demonstrates wellbore integrity. The fluid level today combined with the surface casing pressure of 427
psig indicates a reasonable value for the current BHP..Bug 17 is a tight edge well that has historically produced very
little water, therefore assumitig an oil gradie11t of 0.28 psi/ft for the wellbore fluid, thë current estimated BHP is
2,045 psig at the top perforation of 6,298'. The absence of surface casing pressure is a positive indication of
wellbore integrity. If theproducüon casing had developed a leak there would likely be surface pressure seen on the
5-1/2" x 9-5/8" annulus, especially given the length of time the well has been shut-in.

The Bug # 17 was drilled in September 1982, completed in October 1982 in the Desert
Creek formation from 6298' to 6310'. No Cores or DST's were performed on the subject
well. The cement bond log demonstrated a top of cement at 4500' for the 5-1/2"
production casing. The completionconsisted of tubing conveyed perforation of the
interval, followed by swabbingwith no wellinflux.

A stimulation was performed down the annular space with 10,000 gallons of 28% HCI
acid and 10,000 gallons of 40# gelled water/oil emulsion and Nitrogen at 6 BPM and
4000# ATP. The well was swab tested at only 21 BOPD initial rate. The 2-3/8"
production tubingand the 1" injection string were landed in October 1982, with the
downhole rod pump installed onthewell.

In May 1984, the rods were found to be parted 6 rods down. An attempt was made to
fish the rods unsuccessfully followedby the decision to pull the tubing. The 1" string
was pulled, and the 2-3/8" tubing pulled followed by re-installation of the same
downhole tubingconfiguration.

In January 1989, during a pump change the 1" slip segments were dropped down the
well. The tubinganchor became stuck in the well below the perforations, and fishing
operations were unsuccessful in recovering the fish. No operational work has been
performed on thewell since January 1989. The topof thefishwas left at 6211'.

Cumulative production from the Bug # 17 has been 16,779 bbis oil and 51 MMCF. The
well last produced 6 BOPD following the fishing job, with intermittent production
produced throughthe 1" tubingstringto surface. The DH pump is believed to be stuck
in the tubingstringand the 2-3/8" and DH pump willlikelyneed to be stripped from the
well. See the attached production curve.

A permanent abandonment procedure was prepared in 1995 by Wexpro, but was never
implemented. No water production is noted or recorded for thiscompletion.

The Hatch A Limestone and Hatch B Sand intervals are targeted for completion
because of the Gas shows (C4) indicated on the Mud Log and the good porosity (>
10%) development in both intervals. The Hatch B Sand is believed to contain a
significant quantity of calcerous material, which may benefit from the planned acid
stimulation. No proppant is believed to be necessary at the present timeto demonstrate
commercial production. Reservoir pressures are believed to be of a similar Desert
Creek/Ismay overpressure (0.52psilft). Mud weightsduring drillingoperations were 9.3
ppg.

This well has historically produced to the Bug C Battery facility,which is in a significant
state of disrepair. The existing Low Pressure Oil Treater willbe unable to process the
expected high pressure dryer gas production from the Hatch interval. Field operational
analysis willultimately determine if the Bug # 17 Hatch production should be delivered
to Western Gas Resources at the existing Bug C Battery facility,or be piped to the Bug
B Battery facility.
