Meridian Oil Inc. requests the approval to drill an unorthodox location in
Section 4-393-25E of San Juan County, Utah. The above referenced location
was staked 960' FSL - 910' FEL of Section 4.

3. Pressure Control Equipment:

a. A 3000 psi WP and 6000 psi test double gate preventer equipped with
blind and pipe rams.

b. BOP systems will be consistent with API RP 53. Pressure tests will be
conducted before drilling out from under all casing strings which are
set and cemented in place. Blowout preventor controls will be installed
prior to drilling the surface casing plug and will remain in use until
the well is completed or abandoned.

7. Anticipated abnormal BHP or BHT:

No abnormal BHP or BHT are expected in this well.

Potentially hazardous conditions anticipated:

No H2S has been found, reported or is known to exist at these depths in
this area.

8. Anticipated Starting Dates and Notifications of Operations

The operator will contact the San Juan Resource Area at 801-587-2201, 48
hours before beginning any dirt work.

No location will be constructed or moved, no well will be plugged, and no
drilling or workover equipment will be removed from a well to be placed in
a suspended status without prior approval of the District Manager. If
operations are to be suspended, prior approval of the District Manager will
be obtained and notification given before resumption of operations.

The spud date will be reported orally to the San Juan Area Manager, a
minimum of 24 hours before spudding. A Sundry Notice (Form 3160-5) will be
sent within 24 hours after spudding, reporting the spud date and time I ë\
Sundry will be sent to the District Manager. If the spudding is ön a
weekend or holiday, the Sundry will be submitted on the fqllowing regula
work day.

In accordance with Onshore Oil and Gas Ord r No. 1, this well will be
reported on Form 9-329 "Monthly Report of Operations," starting with the
month in which operations begin and continue each month until the well is
physically plugged and abandoned. This report will be sent to the BLM
District Office, P. 0. Box 970, Moab, Utah 84532.

Immediate Report: Spills, blowouts, fires, leaks, accidents, or any other
unusual occurrences shall be promptly reported to the Resource Area in
accordance with requirements of NTL-3A.

If a replacement rig is planned for completion operations, a Sundry Notice
(Form 3160-5) to that effect will be filed, for prior approval of the
District Manager. All conditions of this approved plan are applicable
during all operations conducted with the replacement rig. In emergencies,
verbal approval can be given by the District Petroleum Engineer.

If the well is successfully completed for production, then the District
Manager will be notified when the well is placed in a producing status.
Such notification will be sent by telegram or other written communication,
not later than 5 business days following the date on which the well is
placed on
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No well abandonment operations will begin without the prior approval of the
District Manager. In the case of newly drilled dry holes or failures, and
in emergencies, oral approval will be obtained from the District Petroleum
Engineer. A "Subsequent Report of Abandonment" (Form 3160-5), will be
filed with the District Manager, within 30 days following completion of the
well for abandonment. This report will indicate where plugs were placed
and the current status of surface restoration.

Final abandonment will not be approved until the surface reclamation work
required by the approved APD or approved abandonment notice has been
completed to the satisfaction of the San Juan Area Manager, or the
appropriate surface manager.

Approval to vent/flare gas during initial well evaluation will be obtained
from the District Office. This preliminary approval will not exceed 30
days or 50 MMCF gas. Approval to vent/flare beyond this initial test
period will require District Office approval pursuant to guidelines in
NTL-4A.

Upon completion of approved plugging, a regulation marker will be erected
in accordance with 43 CFR 3162.6. The following information wil be
permanently beaded-on with a welding torch: Fed, well number, location by
1/4 1/4 section, township and range, Lease number.

A first production conference will be scheduled within 15 days after i
receipt of the first production notice. The San Juan Area Manager Nila
schedule the conference.

Other: A separate rig will be used for cömpietion operations.

The following may be inspected and/or witnessed:

1. The cementing and testing of surface casing.
2. (Dry Hole) Setting and testing of surface casing shoe plug.
3. (Depleted Producer) The setting and testing of plugs across the

producing horizon and if applicable, the surface casing shoe plug and/or
annulus (casing to formation) squeeze jobs.

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B. THIRTEEN POINT SURFACE USE PLAN

1. Existing Roads (Yellow)

a. Location of proposed well in relation to town or other reference point:
6 miles east of Hatch Trading Post.

b. Proposed route to location. (See attached Exhibit "1").

c. Existing and new access shall be maintained in good or better condition.

d. An encroachment permit will be obtained from the San Juan County Road
Dept., (801) 587-2231, ext. 43.

2. Planned Access Roads (Blue)

a. The maximum total running surface width will be 18 feet.

b Maximum grade is 10%.

c. There will be no turnouts.

d. Road is centerline flagged.

e. Road will be drained as needed.

f. If well is drilled during wet winter conditions, surface materials may
be required to avoid maintnance problems.

Surface disturbance and vehicular travel will be limited to the approved
location and approved access route. Any additional area needed will be
approved in advance by the San Juan Area Manager.

The access road will be water barred or brought to Class III Road Standards
within 60 days of dismantling of the drill rig. If this time frame cannot
be met, the San Juan Area Manager will be notified so that temporary
drainage control can be installed along the access road.

The Class III Road Standards which ensure drainage control over the entire
road through the use of natural, rolling topography; ditch turnouts;
drainage dips; outsloping; crowning; low water crossing; and culverts will
be determined at the appropriate field inspection.

3. Location of Existing Wells (1 mile radius)

a. Existing wells in the area are shown on attached Exhibit "1".

4. Location of Existing and/or Proposed Facilities if Well is Productive

Battery facility is shown on attached Exhibit
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All permanent (on site for 6 months or longer) above ground facilities
(including pump jacks) will be painted a flat, nonreflective, earthtone
color to match the standard environmental colors, as determined by the
Rocky Mountain 5-State Interagency Committee. All facilities will be
painted within 6 months of installation. Facilities required to comply
with the Occupational Safety and Health Act (OSHA) will be excluded. The
color will be Desert Brown.

All flowlines will be buried parallel to existing roads unless authorized
otherwise by BLM.

If a tank battery is constructed on this lease, it will be surrounded by a
dike of sufficient capacity to contain 1-1/2 times the storage capacity of
the battery.

All loading lines will be placed inside the berm surrounding the tank
battery.

All site security guidelines identified in 43 CFR 3162.7 regulations will
be adhered to. All product lines entering and leaving hydrocarbon storage
tanks will be effectively sealed.

All off-lease storage, off-lease measurement, or commingling on-lease or
off-lease will have prior written approval from the District Manager.

Gas meter runs for each well will be located within 500 feet of the
wellhead. The gas flowline will be buried from the wellhead to the meter
and 500 feet dowstream of the meter un or any production facilities. Meter
runs will be housed and/or fenced.

The oil and gas measurement facilities will be installed on the well
location. The oil and gas meters will be calibrated in place before any
deliveries. Tests for meter accuracy will be conducted monthly for the
first 3 months on new meter installations and at least quarterly
thereafter. The San Juan Area Manager will be provided with a date and
time for the initial meter calibration and all future meter proving
schedules. A copy of the meter calibration reports will be submitted to
the San Juan Area Manager. All meter measurement facilities will conform
with the API standards for liquid hydrocarbons and the AGA standard for
natural gas measurement.

5. Location and Type of Water Supply

All water needed for drilling purposes will be obtained at a point: N
798.06 ft & E 1876.41 ft from SW corner of Section 28, T38S, R25E.

Use of water for this operation will be approved by obtaining a temporary
use permit from the Utah State Engineer, (801) 637-1303 and by receiving
permission from the landowner or surface management agency to use the land
containing the water
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6. Source of Construction Materials

Native soil materials from drilling location and access trail, which is
available, will be used. Any additional materials needed will be hauled in
from authorized commercial sources.

The use of materials under BLM jurisdiction will conform to 43 CFR 3610.2-3.

7. Methods for Handling Waste Disposal

The reserve pit will be lined unless deemed uncessary by the BLM, with
commercial bentonite sufficient to prevent seepage. At lease half of the
capacity will be in cut.

Three sides of the reserve pit will be fenced with four strands of barbed
wire before drilling starts. The fourth side will be fenced as soon as the
drilling is completed. The fence will be kept in good repair while the pit
is drying.

A trash pit will be constructed near the mud tanks and dug at least six
feet into solid undisturbed material. It will be totally enclosed with a
fine wire mesh before the rig moves in. The road and pad will be kept
litter free.

A burning permit is required for burning trash between May 1 and October
31. This can be acquired by contacting the State fire Warden, John Baker,
at (801) 587-2705.

Produced waste water will be confined to a unlined pit for a period not to
exceed 90 days after initial production. During the 90 day period, an
application for approval of apermanent disposal method and location, along
with the required water analysis, will be submitted for the District
Manager's approval pursuant to Onshore Oil and Gas Order No. 3 (NTL-2B).

8. Ancillary Facilities

Camp facilities will not be required.

9. Well Site Layout

Rig layout is shown on attached Exhibit "9a".

Cuts and fills are shown on attached Exhibit "9b".

Whatever is available of top soil material will be removed from the
location and stockpiled on the on southeast side of well pad. Topsoil
along the access will be reserved in place.

Access to the well pad will be from the
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10. Reclamation:

a. Immediately on completion of drilling, all trash and debris will be
collected from the location and surrounding area. All trash and debris
will be disposed of in the trash pit and will then be compacted and
buried under a minimum of two feet of compacted soil.

b. The operator/holder or his contractor will contact the San Juan Resource
Area office in Monticello, Utah, (801) 587-2201, 48 hours before
starting reclamation work that involves earthmoving equipment and upon
completion of restoration measures.

c. Before any dirt work to restore the location takes place, the reserve
pit must be completely dry.

d. All disturbed areas will be recontoured to blend as nearly as possible
with the natural topography. This includes removing all berms and

refilling all cuts.

e. The stockpiled topsoil will be spread evenly over the disturbed area.

All disturbed areas will be ripped 8 - 12 inches deep with the contour.

f. Water bars will be built as follows to control erosion.
Grade Spacing

2% Every 200 feet
2-4% Every 100 feet
4-5% Every 75 feet
5+% Every 50 feet

g. Seed will be broadcast between October 1 and February 28 with the
following prescription. A harrow or similar implement will be dragged

over the area to assure seed cover.

3 lbs/acre Indian ricegrass (Oryzopsis hymenoides)
3 1bs/acre Galleta (Hilaria jamesii)
3 lbs/acre crested wheatgrass (Agropyron desertorum)
2 lbs/acre Fourwing saltbush (Atriplex canenscens)

h. After seeding is complete, the stockpiled trees will be scattered evenly
over the disturbed areas. The access will be blocked to prevent
vehicular access.

i. The reserve pit and that portion of the location and access road not
needed for production or production facilities will be reclaimed as
described in the reclamation section. Enough topsoil will be kept to
reclaim the remainder of the location at a future date. This remaining
stockpile of topsoil will be seeded in place using the prescribed seed
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11. Surface Ownership: Federal
Mineral Ownership: Federal

12. Other Information

A low water crossing will be required on access.

There will be no change from the proposed drilling and/or workover program
without prior approval from the District Manager. Safe drilling and
operating practices must be used. All wells, whether drilling, producing,
suspended, or abandoned will be identified in accordance with 43 CFR 3162.2.

"Sundry Notice and Report on Wells" (Form 3160-5) will be filed for
approval for all changes of plans and other operations in accordance with
43 CFR 3164.

The dirt contractor will be provided with an approved copy of the surface
use plan.

If subsurface cultural materials are exposed during construction, work in
that spot will stop immediately and the San Juan Resource Area Office will
be contacted. All people who are in the area will be informed by the
operator/holder that they are subject to prosecution for disturbing
archaeological sites or picking up artifacts. Salvage or excavation of
identified archaeological sites will be done by a BLM approved
archaeologist only if damage occurs.

This permit will be valid for a period of one year from the date of
approval. After permit termination a new application will be filed for
approval for any future operations.
