d) Location and Type of Water Supply

All water needed for drilling and completion purposes will be obtained from the
City of Monticello, Utah ( SW 1/4, Section 30, T33S, R24E.).

e) Source of Construction Material

It is not anticipated that additional construction materials will be required for
construction of the well pad, pit, and access road for drilling operations. Gravel
and rock for upgrading the access roads to Class III Standards will be obtained
from a private source, if needed.

The fence will be constructed using 32" woven wire topped with
two smooth wire strands 4" and 16" above the woven wire. Steel T-posts will be
set 16.5' apart and two stays will be used between the posts. Corner posts will
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2' H Posts or more and anchored. The fence will be kept in repair while the pit
dries. It is anticipated 2-3 days will be needed to dress up the well pad, reserve pit
and access. No new surface disturbance is anticipated. The reserve pit is located
in the cut, with 100% of the pit volume being below the original ground level.
Wildlife protection, consisting of appropriate netting, will be used to cover the
reserve pit.

The marker will supply the operator name, lease number, well name
and surveyed description ( township, range, section and either quarter-quarter or
footages).

1. The subject well was spud on November 28, 2007. Total depth was reached on
April 30, 2008 and the well was completed on June 18, 2008.

2. There were three other wells drilled withina 1 mile radius of the subject well. One
of them, the Sitton 1 well (API # 43-037-11437) was originallydrilled in the early
1950's and then reentered in 1955 before being P&A'd in 1959. The Sitton 1 well
flowed up to 1600 Mcflday in the Paradox formation and reportedly cumulated 3 to 5
MMcfbefore being plugged the first time in the early 1950's. The Sitton 2 well (API
# 43-037-11438) also was reported to be productive in the Paradox formation
although there is no record of how much gas was produced.
