Quite a number of obstacles (including weather) were in-
countered during the drilling of this well.

An attempt was made. initially to drill with eir-mist .but
abundant.near-surface waters soon made this approach impossible.
The wyotem was changed over to mud at 540 feet after encountering
considerable lost circulation.

Another lost circulation zone was present at approximately
1075 feet which resulted in stuck pipe at that depth. Not being
able to free the pipe, it was decided to shoot-off et the free
point, approximately 800 feet, and abandon the initial hole.

The rig was then skidded 42 feet south and lilell No. 2-64 was
spudded. This hole was drilled with mud from the surface with
much better results.

Whereas the initial hole was 9 7/8 inches in diameter, hole
No. 2-GA was enlarged to 12 inches and 9 5/8 inch surface casinri
was run. This increase in hole size alloWed more room for fishing
tools in the event of further trouble.

The mud system furnished by this .rig was under sized and
barely adequate to sustain a hole of 12¾ inch diameter. The can-
dition improved some after running surface casing and reducing
the hole size to 8 3/A inches.

This well spudded in the Tertiary Fawkes. Formation and then
drilled through an abbreviated Masatch section down to 16DO feet.
These two formations are characterized by beds of predominantly

chert pebble conglomerate and fine to. course grained sands,
generally soft, friable, and relatively parous. It is felt that
the Fowkes--Wasatch contact was appro×ímetely at the last cir-
culation zone near.the 500 foot depth.

Another .marked change took place at 1600 feet. This was
interpreted as being a fault zone roughly 1ûO feet in thickness.
In my opinion the.fault occurred someWhere within the Bear River
formation. Because of the similarity of the Near River and Wesatch
at different levels in the stratigraphic. sedtion it is difficult
to say at what .point in the section the Bear River was penetrated
or how much may have been faulted out. Chenges in the semples
were verified by both electric logs thnt were run.

Well cuttings were examined by both me and the mud logger and no
signs of hydrocarbons Were detected. .The mud-gas detectors also
were devoid of .any shows.
