For Installing Waterflood Facilities

Equitable Resources Energy company, Balcron oil Division proposes
to expand our Coyote Basin Unit waterflood by converting the East
Redwash Federal #4-6 and the Amerada Guinand Federal #1 to water
injection. The expanded facilities will be located in Section 6
and Section 7, TSS, R25E, Uintah County, Utah. The proposed water
injection facilities will consist of the following:

1) Install a two-inch steel high pressure water injection line
from the proposed water injection plant approximately 7400
feet to the East Redwash Federal #4-6 and Amerada Guinand
Federal #1.

2) Install a water injection header and an 8'x 8' fiberglass
header house on the East Redwash Federal #4-6 well location.

3) Install a cased road crossing to cross the Bonanza highway
for the Amerada Guinand Federal #1 water injection line.

At this time Equitable Resources Energy Company, Balcron Oil
Division is applying for approval to install these injection
facilities under the following conditions:

1) The proposed injection line routes have been staked with the
approximate lengths given above. Please note that the
proposed route was selected to minimize surface disturbance
and environmental impact by following an old abandoned gas
line right-of-way from the water injection plant to the East
Redwash Federal #4-6, the highway right-of-way from the #4-6
to the point of the proposed highway crossing, and the lease
road from the highway crossing to the Amerada Guinand Federal
#1. The selected route did add additional length and cost to
the proposed water injection line, however it will reduce the
environmental impact substantially. Refer to the attached
topographic map for the proposed injection line route.

2) The proposed construction for the injection and supply lines
will require a 60-foot right-of-way with a 30-foot bladed
corridor.

3) All right-of-way will be reclaimed and seeded according to
specific BLM instructions.

4) The injection and supply lines will be buried five feet in
depth.

5) The injection lines will be two-inch steel high pressure
linepipe (Schedule 80) which will be welded together, primed,
taped, and rock shielded.

6) The injection lines will be used 365 days per year to
transport approximately 200 STBWPD per well to the proposed
water injection wells from the existing water injection



7) The Bonan highway crossing for the erada Guinand Federal
#1 will be made in the NW SE NW Section 7, TSS, R25E. The
crossing will be plugged using a D-8 dozer and lined with
seven-inch casing. The two-inch water injection line will be
centralized and ran through the seven inch casing. The
crossing will require a 100 foot square work area for
disturbance on both sides of the highway and an effort will
be made to minimize this area if possible.

It is proposed to install these waterflood facilities as soon as
possible and work will commence as soon as all permits have been
approved.

GENERALINFORMATION

On September 15, 1994, AERC archaeologists F. R. Hauck and Glade Hadden conducted
an intensive cultural resource evaluationfor Balcron Oil Company of Billings, Montana. This
examinationinvolved a proposed water injection line right of way located in the Coyote Basin
area southeastof Jensen, Utah. Some 1.4 miles of pipeline right of way (10.2 acres) were
examined.This project is situated in the Coyote Basin locality of Uintah County, Utah. The
entireprojectarea is situatedon federal lands administeredby the Bureau of Land Management,
Vernal District Office, Book Cliffs Resource Area.

The purpose of the field study and this report is to identify and document cultural site
presence and assessNational Register potential significancerelative to established criteria (cf.,
Title 36 CFR 60.6). The proposed development of this pipeline requires archaeological
evaluations in compliance with U.C.A. 9-8-404, the Federal Antiquities Act of 1906, the
Reservoir Salvage Act of 1960-as amended by P.L. 93-291, Section 106 of the National Historic
Preservation Act of 1966-as amended, the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969, the
Federal Land Policy and Management Act of 1979, the Archaeological Resources Protection Act
of 1979, the Native American Religious Freedom Act of 1978, the Historic Preservation Act of
1980, and Executive Order 11593.

In additionto documenting cultural identity andsignificance,mitigationrecommendations
relative to the preservation of cultural data and materials can be directed to the Bureau of Land
Management Vernal District Office, and to the Utah State Antiquities Section. This work was
done under U.S. Department of Interior Permit for Utah UT-94-54937 which expireson January
31, 1995.

Pro.iect Location

The project location is in the Coyote Basin locality of Uintah County, Utah. It is situated
on the Dinosaur NW 7.5 minute topographic quad.

The proposed pipeline begins at the Coyote Basin water injection plant located in the SE
quarter of the NE quarter of Section 6, T. 8 S., R. 25 E. Salt Lake Meridian. It extendssouth
to existingwell Redwash Federal #4-6 (proposed as an injection well) located in the SW quarter
of the SE quarter of Section6. The pipeline thenextendssouthward along Utah State Road 45,
crossing the highway and endingat well Amerada Guinand Federal #1 (proposed as an injection
well) located in the SW quarter of the NW quarter of Section 7, T. 8 S., R. 25 E. Salt Lake
Meridian (See Map).
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Environmental Description

The project area is within the 5580 to 5620 foot elevationzone above sea level. Open
rangeland terrain is associated with the project area.

The vegetation in the project area includes Chrysothamnus spp. Artemisia spp.,
Eriogonum spp., Sarcobatus vermiculatus, Ephedra viridis, Atriplex canescens,
and a variety of grasses.

The geological associationswithin the project area consist of fluvial and lake deposits
which correlatewith the Uinta and Duchesne RiverFormationswhichare of Tertiary age. These
basal formations are mostlycovered with Quaternarysand/gravelterraces and pediments.

A records searchof the sitefiles and mapsat the Antiquities Section of the StateHistoric
Preservation Office in Salt Lake City was conductedon September 12, 1994. A similar search
was conducted in the Vernal District Office of the BLM on September 15, 1994. The National
Register of Historic Places has been consultedandno registered historicor prehistoricproperties
will be affected by the proposed developments.

A variety of known cultural sites are situated in the Coyote Basin locality. Many of these

prehistoricresources were identified and recorded by AERC during previous inventoriesin the

area (Hauck 1981a, 1981b, 1983, 1985, 1992a, 1992b;Hauck and Hadden 1993). Other sites
have been locatedandrecorded by otherarchaeologicalconsultantsduringoil and gas exploration
inventories.

In additionto these explorations, several area-wide studieshave identified and recorded

a varietyof sites (Larralde & Nickens 1980, Larralde & Chandler 1981, Norman & Hauck 1980)

Prehistorv and History of the Cultural Region

Currently available information indicates that the Northern Colorado Plateau Cultural

Region has been occupiedby a variety of cultures beginning perhaps as early as 10,000 B.C.

These cultures, as identified by their material remains, demonstrate a cultural developmental
process that begins with the earliest identified Paleoindian peoples (10,000 -- 7,000 B.C.) and

extends through the Archaic (ca. 7,000 B.C. - A.D. 300), and Formative (ca. A.D. 400 -

1100) Stages,and the Late Prehistoric-Protohistoric periods (ca. A.D. 1200 -- 1850) to conclude
in the Historic-Modern period which was initiated with the incursion of the Euro-American

trappers, explorers, and settlers. Basically, eachculturalstage - with the exceptionof the Late

Prehistoric hunting and gathering Shoshonean bands -- features a more complex life-way and
socialorder than occurred during the earlier stage of development(Hauck 1991:53). For a
more comprehensivetreatmentof the prehistory and history of this region see Archaeological
Evaluations in the Northern Colorado Plateau Cultural Area (Hauck 1991).
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Site Potential in the Pro.iect Development Zone

Previous archaeologicalevaluations in the general project area have resulted in the
identification and recordingof a variety of culturalresource sites having eligibilityfor potential

nomination to the NationalRegister of Historic Places (NRHP). These sites include resource

procurement sites, ceramic scatters and lithic scatters containingcobble reduction materials.

Manyof thesequarry sitesare of the "Tap and Test" variety, and extendfor many meters. Open

occupationsare also frequently being identified in this locality. Sites associatedwith the open

rangelandgenerally appear to have been occupiedduring theMiddle Plains Archaic Stagewith
occasionalindications of Paleoindian activity based on the recovery of isolated Plano style
projectile points. The north-south drainage canyons appear to contain the majority of Late

Prehistoric (Numa) sitesprobably becausethosecanyoufloorswere transportationcorridorsand
convenientpastures for the Ute horse herds. Evidence of Formative Stage occupation, i.e.,

Fremont, is rarely observedin the rangelandenvironment but is commonwithinthe Green River

and White River canyonsand their primary tributarycanyons.

Site densityin certain portions of the region appearsto range from one to four sites per

section. These densitiesincrease in the canyonbottomsdue to rock art loci and formative period
occupations.Recent evaluationsindicate that the site densities mayreach 8 to 12sitesper section
in certain localities on the upper benches which were apparently favored for hunting, lithic

resource procurement, and camping. Prehistoric sites on the rangeland benchesappear to be

associatedwith water coursesand aeolian deposits.

Sites previously located in the general study area include 42Un 2054, 42Un 2055 and

42Un 1553, all located by AERC during earlier inventories in the area.

FIELD EVALUATIONS

Methodologv

Intensive evaluations consisted of the archaeologists walkinga 15 - 20 meter transect

on each sideof the stakedpipeline right of way center line and along the previouslydisturbed
zones. Thus, a 20 meter-wide or 60 foot-wide corridor (ca. 10.2 acres) was examinedfor the

total ca. 7400 foot length of the proposed pipeline.

Observation of culturalmaterials results in intensiveexaminationstodetermine the nature

of the resource (isolate or activity locus). The analysisof each specificcultural site results in
its subsequentlybeing sketched, photographed, and appropriately recorded on standardIMACS

forms. Culturalsitesare then evaluated for significanceutilizing the standardsdescribed below
and mitigationrecommendations are consideredas a meansof preserving significantresources

which may be situatedwithin the development zone.
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Site Significance criteria

Prehistoric and historic cultural sites which can be consideredas eligible for nomination
to the National Register of Historic Places have been outlined as follows in the National
Register's Criteria for Evaluation as established in Title 36 CFR 60.6:

The qualityof significancein American ... archaeology... and cultureis
present in ... sites ... thatpossess integrity of location, design, setting,materials,
workmanship, feeling, and association and:
a. That are associated with eventsthat have madea significantcontributionto the
broad patterns of our history; or
b. that are associatedwith the lives of persons significant in our past; or
c. that embody the distinctive characteristicsof a type, period, or method of
construction ... ; or
d. that have yielded, or may be likely to yield, information important in
prehistoryor history.

In addition to satisfyingone or more of these general conditions, a significantcultural
resource site in Utah will generally be considered as being eligiblefor inclusionin the National
Register if it should advance our current state of knowledge relating to chronology, cultural
relationships, origins, and cultural life ways of prehistoric or historic groups in the area.

In a final review of any site's culturalsignificance,the site must possess integrityand at
least one of the above criteria to be considered eligible for nomination to the National Record
of Historic Places.

Results of the Inventorv

No prehistoric cultural resource activity loci were observed or recorded during the
archaeologicalevaluations.

No previously recorded sites are located within the proposed development zones.

No significantor National Register sites were noted or recorded during the survey.

No isolated artifacts were recorded or collectedduring the evaluations.

No paleontological loci were observedor recorded during the evaluations.
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CONCLUSIONANDRECOMMENDATIONS

No known significantcultural or paleontological resources will be adversely impacted
during the developmentand operationof the Balcron Oil Companywater injection line evaluated
during this project.

AERCrecommends that a cultural resource clearancebe granted to Balcron Oil Company
relative to the proposed development of this pipeline based upon adherenceto the following
stipulations:

1. All vehicular traffic, personnel movement, constructionand restoration operations
should be confined to the flagged areas and corridors examined as referenced in this
report, and to the existingroadways.

2. All personnel should refrain from collecting artifacts and from disturbing any
significantcultural resources in the area.

3. The authorized official should be consultedshouldculturalremains from subsurface
deposits be exposed during construction work or if the need arises to relocate or
otherwisealter the location of the explorationarea.
