drilling eguipment (water tanks, soap tanks, injector pump)
Dec. 6 : Reamed ll" hole to 15" hole (o to li'). set 13-5/8" conductor pipe

at ll'. Redrilled ll" hole to 120'.
Dec. 7 : Drilled 120' to 220' (100'), Mist-drilling with water and soap.

Cleaned up hole. Began running 8 5/8" surface casing.
Dec. 8 : Finished running 8-5/8" casing. Landed at 220! (7 jts) and cemented

with 120 ska cement. Plug down at 1:00 p.m. Dug cellar. Tightened
guy wires. Repaired rotating head,

Dec. 9 : Drilled 220I-270' (50'). Removed cement head and nippled-up. Dried-
up casing. Top of cement inside casing at 168'. Drilled cement and
shoe. Drilled below surface casing with 7-5/8" bit. Drilling with
air, water and soap (air-mist) to dry up well.

Dec. 10 : Drilled 270'-307' (37'). Tried to dry up holé. Pipe stuck. Worked
pipe free. Hook on blocks broke on trip out of hole. Took hook and
swivel off and took them to town for repairs.

Dec. 11 : Drilled 307'-775: (468'). Put swivel and hook on blocks. Cleaned up
floor and removed elevators from pipe and dutchman from rotary table.

Went back in hole with Bit #2 and drilled with air. Hit water at
480' to 590' and had to start mist-drilling. Bit #l, Smith-V2,
drilled 54' (2531 to 307') in 5 hrs.

Dec. 12 : Drilled 775' to 13441 (569'). Rotating head froze up and had to install
different rotating head.

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Dec. 13 : Drilled 1344' to 2081' (737'). Put torch on blooey-line at 2000'.
Hit first gas at about 2075';-Would flare on connections. Estimate
about 100 MCF. Encountered .good saturated oil shale at 1950'
plus sat. marlstone. Made rd. trip at 1833' for Bit #4. Bit #3,
Smith-V2J, made 905' (928' to 1833·) in 19 hrs. Drilked at rate of
about 47 ft/hour.

Dec..14 : Drilled 2081: to 3186' (1105*). Encountered a lt. brown, f.g., calc.,
mica, sandstone at 2160' to SO: with possibly.more gas. Encountered,
more gas in sand at 22101 to 2220'. Possibly additiongl ga et Ž26Ó'
in a fine grain to medium grain, lt, brn, sandsbone $and at 2620'
could have some gas, and sand at 2640 to 2652* definitely contained
gas. Encountered black oil shale with good saturation at 2730'
to 2850' and good saturated marlstone at 2870' to 3000'. A sandstone
at 3040'-3050' probably contained water causing an increase in air
and mist-drilling pressures. An oolitic marlstone (lms) at 3170'
to 3180' had good live fluorescence and oil cut with a possible increase
in gas volume. (This is a good zone and should be carefully checked
in future wells in the area.)

Dec. 15 : Drilled 31861 to 32631 (77'}. Made rd, trip at 3186' for Bit #5.
Bit #4, Smith-V2J made 1353' (1833'-3186') in 24 hrs. Drilled at rate
of about 40 ft/hr. with mist-drilling. Hole was very tight comi.ng
out. Took 6 1/2 hours to come out of hole. Had considerËblfètrouble
in getting back to bottom. Took 5 hours to go in hole. Installed
booster to help clean-up the hole. Went into Wasatch or Transition
Zone at 3180'.

Dec. 16 : Drilled 3263'-3543' (280'). Bit #5, smith-V2J, made 357 ft (3186'-
3543') in 15 1/2 hrs. Drilled at rate of about 22 ft/hr, but had
considerable trouble keeping hole clean. Decided to quit drilling
at 3543', so circulated for 2 hours and made short-trip in preparation
for logging. Had 60' of fill in hole after short-trip but did not
try to clean it out. Started logging at 10 p.m. Ran Induction-
Gamma log down to 3016' and hit bridge and couldn't spud thru-it; so
logged hole from 3016' to bottom of surface casing (220').

Dec. 17 : Ran gamma-neutron log to 2417' and hit bridge and couldn't spud/thru
it; so logged hole from 2417' to 1500'. Went back in hole to clean
out bridges. Got hole cleaned out to 2950' and came out to run
GRN log again. Hit bridge at 2450' and tool wouldn't go further.
Decided to log well thru drill-pipe, so started back in the hole
with the drill-pipe and four collars. Cleaned out hole and circulated
from 2400' to 2735'. Got stuck at 2735'.

Dec. 18 : Worked on stuck tools trying to free them until noon without success.
Decided to try pumping free with Halliburton truck. Pressured-up on
pipe and worked it from 4 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. with no success; so called
McCullough to run free-point and back-off pipe. Ran gamma-neutron
log inside drill pipe first. Found free point at top of collars or
about 26206.

Dec. 19 : Rigged up back-off shot and put torgue in drill pipe. Tried to back-off
at top of collars but was unsuccessful with first shot. Rigged up
second shot and set at first tool joint above collars, at about
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and was successful in backing-off. Left 4 collars and 1 jt. of
drillpipe in hole. Came out of hole to pick up bit to make sure
hole was clear before running casing. Went back in hole with bit
and found hole clear to 2400 ft. Came out laying down drill pipe.
Laid down drill collars still in derrick. Rigged up to run 4 1/2"
casing.

Dec. 20 : Ran 75 joints of 4 1/2", 9.60#, J-55 casing. Landed at 2379' K.B.
Texas guide shoe on bottom and insert float valve at first joint
(30 ft. from bottom). Cemented casing with 185 (sks of cement and
2% calcium chloride. Preceded cement with 40 bbl/water and displaced
with 38 bbl. Plug down at 3:15 A.m. Cleaned out cellar, removed
rotating head, disconnected blowie line, etc.

Dec. 21-22: Waiting on cement
Dec. 23 : Cut-off casing and installed 4 1/2" gate valve and tubing head. Ran

correlation bond log and found good bond from bottom (2337') to
1730' (top of cement). Perforated casing as follows:

Rigged up to run l 1/2" tubing.

Dec. 24 : Ran tubing (51 jts of 1 1/2" tubing) and landed at about 2070',
Pumped in 750 gallons mud control acid with 80 ball sealers, dropped
at intervals, to break down formation. Acid pumped in at 2 l/2 bbl/min,
rate at 1100 lbs pressure, Maximum pressure was 1500 lbs. The various
zones would nottball-off'. The immediate shut-in pressure after
displacement of the acid was 1040 lbs. and decreased to 1000 lbs, in
15 minutes. Began blowing hole and testing to bottom, Recovered
some acid Water and small amount of gas.

Dec. 25-26: Shut-down for Xmas.
Dec. 27 : Worked on air compressor. Hauled compressor into yard and overhauled

it.
Dec. 28 : Rigged up compressor. Fracture-treated-well with Kcl water, sand,

and gel. Used 540 bbl of water mixed with 1% potassium chloride
(2200 lbs), 18,000 lbs of 10/20 sand, 500 lbs of gel agent (J-l33),
20 ton of CO2 and 21 ball sealers (7/8"). Formation broke down
initially at about 2500 lbs. Pumped in at rate of about 30 bbls/min
and decreased to 6 bbis/min, at end of treatment and at pressures
from 2000 lbs to 3000 lbs. The average injection rate was 20 bbl/min.
and the average pressure was 2500 lbs. The maximum sand content was
l lb/gal of water. The immediate shut-in pressure was 1100 lbs.,
decreasing to 1000 lbs in 10 minutes. Let well flow back after 10
minutes. Began flowing back water.and CO2. Well was left open over
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Dec. 29 : Started compressor and pressured-up on casing to lift out water.
Kept unloading slowly all day with small amount of CO2 and gas.
Shut well in at night.

Dec. 30 : Tubing pressure in morning was 250#. Opened well and a small
amount of water flowed back. Started compressor and pressured-up
on casing to help unload water. Very little gas coming out,

Dec. 31 -

Jan. 9 : Blowing well intermittenly using compressor to help lift frac-water
out. Gas flow very weak and intermittent. Est.'occassional flow
rate to be 50 to 100 McF/day.

Jan. 10 : Reacidized well using 3000 gal, of acid pumped down tubing between
packers. An attempt was made to break down each set of perforations
separately. About 4 to 10 barrels of acid was injected into each
zone. Injection pressures ranged from 1800 to 3000 lbs, and the
injection rate varied from 3 1/2 to 4 bbis/min. The immediate shut-
in pressure at the end of the job was 0 lbs. Well was left open to
flow back. Started compressor to help lift acid and frac-water out.
Gas volume is still small and well has lots of frac-water to unload.

Jan. ll -?: Well shut-in waiting on cable tool to swab water out thru the casing.
Shut-in pressure of tubing is about 300 lbs. When the frac-water is
finally removed, it is estimated that well will have an open'flow
rate of about 100 to 150 McF/day.

ENGINEERING AND GEOLOGIC COMMENTS

The subject well was drilled with considerable difficulty due to drilling methods
used and excessive caving of the hole. Before the total depth was reached, the hole
began giving lots of trouble in making connections due to caving and inadequate
cleaning. It took several hours to circulate the "fill-up" out of the bottom of
the hole after the last trip for a new bit was made. Before coming out to log, a
short trip was made, and about 60 feet of fill was found in the bottom of the hole.
When the electric log sonde was lowered into the hole the first time, it hit a' bridge
at 3016' and wouldn't go further. The gamma-neutron sonde was run next and hit a
bridge at 24l7I and woOldn't go _further. The hole was then cleaned out to 2950' and
the gamma-neutron sonde was run again. This time a bridge was encountered at 24506,
so it was decided to run the sonde inside the drill-pipe. The drill-pipe was run back
into the hole and the hole was cleaned out to 2735' and the drillpipe was stuck at
this point. The interval 2735' to 2150' was logged (Gamma Ray-Neutron) inside the
drillpipe before it was backed-off at 25906. When t6e casing was finally run, a bridge
was encountered at 2379' and wouldn't go further. It was cemented at this point. Thus
more than 1000 feet of hole were lost due to caving and hole trouble.

Geologically, the subject well is located in the Coyote Basin portion of the north-
eastern part of the Uinta Basin. It lies just west of the Rangely anticl ine and
Douglas Arch and south of Uinta Mountain Uplift, it is immediately south of the
synclinal axis of the Uinta
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The environmental and depositional conditions surrounding the sediments were certainly
conducive to the formation and accumulation of hydrocarbons in the Coyote Basin during
Green River time. The Parachute Creek member of the upper middle Green River has a
large percentage of oil saturated marlstone and oil shale, plus sections of fractured
shale and siltstone carrying gas. There are numerous gilsonite veins just south and
west of the subject area attesting to the presence of hydrocarbons. Thus natural
gas accumulations in numerous lenticular thin sands in the Garden Gulch section of
the Green River are certainly not unexpected or unnatural.

The subject well began encountering small gas flows in thin lenNcular sands at about
2050'. Many good oil shales and saturated marlstone sections were drilled above this
depth, ($ee attached sample log.) Several thin sands, two to five feet thick, were
drilled between 2050' and 2100' which carried small amounts of gas each. Additional gas
flows were obtained from sands at 2212' to 22201, at 2224' to 2227', and at 2256' to
2273'. The gas flow from all these sands before logging or running casing was
estimated to be 200-300 MCF. The small gas sand found in the Conoco well in Section
34-85-25E was only partially present in the subject well. It was very poorly developed
(2304! to 2310') and gave no apparent increase in the gas volume, This sand was
overlain by 6 feet of black oil shale.

It was quite apparent from the data and results of the subject well, that the Garden
Gulch section of the Green River has a number of thin lenticular sands in the Coyote
Basin area which are capable of producing gas. These.sands will vary considerably
in thickness, porosity and permeability across the area; and will probably inter-
finger at times and at others correlate with sands in adjacent wells. It is quite
definite, however, that each well drilled in the area will intersect a different set
of sands. Some of the sands may extend for a mile or more, whereas others will not
be continuous for a distance of more than 1/2 mile. However, it is expected that
most wells in the area will have a composite thickness of gas-sand reservoir of 30
to 50 feet, which will contain sizeable reserves of natural gas. Each well should
have a reserve of approximately one billion cubic feet, which is certainly economical
when the depth and present market price for gas are considered.

The completîon work on the subject well was not as successful as expected. The well
was fracture treated with water, and apparently the gas reservoir sands in the area
are not readily amenable to water-fracture treatment. The flow of gas after the treat-
ment was much less (50 McF with lots of frac-water) than the natural flow before
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was set. it.is expected that it will take many weeks of production before the
treatment water is ever recovered from this well. It is obvious that the method
of completion will have to be changed and every effort possible be made to keep
costs to a minimum, thus improving the economics of the production from the wells.

After intensive swabbing (casing swabbing) of the 28-1 well tokremove the frac-water
more rapidly, it is estimated that the gas flow will be 150 McF or more per day,

The subject well is located approximately 2400 ft. from the deep
Continental Oil Company well in the NW.NW. Section 34, SS., 25E.
The Conoco well apparently has been completed in a small shallow
gas zone at a depth of about 3500 feet in the Green River form-
ation.

The sands in the basal Green River formation in this area are
quite lenticular, erratic, and irregular, changing considerably
within distances of less than à mile. Since the subject well is
planned to develop the potential gas sand found in the Conoco
well, it is believed that moving more than § mile away would be A
unwise until geologic data on the areal extent, direction of
trend, continuity, communicative distances, and thickness of the
sand are obtained. Structural information on the lower Green River
sands in the area is quite meager. It is suspected that a gentle
northwest trending anticlinal nose, plunging to the northwest, is
present; knit additional data are required to confirm this.

It is therefore requested that an exception be made to the 4960-ft
rule for the location of the subject well for the above geologic
reasons. As more information is developed on the shallow gas sand,
then the proper spacing can be established.

Ponka Drilling and Production Company has a farm-out from Conoco
and Amerada Oil Company and now controls the leases covering the
lands for more than two miles in all directions around the pro-
posed well location.
