See attached Topographic Map "A".

To reach COASTAL OIL & GAS CORP., well location site N.B.U #42 located,
in the SW¼ SW¼ Section 25, T10S, R20E, S.L.B.& M., Uintah County, 'Utah,A proceed
Westerly out of Vernal, Utah along U.S. Highway 40 - 14 miles to the junction
of this road and Utah State Highway 209; proceed South along Utah State Highway
209 - 7 miles, more or less, to the junction of this Highway and Utah State
Highway 88; proceed South along Utah State Highway 88 - 10 miles to Ouray, Utah;

They will meet the necessary standards required to facilitate an orderly flow of
traffic during the drilling phase, completion phase, and the production phase of
this well at such time that production is established.

The roads that are requited for access during the drilling phase, completion
phase, and production phase of this well, will be maintained at the standards required
by the B.L.M. or other controlling agencies.

2. PLANNED ACCESS ROAD

See Topographic Map "B".

The proposed access road leaves the existing road described in Item #1 in the
NW¼ SW¼ Section 25, T10S, R21E, S.L.B.& M., and proceeds in a Southerly direction

In order to facilitate the anticipated traffic flow necessary to drill and
produce this well, the following standards will be met:

The grade of this road is relatively flat however the maximum grade will
not exceed 8%. This road will be constructed from native borrow accumulated
during the construction.

If deemed necessary by the local governmental agencies or their representatives
turnouts will be installed for safety purposes every 0.25 miles or on the top of
ridges or at intervals and locations that will provide the greatest sight distance.
These turnouts will 200' in length and 10' in width and will be tapered from the
shoulder of the road for a distance of 50' in length at both the access and outlet ends

There are no fences encountered along this road. There will be no cattleguards
required.

The terrain that this access road traverses in relatively flat.

The vegetation of this routeconsistsof sparse amounts of sagebrush, rabbitbrush,
some grasses, and cacti with large areas that are devoid of vegetation.

3. EXISTING WELLS

There are four production gas wells within a one mile radius of this location
site.

There are no water wells, abandoned wells, temporarily abandoned wells, disposal
wells, drilling wells, shut-in wells, injection wells, monitoring or observation wells
for toher resources located within a one mile radius of this location site.

4. LOCATION OF TANK BATTERIES, PRODUCTION FACILITIES, AND PRODUCTION GATHERING
AND SERVICE LINES

At the present time there are no COASTAL OIL & GAS CORP. production facilities,
and gas gathering lines, tank batteries, oil gathering lines, injection lines, or
disposal lines within a one mile radius.

In the event that production of this well is established the existing area of
the location will be utilizedfor the establihsement of the necessary production
facilities.

The area will be built if possible, with native materials and if these
materials are not availabe then the necessary arrangenents will be made to get
them from private sources.

The proposed gas flowline will be an 18'right of way which will run in a
Northeasterly direction approximately 4500' to an existing pipe line located
in the NE¼ of Section 25, T10S, R20E, S.L.B.& M. (See Topographic Map "B).

If there is any deviation fromthe above, all appropriate agencies will be notified.

Rehabilitation of disturbed area no longer needed for operations after con-
struction is completed will meet the requirements of Item #10.

5. LOCATION AND TYPE OF WATER SUPPLY

Water to be used for the drilling and production of this well will be hauled
from the White River in Section 4, T9S, R20E, S.L.B.& M. approximately 14.5 miles
by road North of the proposed location site.

All regulations and guide lines will be followed and no deviations will be
made unless all concerned agencies are notified.

There will be no water well drilled at this location site.

All construction material for this location site and access road shall be borrow
material accumulated during construction of the location site and access road.
No additional road gravels or pit lining material from other sources are anticipated
at this time, but if they are required, the appropriate actions will be taken to
acquire them from private sources.

All produced oil from thiswellwill be contained in the storage tank and will
be sold. Wateý if any which is produced will be run into a reserve pit as required
in the NTL-2B Regulations.

8. ANCILLIARY FACILITIES

There are no ancillary facilities planned for at the present time and none
foreseen in the near future.

9. WELL SITE LAYOUT

See attached location layout sheet.

The B.L.M. District Manager shall be notified before any construction begins
on the proposed location site and road.

As mentioned in Item #7, the pits will be unlined unless it is determined by
the representatives of the agencies involved that the materials are too porous and
would cause contaminationto the surrounding area; then the pits will be lined with
a gel and any other type of material necessary to make it safe and tight.

When drilling activities commence, all work shall proceed in a neat and
orderly sequence.

10. PLANS FOR RESTORATION OF SURFACE

As there is some topsoil on the location site, all topsoil shall be stripped
and stockpiled. (See location layout sheet). When all drilling and production
activities have been completed, the location site and access road will be reshaped
to the original contour and stockpiled topsoil spread over the disturbed area.
Fences around pits are to be removed upon completion of drilling activities and
all waste being contained in the trash basket shall be hauled to the nearest
Sanitary landfill. The reserve pit will be completely fenced and allowed to dry
before covering. When restoration activities have been completed, the location
site and access ramp shall be reseeded with a seed mixture recommended by the B.L.M.

The majority of the surrounding drainages are of a non-perennial nature with
normal flow limited to the early spring and extremely rare heavy thunderstorms, or
rain storms of high intensity that lasts over an extented period of time and are
extremely rare in nature as the normal annual precipitation is only 8".

The area is used by man for the primary purpose of grazing domestic livestock.
