5. The Operator's Minimum Specifications for Pressure Control

A choke manifold is required with equivalent pressure rating as B.0.P.E.
Prior to drilling out shoe, test casing to 50% of internal yield, test
ram type preventers to rated working pressure or 70% of internal yield
of casing, whichever is less, for 15 minutes. Test choke manifold to
rated working pressure for 15 minutes. Test bag type preventers to
1000 psi for 15 minutes. Test B.0.P.E. each 30 days thereafter. Cycle
pipe rams daily and C.S.0. rams when out of hole. Note on tour report
book.

6. The Type and Characteristics of the Proposed Circulating Muds

Mud system will be gel-chemical with adequate stocks of sorptive agents on
site to handle possible spills of fuel and oil on the surface. Heavier
muds will be on location to be added if pressure requires. Total mud
system will be approximately 900 barrels, excluding any reserve pit volume.

7. The Auxiliary Equipment to be Used

(a) An upper and lower kelly cock will be kept in the string.

(b) A float will not be used at the bit.

(c) A mud logging unit and a pit volume totalizer will be monitoring
the system.

(d) A stabbing valve will be on the floor to be stabbed into the
drill pipe when ke11y is not in the string.

8. The Testing, Logging and Coring Programs to be Followed

(a) Drill stem tests will occur in the Wasatch formation and any other
h.ydrocarbon shows.

(b) The logging program will consist of the following:

Dual Laterolog, Caliper, CNL-Density, GR and BH Sonic.

(c) No coring is anticipated.

(d) PROPOSEDCOMPLETIONPROGRAM

1) MICR
2) Log
3) Run tubing
4) Perforate productive interval
5) Flow and test well
6) Stimulate and treat as necessary.

No hydraulic fracturing with hydrocarbons is planned. However,
should this change, the wellbore, fluid tanks and pumping equipment
will be a minimum 120' apart; appropriate Sundry Notice will be
submitted.

9. Any Anticipated Abnormal Pressures or Temperatures

No abnormai pressures or temperatures have been noted or reported in wells
drilled in the area nor at the depths anticipated in this well.

No hydrogen sulfide or other hazardous fluids or gases have been found,
reported or known to exist at these depths in the area.

10. Anticipated Starting Date and Duration of the Operations

The anticipated starting date is set for November 15, 1981, or as soon as
possible after examination and approval of drilling requirements. Operations
should be completed within 10 days after spudding the well and drilling to
casing
