To reach NGCWell #43-8, proceed east from Vernal, Utah on O'.S. Highway 40
for 24 miles to the junction of State Highway 45; go south off Highway 45
towards Bonanza for 18.2 miles and then take an improved dirt road west for
1.2 miles to NGCWell #41-9 and the proposed access road will start at this
point.

4. LOCATIONOF EXISTING AND/0R PROPOSEDFACILITIES

A. (1) Tank batteries - none.

B. (1) In the event production is established, plans for a gas pipeline
from this location to the existing gathering lines will be submitted
under an amendment to this plan for approval. All petroleum pro-
duction facilities are to be contained within the proposed location
site. In the event that production of oil from this well is estab-
lished, a berm will be constructed around the tank battery large
enough to contain-the contents of tanks.

(2) Construction methods and materials - Production facilities will be
placed on the proposed pad. Construction materials will come from
the unused portion of the pad.

(3) Livestock and wildlife protection - The evaporation pond will be
fenced on all four sides and overhead wire with flagging installed,
if there is oil in the pit.

C. The rehabilitation of disturbed areas no longer required for the produc-
tion of this well will .be completed by backfilling, recontouring, top-
soiling and seeding.

5. LOCATIONANDTYPE OF WATERSUPPLY

Water will be hauled from Bonanza, Utah and will be purchased from American
Gilsonite
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6. SOURCEOF CONSTRUCTIONMATERIALS

All construction materials for this location site and access road will be
borrow materials, accumulated during construction of the location site. No
additional road gravels or pit lining material from other sources are anti-
cipated at this time, but if they are required, the appropriate actions will
be taken to acquire them from private sources.

7. METHODSFOR HANDLINGWASTEDISPOSAL

1) Cuttings, drilling fluids and produced fluids - A reserve pit will be
constructed. The reserve pit will be approximately 10' deep and at least
one-half of this depth shall be below the surface of the existing ground.

One-half of the reserve pit will be used as a fresh water storage area
during the drilling of this well and the other one-half will be used to
store nonflammable materials such as cuttings,salts, drilling fluids,
chemicals, produced fluids, etc.

Prior to the onset of dr.i-11ing, a "stock tight" fence shall be installed
on three sides of the reserve pit. This fence will be either (1) woven
wire at least 28 inches high and within 4 inches of ground surface with
two strands of barbed wire above the woven wire with 10-inch spacing, or,
(2) at least five strands of barbed wire spaced, starting from the ground,
at approximately 6-, 8-, 10-, 12-, and 12-inch intervals. At the comple-
tion of drilling operations, the fourth side of the reserve pit will be
fenced and allowed to dr.y completely before the pit is backfilled. If
there is oil on the pits, overhead wire and flagging will be installed
on the pits.

If deemed necessary by the agencies concerned to prevent contamination to
surrounding areas, the reserve pit will be lined with a gel.

2) Sewage - A portable chemical toilet will be supplied for human waste.

3) Garbage - Trash cages w.ill be on all locations and all trash will be
removed to an authorized landfill.

4) Site Clean-up - Immediately after the rig is moved out, the area around
the well site will be cleaned and all refuse placed in the trash
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8. ANCILLARYFACILITIES

There are no ancillary facilities planned for at the present time and none
foreseen in the near future.

9. WELLSITE LAYOUT

10. PLANSFOR RESTORATIONOF THE SURFACE

Prior to construction of the location, the top 5 inches of soil material
will be stripped and stockpiled. This will

amou¯t
to approximately 1100

cubic yards of material that will be stockpiled.

If the well is producing, the platform and pit areas no longer required for
the production of the well will be backfilled, recontoured, topsoiled and
seeded.

If the well is abandoned, the entire disturbed area (including roads) will
be restored by: (1) backfilling; (2) recontouring; (3) topsoiling; (4)
seeding. Specifically: the platform highwa11(s) and road fill(s) will be
eliminated by moving all excavated material back in place. Restoration of
the location and access road will begin within 90 days after completion of
the well. The BLM representative will be notified prior to starting the
rehabilitation operations.

The following seed mixture and methods for seeding will be used:

The seed mixture will be: determined by the Bureau of Land Management at
the time of abandonment.

Seed will be planted after September 1 and prior to ground frost; or seed
will be planted after the frost has left and before May 15. All seed will
be drilled on the contour at a depth of 4 to ½ inch. Slopes too steep or
rocky for machinery will be broadcast and the seed hand raked into the soil.
When broadcasting the seed, the rate per acre will be doubled.

The Lessee further covenants and agrees that all of said clean-up and restora-
tion activities shall be done and performed in a diligent and most workmanlike
manner and in strict conformity with the above mentioned Items #7 and
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11. OTHERINFORMATION
1) The proposed well is located on Federal land that is administered by

the Bureau of Land Management.
2) The nearest water is the White River, approximately 5½ miles to the

south.
3) Several small drainages will have to be rerouted around the west end

of the location.

4) There are no known historical, archaeological or cultural sites in
the area of the location or road.

Dear Sir:

Neither BLMnor USGS have any objections to the staking of the above
referenced wells or access roads.

A cultural resource will be needed for those lands not previously sur-
veyed prior to any surfaced disturbance. An acceptable cultural resource
professional must be engaged by the operator to clear the proposed road
and pad site. To avoid unnecessary delays, a sufficient amount of area
should be cleared to allow for any relocation made during the joint field
examination. A cultural resource clearance cannot be conducted when snow
covers the ground.

If water for these wells is obtained from water sources on BLM administered
land, this office must be given a written agreement with the person(s)
who have the water rights and/or a copy of a.temporary water filing
approved by the State of Utah. The agreement and/or temporary water
filing must include the correct legal description.

Well #44-4 is located within an antelope kidding area. In order to
protect important seasonal wildlife habitat exploration, drilling, and
other development activity will be allowed only during the period from
July 20 to May 15. This limitation does no apply to maintenance



operation of producing wells. Exceptions to this limitation in ang year
may be specifically authorized in writing by the District Engineer,
Geological Surve.y, with the concurrence of the District Manager, Bureau
of Land Management.

Well #41-7 is located within a "No Surface Occupancy" area due to its's
proximity to the White River. This office will work with your company
to find a location acceptable to both parties, however this office does
reserve the right to enforce said stipulation if an acceptable location
cannot be found.

Dear Sir:

A joint field examination was made on April 28, 1982, of the above referenced
well site locations and proposed access roads. We feel that the surface use and
operating plans are adequate with the following revisions and stipulations:

1. Construction and maintenance of roads, rehabilitation of disturbed areas
and construction of pipeline routes, shall be in accordance with surface
use standards as set forth in the brochure, "Surface Operating Standards
for Oil and Gas Exploration."

2. Traveling off access road right-of-ways will not be allowed. The maximum
width of access pads (both existing and planned) will be 30 feet total
disturbed area. Roads will be crowned and properly maintained. Turn-outs
will not be required. Bar ditches will be installed where necessary.

3. The BLMwill be notified at least 24 hours prior to any construction.

4. Burn pits will not be constructed. There will be no burning or burying of
trash or garbage at the well sites. Refuse must be contained in trash
cages and hauled to an approved disposal



5. A wire mesh or net type of fence, topped with at least one strand of barbed
wire, will be used around the reserve pits.

6. The BLMwill be contacted at least 24 hours prior to any rehabilitation
activities. The operator may be informed of any additional needed seeding
requirements.

7. PR Spring may not be used as a water source.

8. Live trees that must be removed may be pushed over and stockpiled separat-
ely from the topsoil. Large pieces of dead wood should also be stockpiled
from the topsoil.

9. Trees and brush will be pushed off the road and pad prior to any mineral
soil being bladed.

10. At locations #44-15, #44-14, and #34-1, the top 6 inches of topsoil will be
stockpiled between reference corners #'s 1 & 2 and #'s 1 & 8.

11. Well #44-14 was moved 20 feet due north, and the access road was changed so
that it follows the existing jeep trail where possible.

12. At #14-12, the top 6 inches of topsoil will be stockpiled near reference
corner #8. Also, the existing drainages near the location wilT be rerouted
to protect the pad and reserve pits.

13. At well #34-1, the reserve pit width was reduced by 20 feet, and lengthened
by at least 20 feet.

14. At well #44-4, the top 6 inches of topsoil will be stockpiled near refer-
ence corner #6.

15. At well #41-7, the reserve pit was pulled in by 20 feet. It shall by lined
and the upper end shall be rip rapped. The pad.will be a bench type with
the upper part to be used by trailers, etc. This was done to reduce the
amount of sidehill cutting. The top 6 inches of topsoil will be stockpiled
as addressed in the company's A.P.P.

Well #44-4 is located within an antelope kidding area. In order to protect im-
portant seasonal wildlife habitat exploration, drilling, and other development
activity will be allowed only during the period from July 20 to May 15. This
limitation does not apply to maintenance and operation of producing wells. Ex-
ceptions to this limitation in any year may be specifically authorized in writ-
ing by the District Engineer, Geological Survey, with the concurrence of the
District Manager, Bureau of Land
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An archaeological clearance has been conducted by Utah Archaeological Research
Corporation of the proposed drill site and proposed access road. No cultural
materials were located on the surface of the surveyed areas.

The proposed activities do not jeopardize listed, threatened, or endangered
flora, fauna, or their habitats.
