Exhibit "A" is a schematic of the minimum requirements for blowout
prevention equipment. An 11 inch, 3000 psi working pressure double
hydraulic BOP with pipe and blind rams will be installed on the
casinghead prior to drilling below surface casing. A spherical pre-

venter or rotating head will also be installed.

All BOP equipment will be pressure tested to 2000 psi.

The pipe rams will be tested daily to assure correct operation and
the blind rams checked on each trip out of the hole.

Adequate stocks of sorptive agents and other materials will be on
site to handle any anticipated downhole problems as well as possible
spills of fuel and oil on the surface.

1. EXISTING ROADS

See Topographic Map "A"

To reach Enserch Exploration, Inc. well location site Federal No. 1-5,
located in the SWk - SEk of Section 5, T9S-R18E, S.L.B.&M., Uintah
County, Utah:

Proceed westerly out of Vernal, Utah along U. S. Highway 40 - 49.0 miles
+ to the Junction of this Highway and Utah State Highway 53; proceed south-
erly along Utah State Highway 53 - 1.6 miles to its junction with Utah
State Highway 216; proceed southerly along State Highway 216 - 15.2
miles to its junction with an existing dirt road to the northeast; pro-
ceed northeasterly along this road 1.17 miles to its junction with the
proposed access road to be discussed in Item No. 2.

The highways mentioned in the foregoing paragraph are bituminous surfaced
roads to a point where Highwaÿ 216 exists to the south; thereafter the
road is constructed with existing materials and gravels. These highways
are maintained by Utah State road crews. All other roads are maintained
by county crews.

The aforementioned dirt oil field service roads and other roads in the
vicinity are constructed out of existing native materials that are pre-
valent to the existing areas they are located in, and range from clays
to a sandy-clay shale material.

The last 0.87 miles of the above described will need to be upgraded to
meet the standards in Item No. 2. One 15" culvert will be required
along this road.

The roads that are required for access during the drilling phase,
completion phase, and production phase of this well will be maintained
at the standards required by the B..L. M. or other controlling agencies
as set forth in the booklet, "Surface Operating Standards for Oil and
Gas Exploration and Development". This maintenance will consist of some
minor grader work for smoothing of roads surfaces and for snow removal.

2. PLANNEDACCESS ROAD

2. PLANNED ACCESS ROAD - cont'd

The proposed access road will be an 18' crowned surface road (9'
either side of the centerline) with drain ditches along either
side of the proposed road where it is determined necessary in order
to handle any runoff from normal meterological conditions that are
prevalent to this area. The maximum width of the disturbed area
will be 30'.

Back slopes along the cut areas of the road will be 1-1/2 to 1
slopes and terraced.

There will be no culverts required along this access road.

There will be no turnouts required along this access road.

There are no fences encountered along this proposed road. There
will be no new gates or cattleguards required.

The lands involved in this action are under B.L.M. jurisdiction.

The terrain that is traversed by this road is relatively flat.
The grade of this road will not exceed 5 percent.

3. LOCATION OF EXISTING WELLS

There are no known abandoned wells, temporarily abandoned wells, water
wells, observation wells, or wells for other services within a one
mile radius of this location site.

4. LOCATION OF EXISTING AND PROPOSED EACILITIES

There are no existing Enserch Exploration, Inc. facilities within a
one mile radius of this location site.

A tank battery will be set up at the proposed location site.
This battery will be used to contain production from this well.
If in the event this battery can not be improvised, a flowline
will be built which will extend to an existing battery in the
area. See attached Location Layout - Production Facilities

4. LOCATION OF EXISTING AND PROPOSED FACILITIES - cont'd

All permanent (onsite- for six (6) months duration or longer)
structures constructed or installed, including the pumpjack,
shall be painted a flat, non-reflective, earthtone color to
match the standard environmental colors, Rocky Mountain 5
State Interagency Committee. All facilities shall be painted
within six (6) months of when the production facilities are
put in place. Facilities that are required to comply with
0.S.H.A. (Occupational Safety and Health Act) are excluded.

The area will be built if possible, with native materials and
if these materials are not available then the necessary arrange-
ments will be made to get them from private sources. These
facilities will be constructed using bulldozers, graders and
workman crews to construct and place the proposed facilities.
If there is any deviation from the above, all appropriate
agencies will be notified. Rehabilitation of disturbed areas
no longer needed for operation after construction is completed
will meet the requirements of Item No. 10.

5. LOCATION AND TYPE OF WATER SUPPLY

See Topographic Map "B"

At the present time, it is anticipated that the water for this
well will be hauled by truck over existing roads and the proposed
access road from the Duchesne River at a point where it crosses
under U. S. Highway 40.

In the event that this source is not used, an alternate source
will be used and all necessary arrangements will be made with
the proper authorities.

There will be no water well drilled at this location site.

6. SOURCE OF CONSTRUCTION MATERIALS

All construction material for this location site and access road
shall be borrow material accumulated during construction of the
location site and access road. No pit lining materials from other
sources are anticipated at this time, but if they are required, the
appropriate actions will be taken to acquire them from private

7. METHOD OF HANDLING WASTE DISPOSAL

See Location Layout Sheet.

A reserve pit will be constructed.

The reserve pit will vary in size and depth according to the water
table at the time of drilling.

One half of the reserve pit will be used as a fresh water storage
area during the drilling of this and the other one half will be
used to store non-flammable materials such as cuttings, salts,
drilling fluids, chemicals and produced fluids, etc.

The pits will have wire and overhead flagging installed if deemed
necessary to protect the water fowl, wildlife, and domestic animals.

At the onset of drilling, the reserve pit will be fenced on three
sides and at the time drilling activities are completed, it will
be fenced on the fourth side and allowed to dry completely prior
to the time that backfilling and other reclamation activities are
attempted. The fence will be wire mesh topped with at least one
strand of barbed wire.

When the reserve pit dries and reclamation activities commence,
the pits will be covered with a minimum of four feet of soil and
all requirements in Item No. 10 will be followed.

A temporary trash basket will be supplied and will be placed on
the location site. This trash basket will be used to contain
trash accumulated at the site. The trash will be hauled to the
nearest sanitary land fill. There will be no burning allowed on
this location.

A portable chemical toilet will be supplied for human waste.
Gray water will be drained into a rathole alongside the trailers.

8. ANCILLARY FACILITIES

There are no camps or airstrips planned for this well. Temporary
trailers will be moved onto location to house Enserch personnel,
the tool pusher and mud loggers during the drilling of this
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9. HELL SITE LAYOUT

See attached Location Layout Sheet

The Vernal District B.L.M., Diamond Mountain Resource Area shall
be notified 48 hours before any construction begins on the proposed
location site.

The dirt contractors will be furnished with an approved copy of the
surface use plan and any additional B.L.M. stipulations prior to -

any work.

The reserve pit will not be lined.

When drilling activities commence, all work shall proceed in a
neat and orderly sequence.

10. PLANS FOR RESTORATION OF SURFACE

Immediately upon completion of drilling, the location and surrounding
area will be cleared of all debris resulting from the operation. Before
any dirt work to restore the location takes place, the reserve pit
will be completely dry and all trash removed.

The top 6 to 10 inches of topsoil shall be stripped and stockpiled
on the south-east end of the location. (See Location Layout Sheet
and Item No. 9). When all drilling and production activities have
been completed, the location site and access road will be reshaped
to the original contour and stockpiled topsoil spread over the disturbed
area.

Any drainages re-routed during construction activities shall be re-
stored to their original line of flow as near as possible. Fences
around pits are to be removed upon completion of drilling activities
and all waste being contained in the trash basket shall be hauled to
the nearest Sanitary Landfill.

Restoration activities shall begin within 90 days after completion
of the well. Once restoration activities have begun, they shall be
completed within 30 days. The Vernal B.L.M., Diamond Mountain Resource
Area will be contacted 48 hours prior to starting rehabilitation.

The access road will be blocked to prevent vehicle use and prior to
reseeding, all disturbed areas, including the access road, will be
sacrificed and left with a rough

When restoration activities have been completed, the location site
and access shall be reseeded with a seed mixture recommended by the
B.L.M. Reseeding will be done by broadcasting or drilling at a time
specified by the B.L.M. If broadcast, a harrow or some such implement
will be dragged over the seeded area to assure seed coverage.

The Lessee further convenants and agrees that all of said clean-up
and restoration activities shall be done and performed in a diligent
and most workmanlike manner and in strict conformity with the above
mentioned Items No. 7 and No. 10.

11. OTHER INFORMATION

The Topography of the General Area - (See Topographic Map "A").

The area is a large basin formed by the Uinta Mountains to the north
and the Book Cliff Mountains to the south. The Green River is
located approximately eight (8) miles to the southeast of the
location site.

The basin floor is interlaced with numerous canyons and ridges
formed by the non-perennial streams of the area. The sides of
these canyons are steep and ledges formed in sandstone, conglomerate
deposits, and shale are common in this area.

The geologic structures of the area that are visable, are of the
Uinta formation (Eocene Epoch) Tertiary Period in the upper elevations
and the cobblestone and younger alluvial deposits from the Quaternary
Period.

Outcröps of sandstone ledges, conglomerate deposits and shale are
common in this area.

The topsoils in the area range from a light brownish-gray sandy
clay (SM-ML) type soil with poorly graded gravels to a clayey
(OL) soil.

The majority of the numerous washes and draws in the area are non-

perennial in nature during the early spring run-off and heavy rain
storms of long duration which are rare as the normal annual rain-
fall in the area is only 8
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11. OTHER INFORMATION - Cont'd

Due to the low precipitation average, climatic conditions and the
marginal types of soils, the vegetation that is found in the area
is common of the semi-arid regions and consists of areas of sage-

brush, rabbitbrush, some grasses and cacti as the primary flora.
This is also true of the lower elevations.

The fauna of the area is sparse and consists predominately of the
mule deer, pronghorn antelope, coyotes, rabbits and varieties of
small ground squirrels and other types of rodents. The area is
used by man for the primary purpose of grazing domestic sheep and
cattle.

The birds of the area are raptors, finches, ground sparrows, magpies,
crows and jays.

The Topography of the immediate area - (See Topographic Map "B").

The terrain in the vicinity of the location slopes from the north
through the location site to the southeast at approximately 0.2%
grade.

The vegetation in the immediate area surronding the location site
consists of sagebrush and grasses with large areas devoid of any
vegetation.

There are no occupied dwellings or other facilities of this nature
in the general area.

There are no visible archeological, historical or cultural sites
within any reasonable proximity of the proposed location site.
(See Topographic Map "B"). A class III intensive cultural survey
was conducted and clearance has been granted by Archeological-
Environmental Research Corporation. If any cultural resources
are found during construction, all work will stop and the B.L.M.
will be notified.

9. All off-lease storage, off-lease measurement, or commingling on-lease or off-lease will
have prior written approval from the BLM, Vernal Field Office.

All measurement points shall be identified as point of sales or allocation for royalty
determination prior to the installation of facilities.

10. Oil and gas meters will be calibrated in place prior to any deliveries. The Field Office
Petroleum Engineers will be provided with a date and time for the initial meter
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and all future meter proving schedules. A copy of the meter calibration reports will be
submitted to the BLM, Vernal Field Office. All measurement facilities will conform to the
API standards for liquid hydrocarbons and the AGA standards for natural gas
measurement.

11. A schematic facilities diagram as required by Onshore Oil & Gas Order No. 3 shall be
submitted to the BLM, Vernal Field Office within 30 days of installation or first production,
whichever occurs first. All site security regulations as specified in Onshore Oil & Gas
Order No. 3 shall be adhered to.

g. Unit agreement and / or participating area name and number, if
applicable.

13. Any venting or flaring of gas will be done in accordance with Notice to Lessees (NTL) 4A
and needs prior approval from Field Office Petroleum Engineers.

14. AIIundesirable events (fires, accidents, blowouts, spills, discharges) as specified in NTL
3A will be reported to the BLM,Vernal Field Office. Major events as defined in NTL3A,
will be reported verbally within 24 hours, followed by a written report within 15 days.
"Other than Major Events" will be reported in writing within 15 days. "Minor Events" will
be reported on the Monthly Report of Operations and Production.

15. Pursuant to Onshore Oil & Gas Order No. 7, this is authorization for pit disposal of water
produced from this well for a period of 90 days from the date of initial production. A
permanent disposal method must be approved by this officeand in operation prior to the
end of this 90-day period. In order to meet this deadline, an application for the proposed
permanent disposal method shall be submitted along with any necessary water
analyses, as soon as possible, but no later than 45 days after the date of first production.
Any method of disposal which has not been approved prior to the end of the authorized
90-day period will be considered as an incident of Noncompliance and will be
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for issuing a shut-in order until an acceptable manner for disposing of said water is
provided and approved by this office.
