1) EXISTING ROADS

See attached topographic maps A & B. Directiones take Highway 40 south

from Vernal. Continue south when highway 40 veers east for a total of
12 miles. The road presently runs 1/4 mile west of the location, so new
road construction is needed.

2) PLANNED ACCESS ROAD

See attached topographic map A . It will be necessary to construct approximately
.25 miles of new road to connect the existing road with the proposed

location. Construction of the new road will meet the following standards.

Maximum grade should not exceed 75 (7' per 100). The trail will be an 18"
crown road (9' on either side of the centerline) with drain ditches along
either side of the proposed road where it is determined necessary in orderto handle any run off from any normal meteorological conditions that are
prevalent to this area.

Back slopes along the cut areas of the road will be l 1/2 to 1 slopes and
terraced.

The road will be centerline flagged prior to the commencement of construction.

No major cuts or fills appear necessary. No culverts will be needed. See
Topo Map 3.

The grade of this road will be constructed from native borrow accumulated
during construction.

Any fences that are encountered along this access road will be cut and
replaced with a cattleguard with a minimum width of 18 ' and a loading
factor large enough to facilitate the heavy trucks required in the drilling
production of this well.

If cattleguards are to be located at existing gates, they will be installed
with the above requirements with a new gate installed at one end of the
cattleguard.

4) LOCATIONOF TANKBATTERIES, PRODUCTION FACILITIES AND PRODUCTION
GATHERINGAND SERVICE LINES

At the present time there are no Calais Resources, Inc. batteries,
production facilities, oil gathering lines, gas gathering lines, injection
or disposal lines within a two mile radius.

In the event that production of this well is established, then the existing
area of the location will be utilized for the establishment of the necessary
production facilities.

This area will be built, if possible, with the native materials and if these
materials are not available, then the necessary arrangements will be made
to get them from private sources.

The total area that is needed for the production of this well will be fenced
and cattleguards will be utilized for access to these facilities.

The rehabilitation of the disturbed area that is not required for the
production of this well will meet the requirements of Items #7 and #10
and these requirements and standards will be adhered to .

If production facilities are necessary, these facilities will be constructed
as shown in Figure 1.

5) LOCATIONAND TYPE OF WATERSUPPLY

Water will be hauled from the Green River by truck. A state water permit
will be provided by the trucking firm.

The existing roads and proposed roads previously noted will be all that
are needed. No water well will be drilled for this operation.

6) soURCE OF coNSTRUCTIONMATERIALS

All construction materials for this location site and access road shall
be borrow materials accumulated during construction of the location site
and access road. No additional road gravels or pit lining material from
other sources are anticipated at this time, but if they are required the
appropriate actions will be taken to acquire them from private sources.

7) METHODSFOR HANDLINGWASTE DISPOSKL

See Location Layout Sheet. A reserve and burn pit will be constructed.

The reserve pit will be approximately 8 ' deep and at least one half of
this depth shall be below the surface of the existing ground.

One half of the reserve pit will be used as a fresh water storage area
during the drilling of this well and the other one half will be used to
store non-flammable materials such as cuttings, salts, drilling fluids,
chemicals. A test tank will be used to contain prodeued fluids.

If deemed necessary by the agencies concerned, to prevent contamination
to surrounding areas, the reserve pits will be lined with a gel.

The pits will have wire and overhead flagging installed at such time as
deemed necessary to protect the water fowl, wildlife, domestic animals.

On the onset of drilling, this reserve pit will be fenced on three sides
and at the time the drilling activities are completed, it will be fenced
on the fourth side and allowed to dry completely prior to the time that
backfilling and reclamation activities are attempted.

When the reserve pit dries and the reclamation activites commence, the
pits will be covered with a minimum of four feet of soil and all require-
ments in Item #10 will be followed.

Trash will be placed in a completely enclosed container and hauled off the
location.

All flammable materials will be burned and then buried upon completion of
this well.

A portable chemical toilet will be supplied for human



8) ANCILIARY FACILITIES

There are no ancillary facilities planned for at the present time and none
foreseen in the near future.

9) WELL SITE LAYOUT

See attached Location Layout Sheet. The B.L.M. District Manager shall be
notified before any construction begins on the proposed location site.

As mentioned in Item #7, the pits will be unlined unless it is determined
by the representatives of the agencies involved that the materials are too
porous and would cause contamination to the surrounding area. Then the
pits will be lined with a gel and any other type material necessary to make
it safe and tight.

When drilling activities commence, all work shall proceed in a neat and
orderly seguence.

10) PIANS FOR RESPORATION OF SURFACE

As there is some topsoil on the location site, all topsoil shall be stripped
and stockpiled. (See location layout sheet and Item #9.) When all drilling
and production activities have been completed, the location site and access
road will be reshaped to the original contour and stockpiled topsoil
spread over the disturbed area.

As mentioned in Item #7, the reserve pit will be completely fenced and
wired and overhead wire and flagging installed, if there is oil in the
pits, and then allowed to completely dry before covering.

Restoration activities shall begin as soon as possible after the reserve
pit has dried up, and will be completed without undue delay .

When restoration activities have been completed, the location site and
access ramp shall be reseeded with a seed mixture recommended by the
B.L.M. District Manager when the moisture content of the soil is adequate
for germination. The Lessee further covenants and agrees that all of said
cleanup and restoration activities shall be done and performed in a
diligent and most workmanlike manner and in strict conformity with the
above mentioned Items #7 and



11) 01'HER INFORMATION

The drillsite is located in an area of moderate slope (see cross section).
The Surface is the Uinta formation, light brown sandy clay with sparse
sageb:rush cover. There are no trees on the proposed location.

General use of the surface is grazing. The new road and location are
federally owned.

An archeological report will be filed on this prospect under separate
cover.

The closest water is located in the Green River.

Blowout preventer
controls will be installed prior to drilling the surface casing plug and
will remain in use until the well is campleted or abandoned. Preventers
will be inspected and operated at least daily to ensure good mechanical
working order, and this inspection recorded on the daily drilling report.
Preventers will be pressure tested before drilling casing cement plugs.

3. Mud Program and Circulating Medium:

The APD describes the mud weights and desired mud viscosities for the
drilling project. No chramates are to be used without the approval of
the Vernal Engineering Staff.

4. Coring, Inqqing and Testing Program:

Run adequate electric, sonic, radioactivity and caliper logs to identify
prime oil shale zones and fresh water aquifers. Casing and cementing
programs will be adjusted to protect oil and gas zones, other minerals
and fresh water.

Whether the well is completed as a dry bole or as a producer, "Well
Campletion and Recampletion Report and Log" (Form 3160-4) will be
submitted not later than 15 days after campletion of the well or after
completion of operations being performed, in accordance with 43 CFR 3164.
Two copies of all logs, core descriptions, core analyses, well-test data,
geologic surmiaries, sample description, and all other surveys or data
obtained and campiled during the drilling, workover, and/or campletion
operations, will be filed with form 3160-4. Samples (cuttings, fluids,
and/or gases) will be suhaitted when requested by the authorized of ficer
(AO)



5. No location will be constructed or moved, no well will be plugged, and no
drilling or workover equipment will be removed fram a well to be placed
in a suspended status without prior approval of the AO. If operations
are to be suspended, prior approval of the AO will be obtained and
notification given before resumption of operations.

The spud date will be reported orally to the AOwithin 48 hours after
spudding. If the spudding occurs on a weekend or holiday, the report
will be submitted on the following regular work day.

In accordance with Onshore Oil and Gas Order No. 1, this well will be
reported on Form 9-329 "Monthly Report of Operations", starting with the
month in which operations ccntnence and continue each month until the well
is physically plugged and abandoned. This report will be filed, in
duplicate, directly with Royalty Management Accounting Center, Minerals
Management Service, P. O. Box 2859, Casper, Wyoming 82602, and a copy
forwarded to the Vernal BIN District Office, 170 South 500 East, Vernal,
Utah 84078.

If a replacement rig is contemplated for" campletion operation¾ a "Sundry
Notice" (Form 3160-5) to that effect will be filed, for prior approval of
the AO, and all conditions of this approved plan are applicable during
all operations conducted with the replacement rig.

Should the well be successfully completed for production, the AO will be
notified when the well is placed in a producting status. Such
notification will be sent by telegram or other written communication, not
later than the first business day following the date on which the well is
placed on production.

No well abandonment operations will be ccramenced without the prior
approval of the AO. In the case of newly drilled dry holes or failures,
and in emergency situations, oral approval will be obtained fram the SO.
A "Subsequent Report of Abandonment" Form 3160-5, will be filed with the
AO within 30 days following campletion of the well for abandonment. This
report will indicate where plugs were placed and the current status of
surface restoration. Final abandonment will not be approved until the
surface reclamation work required by the approved APD or approved
abandonment notice has been campleted to the satisfaction of the AO
or his representative, or the appropriate Surface Managing Agency.

A first production conference will be scheduled within 15 days after
receipt of the first production notice.

(The following stipulations apply to the Surface Use Plan)

6. Planned Access Roads: About 1, 200 feet of new road will be required.

a. Width: An 18 foot wide crowned road on a 30 foot right-of-way.
b. Maximum grades: 8 percent
c. Turnouts: None planned

Gas meter runs for each well will be located within 500 feet of the
wellhead. The gas flowline will be buried fram the wellhead to the meter
and anchored securely at the meter. Meter runs will be housed and/or
fenced.

The oil and gas measurement facilities will be installed on the well
location. The oil and gas meters will be calibrated in place prior to
any deliveries. Tests for meter accuracy will be conducted monthly for
the first three months on new meter installations and at least quarterly
thereafter. The AO will be provided with a date and time for the initial
meter calibration and all future meter proving schedules. A copy of the
meter calibration reports will be submitted to the Vernal District
Office. All meter measurement facilities will conform with the API
standards for liquid hydrocarbons and the AGA standard for natural gas
measurement.

The use of materials under BIM jurisdiction will conform to 43 CFR
3610.2-3.

Construction material will be located on lease.

8. Methods of Handling Waste Disposal:

The reserve pit will be lined with a suitable plastic



Burning will not be allowed. All trash must be contained and
disposed of by use of a trash cage during drilling operations and then
hauled to an approved disposal site.

Produced waste water will be confined to this reserve pit for a period
not to exceed 90 days after initial production. During the 90 day period
an application for approval of a permanent disposal method and location,
along with required water analysis, will be submitted for the AO's
approval. Failure to file an application within the time allowed will be
considered an incident of noncampliance, and will be grounds for issuing
a shut-in order.

9. Well Site Layout:

The well site layout diagram describes the location layout adequately.
The top 4-6" of topsoil would be stockpiled as indicated in that diagram.

Reserve pits will be fenced with a wire mesh fence and topped with at
least one strand of barbed wire.

10. Plans for Restoration of Surface:

Immediately upon campletion of drilling, the location and surround- ing
area will be cleared of all debris, materials, trash and junk not
required for production.

Before any dirt work to restore the location takes place, the re- serve
pit must be completely dry and all cans, barrels, pipe, etc. will be
removed.

Portions of the pad and reserve pits not required for production
facilities will be rehabilitated as indicated in the APD.

If the well is to be abandoned, then all disturbed areas will be
recontoured to the approximate natural contours.

The stockpiled topsoil will be evenly distributed over the disturbed
areas.

An additional cultural resource clearance will not be required before any
construction begins. If any cultural resources are found during
construction, all work will stop and the AO will be notified.
