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5. Mud Program and .Circulating Medium:

Fresh water/native mud, 8.3 - 8.5 ppg, visc 27-40

sec, will be used to 4100'. From 4100' to TD, a low solids,

non-dispersed, fresh water gel system, 8.7 - 9.0 ppg, visc 34-48

sec and 10 cc WL will be utilized while drilling the Basal Green

River and Wasatch formations.
