Pressure tests will be conducted before drilling out from under all
casing strings which are set and cemented in place. Blowout
preventer controls will be installed prior to drilling the surface
casing plug and will remain in use until the well is completed or
abandoned.

Lamediate Report: Spills, blowouts, fires, leaks, accidents, or
any other unusual occurrences shall be promptly reported in accord-
ance with the requirements of NTL-3A or its revision.

If a replacement rig is contemplated for completion operations, a
"Sundry Notice" (Form 3160-5) to that effect will be filed, for
prior approval of the AO, and all conditions of this approved plan
are applicable during all operations conducted with the replacement

Attending and participating at the July 22, 2002 hearing on behalf of the United States Department
of the Interior, Bureau of Land Management ("BLM") was Robert Henricks, Chief--Branch of
Fluid Minerals, Utah State Office, who also was present at the July 31, 2002 hearing. No persons or
parties appeared at the July 22, 2002 or the August 28, 2002 hearings in opposition to Inland's
Request for Agency Action in this matter. Frederick M. MacDonald of Pruitt, Gushee & Bachtell
appeared on behalf of Palo Production Corp. ("Palo") at the July 31, 2002 hearing.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board having fully considered Palo's withdrawal of its

protest and the designated hearing examiner's recommended findings of fact and conclusions of law

as based on the testimony adduced and the exhibits received at the July 22, 2002 hearing, being

fully advised by Hearing Examiner Baza, and good cause appearing, hereby makes the following

Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law, and Order:

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. Notices of the time, place, and purpose of the July 22, 2002 hearing and the

Board's regularly scheduled July 31, 2002 hearing were mailed to all interested parties and all

owners or operators and surface owners within one-half mile of the proposed unit by first-class

mail, postage prepaid, and were duly published in the Salt Lake Tribune, Deseret News, and the

Vernal Express pursuant to the requirements of Utah Administrative Code ("U.A.C.") Rule R641-

106-100. The notices stated that objections to Inland's Request for Agency Action should be filed

with the Secretary of the Board no later than July 8, 2002, and that objections filed later may be

considered by the Board for good cause shown. Copies of the Request for Agency Action were

mailed to all interested parties pursuant to U.A.C. Rule R641-104-135. Notice of the Board's

regularly scheduled August 28, 2002 hearing also was published pursuant to the requirements of the

Utah Administrative Code.

2. Inland Production Company is a Texas corporation in good standing, having

its principal place of business in Denver, Colorado, and is qualified to and is doing business in Utah.
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3. The proposed East Pariette (GreenRiver) Unit embraces the following
described lands in the Monument Butte Field, Uintah County, Utah:

4. The formation to be unitized and approved for enhanced and secondary
recovery operations is the Green River Formation, more particularly described as follows:

The "Unitized Formation" shall mean the subinterval of the Green RiverFormation as identified by the CNIJFDC log run in the Pariette BenchFederal #32-6 Well located in the SW¼NE¼ of Section 6, Township 9South, Range 19 East, Uintah County, Utah, with the top of the UnitizedFormation being found at a measured depth of 4,104 feet, a vertical depth of4,090 feet below the surface (736 feet subsea), and the base of the UnitizedFormation being found at a measured depth of 5,860 feet, a vertical depth of5,846 feet below the surface (-1,020feet subsea) or the stratigraphicequivalent thereof.

5. The minerals in the lands embraced within the proposed East Pariette (Green
River) Unit are subject to United States Oil and Gas Lease Nos. U-4493, U-5843, U-017991, U-
017992, U-022684-A, U-058149, UTU-16544, UTU-50385, and UTU-75089. The oil and gas and
other hydrocarbonminerals subject to these leases are owned by the United States of America.

6. Inland owns working interests in the acreage sought to be unitized.
7. The United States of America is the surface owner of most of the lands

embraced within the proposed unit area. The surface of the remaining lands is privately owned.
The federal subject lands are administered by the BLM.
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8. Drilling within the proposed project area has proceeded under state-wide

location and density patterns for the location and siting of wells established by Rule R649-3-2,

U.A.C., and predecessor rules.

9. The following wells have been completed in the acreage sought to be

unitized:

a. Pariette Bench Federal #23-5 situated in the NE¼SW¼ of Section 5,

Township 9 South, Range 19 East. This has been plugged and abandoned.

c. Pariette Bench Unit #6 situated in the SW¼SW¼ of Section 5,

Township 9 South, Range 19 East. This well has been plugged and abandoned.

d. Pariette Bench Federal #34-5 situated in the SW¼SE¼ of Section 5,

Township 9 South, Range 19 East. This well has been plugged and abandoned.

e. Pariette Bench Federal #32-6 (SI) situated in the SW¼NE¼ of

Section 6, Township 9 South, Range 19 East. First production occurred in December 1984.

f. Pariette Bench Federal #43-6 (SI) situated in the NE¼SE¼ of

g. Pariette Bench Unit #41-7 (SI) situated in the NE¼NE¼ of Section

n. Hendel Federal #1-8 situated in the SW¼SE¼ of Section 8,
Township 9 South, Range 19 East. This well has been plugged and abandoned.

o. Hendel Federal #1-9 situated in the SW¼SW¼ of Section 9,
Township 9 South, Range 19 East. First production occurred in March 1966.

p. Chorney Federal #1-9 (SI) situated in the SW¼SE¼ of Section 9,
Township 9 South, Range 19 East. First production occurred in December 1969.

q. Hendel Federal #2-17 situated in the NE¼NE¼ of Section 17,
Township 9 South, Range 19 East. This well has been plugged and abandoned.

Township 9 South, Range 19 East. This well has been plugged and abandoned.

10. Most of the wells described above have produced oil and gas from the Green

River Formation.

11. The reservoir underlying the proposed project area is a solution-gas drive

reservoir that is slightly under saturated and slightly under pressured. As is characteristic of such

reservoirs, there is a relatively rapid loss of reservoir energy as primary production occurs, resulting

in a rapid decline in production and low primary recovery.

12. As of May 1, 2002, the remaining estimated gross economic proved

producing reserves for the producing wells within the proposed East Pariette (Green River) Unit are

approximately 186,138 barrels of oil and 252,638 MCF of gas. Together with the historic

production from the wells within the proposed unit area, this primary production represents

approximately four percent of the original oil in place. If enhanced recovery operations as outlined

in petitioner's Request for Agency Action and as presented at the July 22, 2002 hearing are

implemented in the proposed East Pariette (Green River) Unit, total gross remaining reserves are

estimated to be approximately 479,318 barrels of oil and 490,757 MCF of gas.
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13. A water flood enhanced and secondary recovery project in the Green River
Formation in the proposed East Pariette (Green River) Unit area could increase ultimate recovery by
approximately 293,180 barrels of oil and 238,119 MCF of gas.

14. Inland is the operator of numerous other water flood secondary recovery
projects in the Monument Butte Field area, for example, the Monument Butte "D" Sand Unit, the
Hawkeye (GreenRiver) Unit, the Gilsonite Unit, the Expanded Travis Unit, Greater Boundary Unit,
the Sand Wash Unit, West Point (Green River) Unit, South Monument Butte Unit, and the South
Wells Draw Unit, and three enhanced and secondary recovery projects, the Monument Butte

Northeast Project, the Monument Butte East Project, and the Odekirk Spring 36 WaterfloodProject.
Inland is experienced in the operation of water flood projects.

15. Inland requested approval of the following wells as the initial water injection
wells in the proposed East Pariette (Green River) Unit: the Pariette Bench Federal #43-6 Well
situated in the NE¼SE¼ of Section 6, the Pariette Bench Unit #41-7 Well situated in the NE¼NE¼
of Section 7, and the Hendel Federal #3-17 Well situated in the SW¼NW¼ of Section 17, all in

Township 9 South, Range 19 East, S.L.M. All technical requirements for the approval of the
Pariette Bench Federal #43-6 Well as a Class II injection well have been met. The remaining
proposed initial injection wells will be approved by the Division on an administrative basis

following the completion of the UIC application process.

16. Under the proposed enhanced and secondary recovery plan, the average
injection rate will be approximately 500 barrels per day per injection well. The maximum pressure
will vary by well, but will be within the range of approximately 1,400 to 1,850 p.s.i., or a pressure
less than parting pressure as determined by step rate tests.
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17. The majority of the water to be used for the water flood project is to be

acquired from the Johnson Water District, which water is suitable for injection. Water from the

identical source is now being used, or is authorized for use, for water flood operations at other water

flood units or projects operated by Inland, as authorized by the Board. The remaining water to be

injected will be obtained from wells producing oil and gas from the formation that is being injected.

That produced water also is suitable for injection.

18. The proposed water flood project will require additional expenses beyond

the expenses associated with primary recovery operations. Enhanced and secondary recovery will

result in recovery of approximately 293,180 additional barrels of oil and 238,119 MCF of gas. The

value of the estimated additional recovery of oil and gas substantially exceeds the estimated

additional cost incident to conducting enhanced and secondary recovery operations.

19. Portions of the lands contained within the boundaries of the proposed East

Pariette (Green River) Unit are subject to the Pariette Bench Unit Agreement and Unit Operating

Agreement governingthe federally administered Pariette Bench Exploratory Unit. Concurrently

with the formation of the East Pariette (Green River) Unit, Inland will terminate the Pariette Bench

Exploratory Unit, including the unit agreement and unit operating agreement Upon the termination

of those agreements, no voluntary agreement as contemplated by Section 40-6-7(1) of the Utah

Code Annotated and no plan of development and operation of the pool as contemplated by Section

40-6-7(2) of the Utah Code Annotated will exist with respect to the proposed East Pariette (Green

River) Unit.

20. The proposed voluntary agreement contemplated by Sections 40-6-7 and 40-

6-8 of the Utah Code Annotated will take the form of the East Pariette (Green River) Unit

Agreement and East Pariette (Green River) Unit Operating Agreement, as introduced, amended, and
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admitted into evidence at the July 22, 2002 hearing, and which contain all provisions required by
statute. The East Pariette (Green River) Unit Agreement (Figure 5 in Exhibit 1, as introduced and
admitted at the July 22, 2002 hearing) was amended and revised at the hearing by Exhibit 11

(revising the participation and allocation formula) (collectively hereinafter,the "Revised East
Pariette (Green River) Unit Agreement"). The East Pariette (Green River) Unit Operating
Agreement (Figure 6 in Exhibit 1, as introduced and admittedat the July 22, 2002 hearing) was
revised and amendedat the hearing by Exhibit 15 (revising Exhibit "D" to the unit operating
agreement) (collectively, hereinafter, the "Revised East Pariette (Green River) Unit Operating
Agreement").

21. In excess of 70 percent of all owners of working interests and non-cost

bearing interests, such as royalty and overriding royalty interests, are agreeable to the plan of unit
development and enhanced and secondary recovery operations prescribed by the Division and the
Board, as provided in petitioner's Request for Agency Action and Exhibits 1, 2, 5, 6, 9, 10, 11, 13,
and 15 through 18 as introduced and admitted at the July 22, 2002 hearing, and have expressed in
writing their approval of said plan of operations.

22. The United States of America has indicated that it is willing to approve the
proposed unit, enhanced, and secondary recovery operations.

23. Inland will be designated unit operator.

24. The formula for allocation of costs and production proposed by Inland as
contained in the Revised East Pariette (Green River) Unit Agreement utilizes parameters previously
approved by the Board for use in several of Inland's other water flood secondary recovery projects.
Such parameters are commonly used in the industry and the participation formula is consistent with
industry practices.

Board, as provided in petitioner's Request for Agency Action and Exhibits 1, 2, 5, 6, 9, 10, 11, 13,
and 15 through 18 as introduced and admitted at the July 22, 2002 hearing, and have expressed in
writing their approval of said plan of operations.

22. The United States of America has indicated that it is willing to approve the
proposed unit, enhanced, and secondary recovery operations.

23. Inland will be designated unit operator.

24. The formula for allocation of costs and production proposed by Inland as
contained in the Revised East Pariette (Green River) Unit Agreement utilizes parameters previously
approved by the Board for use in several of Inland's other water flood secondary recovery projects.
Such parameters are commonly used in the industry and the participation formula is consistent with
industry practices.



25. The Revised East Pariette (Green River) Unit Agreement and RevisedEast

Pariette (Green River) Unit Operating Agreement, with attachments, as amended and revised and as

introduced and admitted at the July 22, 2002 hearing as materials in Exhibits 1, 11, and 15 are

acceptable to the Division and the Board.

26. The Geology and Engineering Report for the proposed East Pariette (Green

River) Unit as revised by Exhibits 5, 6, 9, 10, 13, and 16 and as introduced and admitted at the July

22, 2002 hearing as materials contained in Exhibit 2, is acceptable to the Division and the Board.

27. The plan of development contained in the Revised East Pariette (Green

River) Unit Agreement, the Revised East Pariette (Green River) Unit Operating Agreement, and the

Geology and Engineering Report will satisfy the requirements of Section 40-6-8(3) of the Utah

Code Annotated, and will accomplish the goals of the enhanced and secondary recovery project.

28. Unit, enhanced, and secondary recovery operations in the proposed East

Pariette (Green River) Unit area are necessary to fulfill the purposes of Chapter 6 of Title 40 of the

Utah Code Annotated.

29. Section 59-5-102(4) of the Utah Code Annotated provides that a 50 percent

reduction in the severance tax rate is imposed upon the incremental production achieved from an

enhanced recovery project. Section 59-5-101(4) provides, in pertinent part, that:

"Enhanced recovery project" means: (a) the injection of liquids . . .

directly into a reservoir for the purpose of augmenting reservoir energy,
modifying the properties of the fluids or gases in a reservoir, or changing
the reservoir conditions to increase the recoverable oil, gas, or oil and gas
through the joint use of two or more well bores; and (b) a project initially
approved by the board as a new or expanded recovery project on or after
January 1, 1996.

Section 59-5-101(6) provides that:

"Incremental production" means that part of production, certified by the
Division of Oil, Gas and Mining, which is achieved from an enhanced
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recovery project that would not have economically occurred under the
reservoir conditions existing before the project and that has been
approved by the division as incremental production.

30. The unit, enhanced, and secondary operations for the proposed East Pariette

(Green River) Unit qualify as operationsof an enhanced recovery project for purposes of Section

59-5-102(4) of the Utah Code Annotated.

31. On July 18, 2002, the Board received by facsimile a letter dated July 18,

2002, from Palo Production Corp. ("Palo") filed in protest of Inland's proposed East Pariette (Green
River) Unit. The July 18, 2002 letter indicates that Palo received notice of Inland's Request for

Agency Action on June 26, 2002. Palo also acknowledges that the proposed unit would include an

82.33 acre tract of Federal Oil and Gas Lease No. UTU-75089, which Palo owns. The letter

indicates that Palo objects to the approval of the proposed unit because approval of the unit would

result in the segregation of the federal lease, and Palo had "some question about the calculation of

beneficialpercentage participation rather than a more standard participation factor." Palo's protest

letter was filed after the July 8, 2002 deadline for filing protests to Inland's Request for Agency

Action. The letter did not provide any reasons why the protest letter was filed after the protest

period expired, nor does it make any showing of good cause why the Board should consider Palo's

untimely objections.

32. Petitioner Inland, representatives of the BLM, and the Division's attorney

and staff, were the only persons or parties who attended or participated in the July 22, 2002 hearing.

33. Both Palo and Inland attended and appeared at the Board's July 31, 2002

hearing.

34. Palo withdrew its protest by letter dated August 8, 2002, addressed to and

filed with the Board.
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CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

35. Due and regular notice of the time, place, and purposes of the July 22, 2002

hearing and the Board's regularly scheduled July 31, 2002 and August 28, 2002 hearings was given

to all interested parties and all owners and operators and surface owners within one-half mile of the

proposed unit in the form and manner and within the time required by law and the Rules and

Regulations of the Board. Due and regular notice of the filing of the Request for Agency Action

was given to all interested parties and all owners and operators and surface owners within one-half

mile of the proposed unit in the form and manner and within the time required by law and the Rules

and Regulations of the Board.

36. The Board has jurisdictionof the parties and subject matter of this Request

for Agency Action, pursuant to Sections 40-6-5, 40-6-7, and 59-5-102 of the Utah Code Annotated

and has power and authority to make and promulgate the order herein set forth.

37. Unit, enhanced, and secondary recovery operations in the Green River

Formation as contemplated by the Revised East Pariette (Green River) Unit Agreement and Revised

East Pariette (Green River) Unit Operating Agreement, as introduced and admitted at the July 22,

2002 hearing, are in the public interest and will promote conservation, will increase ultimate

recovery, will prevent waste, and will protect correlative rights.

38. Unit, enhanced, and secondary recovery operations for the proposed East

Pariette (Green River) Unit are reasonably necessary to fulfill the purposes of Chapter 6 of Title 40

of the Utah Code Annotated.

39. The plan of development contained in the Revised East Pariette (Green

River) Unit Agreement, Revised East Pariette (Green River) Unit Operating Agreement, and

Geology and Engineering Report as contained in Exhibits 1, 2, 5, 6, 9, 10, 11, 13, and 15 through 18
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and as introduced and admitted at the July 22, 2002 hearing will accomplish the goals of the
proposed East Pariette (Green River) Unit.

40. Petitioner's application for injection well for the Pariette Bench Federal #43-

6 Well meets all applicable statutory and administrative requirements for the approval of the well as
a Class H injection well.

41. Good cause appears to certify the East Pariette (Green River) Unit as an

enhanced recovery project for the purposes of Section 59-5-102(4)of the Utah Code Annotated.

42. Inland has complied with the requirements of Section 40-6-8(4) of the Utah
Code Annotated.

ORDER

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that:

1. The Green River Formation, defined as follows:

enhanced recovery project for the purposes of Section 59-5-102(4)of the Utah Code Annotated.

42. Inland has complied with the requirements of Section 40-6-8(4) of the Utah
Code Annotated.

ORDER

2. The unit hereby established shall be known as the East Pariette (Green

River) Unit.

3. The Green River Formation, as defined in paragraph 1 of this Order,

constitutes a pool for the operation of a water flood enhanced and secondary recovery project, and

the Board hereby establishes the same to be operated as a unit for enhanced and secondary recovery

operations.

4. The East Pariette Unit Agreement and East Pariette Unit Operating

Agreement, with attachments, as amended and revised in the form introduced and admitted at the

July 22, 2002 hearing as materials in Exhibits 1, 11, and 15 (the "Revised East Pariette Unit

Agreement" and "Revised East Pariette Unit Operating Agreement," respectively) are approved.

5. The plan of development and operations set forth in the Revised East Pariette

Unit Agreement and the Revised East Pariette Unit Operating Agreement, and the Geology &

Engineering Report, as revised by Exhibits 5, 6, 9, 10, 13, and 16 and as introduced and admitted at

the July 22, 2002 hearing as materials contained in Exhibit 2, is hereby approved.

6. Pursuant to Utah Code Ann. §40-6-8(4), the Revised East Pariette Unit

Agreement and Revised East Pariette Unit Operating Agreement shall be binding upon all owners

of working interests or operating rights and all owners of lessor's royalty and other leasehold

burdens as authorized by Utah Code Ann. §§40-6-7 and 40-6-8, because more than 70 percent of
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those owners have approved in writing the plan for unit operations prescribed by the Division and

the Board.

7. Any owner of working interest or operating rights who does not voluntarily

commit its interest to the East Pariette Unit shall be a "non-consenting owner" and shall be deemed

to have contracted with the unit operator for its proportionate part of the cost of developing and

operating the Unit Area in accordance with Section 40-6-8(3)(e) of the Utah Code Annotated.

8. The allocation formula described in the Revised East Pariette Unit

Agreement and the Revised East Pariette Unit Operating Agreement is hereby approved.

9. Istratid'sapplication for approval of the Pariette Bench Federal #43-6 Well as

a Class II injection well is approved. The remaining individual injection wells shall be approved by

the Division on an administrative basis in accordance with Utah Administrative Code R649-5-2.

10. The East Pariette (Green River) Unit is certified as an enhanced recovery

project for purposes of the severance tax rate reduction pursuant to Section 59-5-102(4) of the Utah

Code Annotated.

11. State-wide field or well location and siting rules affecting the subject lands

and formation are hereby suspended to the extent said orders or rules are inconsistent with this

Order.

12. This Order does not waive jurisdictionof the Board over the Underground

Injection Control (UIC) program with respect to the injection wells contemplated for the East

Pariette (Green River) Unit Area, and expressly directs Inland to comply with all requirements and

procedures of the UIC program.

13. The underground injection program proposed by Inland in connection with

the enhanced and secondary recovery project is hereby approved.
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14. Pursuant to Utah Administrative Code R641 and Utah Code Ann. §63-46b-6

to -10 (1953, as amended), the Board has considered and decided this matter as a formal

adjudication.

15. This Findings of Fact, Conclusion of Law and Order ("Order") is based

exclusively on evidence of record in the adjudicative proceeding or on facts officiallynoted, and

constitutes the signed written order stating the Board's decision and the reasons for the decision,all

as required by the Utah Administrative Procedures Act, Utah Code Ann. §63-46b-10 and Utah

Administrative Code R641-109.

16. Notice re Right to Seek Judicial Review by the Utah Supreme Court or to

Request Board Reconsideration: As required by Utah Code Ann. §63-46b-10(e) to -10(g) (1953, as

amended), the Board hereby notifies all parties in interest that they have the right to seek judicial

review of this final Board Order in this formal adjudication by filing a timely appeal with the Utah

Supreme Court within 30 days after the date that this Order is issued. Utah Code Ann.

§ 63-46b-14(3)(a) and -16 (1953, as amended). As an alternative to seeking immediate judicial

review, and not as a prerequisite to seeking judicial review, the Board also hereby notifies parties

that they may elect to request that the Board reconsider this Order, which constitutes a final agency

action of the Board. Utah Code Ann. § 63-46b-13, entitled, "Agency review - Reconsideration,"

states:

(1)(a) Within 20 days after the date that an order is issued for which
review by the agency or by a superior agency under Section
63-46b-12 is unavailable, and if the order would otherwise constitute
final agency action, any party may file a written request for
reconsideration with the agency, stating the specific grounds upon
which relief is requested.
(b) Unless otherwise provided by statute, the filing of the request is
not a prerequisite for seeking judicial review of the order.
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(2) The request for reconsideration shall be filed with the agency andone copy shall be sent by mail to each party by the person makingthe request.
(3)(a) The agency head, or a person designated for that purpose,shall issue a written order granting the request or denying the request.(b) If the agency head or the person designated for that purpose doesnot issue an order within 20 days after the filing of the request, therequest for reconsideration shall be considered to be denied.

_Id.The Board also herebynotifies the parties that Utah AdministrativeCode R641-110-100,which
is part of a group of Board rules entitled, "Rehearing and Modificationof Existing Orders," states:

Any person affected by a final order or decision of the Board mayfile a petition for rehearing. Unless otherwise provided, a petition forrehearing must be filed no later than the 10* day of the monthfollowingthe date of signing of the final order or decision for whichthe rehearing is sought. A copy of such petition will be served oneach other party to the proceeding no later than the 15* day of thatmonth.

Id. See Utah AdministrativeCode R641-110-200 for the required contents of a petition for
rehearing. If there is any conflict between the deadline in Utah Code Ann §63-46b-13 (1953, as
amended) and the deadline in Utah Administrative Code R641-110-100 for moving to rehear this
matter, the Board hereby rules that the later of the two deadlines shall be available to any party
moving to rehear this matter. If the Board later denies a timely petition for rehearing, the party may
still seek judicialreview of the Order by perfecting a timely appeal with the Utah Supreme Court
within 30 days thereafter.

17. The Board retains continuing jurisdiction over all the parties and over the
subject matter of this Cause, except to the extent said jurisdictionmay be divested by the filing of a
timely appeal to seek judicialreview of this Order by the Utah Supreme Court.

18. For all purposes, the Chairman's signature on a faxed copy of this Order
shall be deemed the equivalent of a signed original.
