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1. Existing Roads

See attached Topographic Map "A" & "B".

To reach the proposed well location site Roosevelt Unit #16 located in
the NE 1/4 NE 1/4 Section 29, T1S, R1E, Uintah County, Utah:

Proceed Easterly out of Roosevelt, Utah along U.S. Highway 40 - 4.49
miles to the junction of-this Righway and a-county-road heading-North; .

proceed North along this road 4.9 miles to its junction with an existing
road to the East; proceed Easterly along this road 1.0 miles to it's
junction with a road which goes to the North; proceed North 0.64 miles to
the junction with the proposed access road (to be discussed in Item #2).

There will be no maintenance required along the aforementioned

highways. They are bituminous surface roads and are maintained by state
road crews. The remaining existing road is county maintained.

2. Planned Access Road

See Topographic Map "B".

The proposed access road leaves the existing road described in Item #1
in the SE 1/4 NE 1/4 Section 28, T1S, R1E, U.S.B.L.M., and proceeds in a

Northerly direction approximately 1200 feet; then veers Northwest an
additional 800' to the proposed location site.

The proposed road, on a 30' right of way, will be an 18' crown road with

drainage ditches along either side of the proposed road where it is determined

necessary in order to handle any run-off from normal meteorological conditions

that are prevalent to this area.

The grade--of this road is relatively flat but will not exceed 8%. This

well will be constructed from native burrow, however, any materials not

available during construction will be purchased from private ownership.

Back slopes along the cut areas..of . the, road will be-1 1/2 to 1 slopes
and terraced.

The road will be centerline flagged prior to the commencement of
construction.

There will be one culvert required along this access road. It will be
placed according to specifications found in the Oil and Gas Surface Operations
Manual.

There will be no turnouts required along.this access road. Cattleguards
will be installed as necessary.

All surface rights to this location are held by the Ute Indian
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Thè road will be upgraded to meet the standards of the anticipated traffic

flow and all-weather road requirements. Upgrading will include ditching, draining,
graveling, crowning and capping the roadbed as necessary to provide a well constructed
safe road. Prior to upgrading, the road will be cleared of any snow cover and

allowed to dry completely. Traveling off the 30 foot right-of-way will not be
allowed. Road drainage crossing will be of the typical dry creek drainage
crossing type. Crossings will be designed so they will not cause siltation

or accumulation of debris in the drainage crossing. No drainages will be
blocked by the roadbed. Erosion of the drainage ditches will be controlled by
the use of -cut outs;---Upgrading-wil14e performed--during-.dry conditions -o.nly.

3. Existing Wells

There are eight known producing wells, no water wells, and 2 abandoned
wells within a one mile radius of this location site. (See Topographic Map "B"

for the location of these wells relative to the proposed location site).

There are no known water wells, temporarily abandoned wells, disposal
wells, drilling wells, shut-in wells, injection wells, monitoring or observation

wells for other resources located within a one-mile radius of this location site.

4. Location of Proposed Facilities

There are no existing production facilities to be utilized in the event

that this well is a producer.

Any production facilities needed for this well will be constructed on

the well site. (See attachnient "C").-The tank battery will be diked with-

the dikes having a storage capacity of 1 1/2 times the capacity of the battery.
The tank battery will be placed on the west side of location,.and all surface
equipment will be painted "Desert Brown" (10 Yr 6/3) as instructed by the

controlling agency.

The total area that is needed for the production of this well will be
fenced and cattleguards will be utilized for access to these facilities.

The area wil14e built..if -possible.,--with.native
materials and if these

materials are not available, then the necessary arrangements will be made to

get them from a private source.

5. Location and Type of Water Supply

All water to be used in the drilling of this well will be secured from the

Ute Indian Tribe. The water source will be in Section 29.

The water will be hauled by truck or pumped to location dependent on the
weather.

There will be no water well drilled at this location site.

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6. Source of Conettuctioñ Materials -

All construction materials for this location site and access road shall

be burrow material accumulated during construction of the location site and

access road. No additional road gravels from other sources are anticipated at
this time, but if they are rquired, the approporiate actions will be taken to
acquire them from private sources.

7. Methods of Handling Waste Disposal-

See Location Layout Sheet.

A reserve pit shall be constructed.

The reserve pit will be 12' deep and at least half of the depth of the
reserve pit shall be below the existing ground surface.

One-half of the reserve pit will be used as a fresh water storage area

during the drilling of this well and the other one-half will be used to store
non-flammable material such as cuttings, salts, drilling fluids, chemicals,
produced fluids, etc.

As deemed necessary by the agencies concerned, to conserve water, the
reserve pit will be lined with 2#/square foot Bentonite.

The pits will have wire and overhead flagging installed at such time as

deemed necessary to protect the water fowl, wildlife, and domestic animals.

At the onset of drilling, the reserve pit will be fenced -on-three -sides and -

at the time the drilling activities are completed, it will be fenced on the
fourth side and allowed to dry completely prior to the time that backfilling
and reclamation activities are attempted.

When-the-reserve pit-dries and the- reclamation activities_.commence, _the
pits will be covered with a minimum of four feet of soil and all requirements of

Item #10 will be followed.

A portable trash basket-will be placed on the location site and all trash
will be hauled to the nearest sanitary landfill. The trash basket will be
rented from a local company. (ie. TOCO)

A portable chemical toilet will be supplied forehuman waste.

8. Ancillary Facilities

There are no ancillary facilities planned for at the present time and

none foreseen in the near future.

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9. Well Site Layout

See attached location layout sheet.

The B. L. M. Representative shall be notified before any construction

begins on the proposed location site and road.

As mentioned in Item #7, the pits will be lined as it was determined by
the representatives of the agencies involved that the materials are too
porous and would cause unrecessary waste of water.

All pits will be fenced with a wire mesh fence and topped with at least
one strand of barbed wire. As stated in Item #7, the reserve pit will be
fenced on three sides during drilling operations and fenced on fourth side after
well has been drilled. Any hydrocarbons on the pit will be removed from the pit
as soon as possible after drilling operations are completed. Pits will be
fenced and maintained until cleanup.

10. Plans for Restoration of Surface

As there is some topsoil on the location site, all topsoil shall be
stripped and stockpiled. (See location layout sheet and Item #9). When
all drilling and production activities have been completed, the location site
and access road will be reshaped to the original contour and stockpiled
topsoil spread over the disturbed area.

Any drainages rerouted during the construction actîvities shall be
restored to their original line of flow as nearly as possible. Fences around

pits are to be removed upon completion of drilling activities and all waste
being contained in trash basket shall be hauled to the nearest sanitary landfill.

Restoration activities shall begin as soon as feasible after completion of
the well. Once restoration activities have begun, they shall be completed

within eight months.

When restoration activities have been completed, the location site and

access ramp shall be reseeded with a seed mixture recommended by the Bureau of

Land Management when the moisturemontent. of the. soil -is, adequate for germination.
The Lessee further covenants and agrees that all of said clean-up and restoration

activities shall be done and performed in a diligent and most workmanlike manner
and in strict conformity with the above mentioned Item #7 and #10.

Seeding will be performed with either a dise type drill or by broadcast
spreader. Should a broadcast spreader be used, the seed amount per acre will

be doubled.

11. Surface Ownership

The surface rights to this well location and access road are held by the
Ute Indian Tribe.

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12, Other Information

The Topography.of the General Area - (See Topographic Map "A")

The area slopes from the rim of the Book Cliff Mountains to the South
to the Uintah Mountains to the North, and is a portion of the Uintah Basin.
The area is interlaced with numerous canyons and ridges which are extremely
steep with numerous ledges formed in sandstone, conglomerates, and shale
deposits.

The majority of the washes and streams in the area are non-perennial
in nature with the only one in the area having a year round flow being the
Montes Creek to the Southwest, of which the numerous washes, draws and non-

perennial streams are tributaries to.

The majority of the surrounding drainages are of a non-perennial nature
with normal flow limited to the early spring and extremely rare heavy thunder-

storms, or rainstorms of high intensity that lasts over an extended period of
time and are extremely rare in nature as the normal annual precipitation is only 8".

All drainages in the immediate area are non-perennial streams and flow
to the South and are tributaries to the Green River.

The soils of this semi-arid area are of the Uinta Formation and Duchesne
River Formation (the Fluvial Sandstone and Mudstone) from the Eocene Epoch and
Quaternary Epoch (gravels surfaces) and the visible geologic structure consists
of light brownish-gray clays (OL) to sandy soils (SM-ML) with poor gravels and
shales with outcrops of rock (sandstone, mudstone, conglomerates and shales).

Due to the low precipitation average, climatic conditions and the
marginal types of soils, the vegetation that is found in the area are
common of the semi-arid region we are located in and in the lower
elevations of the Uintah Basin. It consists of, as primary flow areas of
sagebrush, rabbitbrush, some grasses, and cacti and large areas of bare soils
devoid of any growth in the areas away from and in the vicinity of non-perennial
streams and along the areas that are formed along the edges of perennial streams,
cottonwood, willows, tamarack, sagebrush, rabbitbrush, grasses and cacti can be
found.

The fauna of the area is sparse and consists predominantly of the mule
deer, coyotes, pronghorn antelope, rabbits, and varieties of small ground
squirrels and other types of rodents, and various reptiles common to this area.

The birds of the area are raptors, finches, ground sparrows, magpies, crows,
and jays.

The area is used by man for the primary purpose of grazing domestic livestock.

The Topography of the Immediate Area - (See Topographic Map "B").

Roosevelt Unit #16 location site sits on a relatively flat area near the
bottom of the West channel of the Uinta River.
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The geologic structure of the location is of the Uinta Formation and
consists of light brownish-gray clay (SP-PL) with some sandstone outcrops.

The ground slopes from the Southwest through the site to the Northeast at
approximately a 1% grade.

The location is covered with some sparse pasture grasses.

The total surface ownership affected by this location is owned by the
Ute Tribe.--

There are no occupied dwellings or other facilities of this nature in the
general area.

There are no visible archaeological, historical, or cultural sites within

any reasonable proximity of the proposed location site. (See Topographic Map "B").
An archaeological survey has been performed and will be submitted under separate
cover.

The surface formation at this well site is the Duschesne River Formation.
The drilling of this well will encounter only three formations:

3. Pressure Control Equipment-

This well will be equipped with 10" 5000# WP BOP's.containing both pipe
rams and blind rams, the well wîll also have hydril mounted above the BOP's
with a 5000# WP. The choke manifold is constructed of 3" pipe and contains
both hydraulic and manual gate valves. All valves are N. A. C. E. trimmed
valves and have a. 5000#_ WR._ Lines_will go from the manifold to both the gas
buster and the flare pit.

Pressure tests will be conducted prior to drilling out from under the
surface casing. BOP's will remain on the well until the well is completed or
abandoned. Preventers will be inspected and operated at least daily to insure
good mechanical workîng order, and the inspection will be recorded in the
daily drilling report.

4. Casing Program and Auxiliary Equipment

1. A kelly cock will be used at all times.

2. A float will be used above bit whenever possible.

3. A PVT, pit volume totalizer, will be used whenever possible.

4. A stabbing valve will be on the rig floor to be stabbed into drili

Drill 12 1/4" hole to 2500 . Run 2500' of new 8 5/8" 24# K-55 ST&C
casing. Cement with 950 sacks Lite cement containing 10#/sack Gilsonite,
1/4#/sack Flocele and 2% CaCi <followed by 250 sacks class "A" cement
containing 2% CaC1 and 1/4#fsack Flocele. Cement will be brought to
surface.

Production Casing

Drill 7 7/8" hole to 10,500'. Run 2000 5 1/2" 17# N-80 LTC,
4000' 5 1/2" 17# K-55 LT&C and 4500' 5 1/2" 17# N-80 LTC. All casing
will either be new or tested hydrostatically to 5000#. Cement with

920 sacks of 50/50 Pozmix cement containing 0.5% Halad-322, 1/4#|sack
Flocele and 5% KCL. Cement top will be approximately 5500'.

1. Planned Access Roads

A. Necessary gates, cattleguards, or fence cuts and/or modification to
existing facilities - two cattleguards and one gate.
