Reference is made to the ten counterparts of an application,dated September 11, 1956, filed by Carter 011 Campany, requesting
approval of revisions of royalty participating allocation factors forthe Green River y rticipating area under the Roosevelt unit agreement,Uintah County, Utah, I-Sec. No. 886, approved October 30, 1951.

The al plication proposes to revise certain royalty inter-
est participating factors originally set forth in the schedule, exhibit
"B", accampanying the first enlargement of the Green River participatingarea approved January 13, 1953, effective as of February 1, 1952.

Carter reveals that tract 81 was erroneously shown as beingcommitted to the unit agreement and that the participating allocationwas made on a ccanitment basis. Furthermore, it has decided that aone-third royalty interest in tract 278, formed subsequent to theapproval of the unit agreement but prior to the approval of the firstrevision of the participating area, is not committed. In addition tothe above changes in the participating schedule reflected by thesenoncommitals, 6.50 acres of the unleased 40 acres in tract 300 hasbeen committed to the unit by the owner, Mr. Claude Hamill, as ofJanuary 1, 1956.

Upon review of the record and on the basis of the particularconditions in this case, we bave no objection to the changes proposedby the unit operator. It is not our policy, however, formally toapprove the participating percentages. We believe that in cases similarto this one, the súbject should be discussed with the operator and ifproved justifiable, concurrence and acceptance by the Supervisor is allthat is necessary, with, of course, appropriate submittal of copies ofyour action to this office. If in doubt, bcwever, refer to us foradvice. We are in agreement with your reec andation and all papersexcept one set are returned herewith for action by your office.

The Carter Oil Company, as Unit Operator of the Roosevelt Unit and withconcurrence of approximately 97¾ of the Unit working interest owners,
proposes to revise the royalty interest participation factors for the
Roosevelt Unit from those established by the First Revision effective
February 1, 1992, to a new set of factors as shown on.the attached Ex-
hibit nB" from February 1, 1962, to Jaruary 1, 1956, and a second setof factors beginning January 1, iç¶6. Details concerning the changesto be made are set out below.

The Participation Factors in the first revision have remained effectiveto the present time. When prepared the factors shown on the approvedExhibit "B" reflected the expected participation of royalty interestto the best of our knowledge. At that time it was also assumed thatMr. Jasper Pike, the royalty owner of Tract 81, would commit his tract;however, repeated attempts to obtain his committment as allowed by theUnit Agreement, have failed and it is now planned to surrender the lease
entirely. Therefore, Exhibit, "BU must now reflect the reduction in
acreage occasioned by the release.

With regard to Tract 278 which contained h0 acres, there was a question
with regard to the committment of the one-third (13.33) acres interestof Mr. W. H. Coltharp. It was thought that the acreage could be cam-
mitted by reason of its formation from interests already committed;
however, it has since been decided that the one-third tract interest
is not committed and should not participate. For this reason, anotherreduction of 13.33 acres must be accomplished.

In the case of Tract 300 which contains 80 acres, it was known that only60 acres was leased; however, a question then arose with regard to thepossible lease on 6.5 additional acres held by Mr. Claude Hamill, andto resolve the problem Mr. Hamill signed new instruments effective Jan.1, 1956. This addition must necessarily be included fran Jan. 1, 1996.

For the reasons set forth in the preceding paragraphs, we are now pre-
pared to alter the royalty interest participation factors effectivefor the period Feb. 1, 1962, the first of the month following

to Jan. 1, 1956. These factors will reflect the loss of the LO acres
of Tract 81 and 13.33 acres of Tract 278. A second set of factors has
been calculated for use after Jan. 1, 1966, which includes the 40 and
13.33 acres reductions and the addition of 6.50 acres for Tract 300.

It is believed that these plans and the new factors are in line with
our previous conversations with your people and that our items are in
order.
