7. Upper kelly cock valve with handle available.

B. Pressure Rating: 2,000 psi

C. Testing Procedure:

At a minimum, the BOP, choke manifold, and related equip-
ment will be pressure tested to the approved working
pressure of the BOP stack (if isolated from the surface
casing by a test plug) or to 70% of the internal yield
strength of the surface casing (if the BOP is not
isolated from the casing by a test plug). Pressure will
be maintained for a period of at least ten (10) minutes
or until the requirements of the test are met, whichever

At a minimum, the above pressure test will be performed:

1. When the BOP is initially installed;
2. Whenever any seal subject to test pressure is broken;
3. Following related repairs; and
4. At thirty (30) day intervals.

In addition to the above, the pipe and blind rams will be
activated each trip, but not more than once each day.

All BOP drills and tests will be recorded in the IADC
driller's log.

D. Choke Manifold Equipment:

All choke lines will be straight lines unless turns use
tee blocks or are targeted with running tees, and will
be anchored to prevent whip and vibration.

E. Accumulator:

The accumulator will have sufficient capacity to close
all BOP's and retain 200 psi above precharge. Nitrogen
bottles which meet the manufacturer's specifications will
be used as the backup to the required independent power
source. The accumulator precharge pressure test will be
conducted prior to connecting the closing unit to the BOP
stack and at least once every six (6) months thereafter.
The accumulator pressure will be corrected if the
measured precharge pressure is found to be above or below
the maximum or minimum limits specified in Onshore
Operating Order #2.

F. Special Drilling Operations:

In addition to the equipment already specified in Items A
through E, above, the following equipment will be in
place and operational during air/gas drilling:

1. Properly lubricated and maintained rotating head.
2. Spark arresters on engines or water cooled exhaust.
3. Blooie line discharge 100 feet from well bore and

If a replacement rig is contemplated for completion
operations, a "Sundry Notice" (Form 3160-5) to that
effect will be filed for prior approval of the Authorized
Officer, and all conditions of this approved plan will be
applicable during all operations conducted with the
replacement rig.

Should the well be successfully completed for production,
the Authorized Officer will be notified when the well is
placed in a producing status. Such notification will be
sent by telegram or other written communication no later
than five (5) business days following the date on which
the well is placed on production.

Pursuant to NTL-2B, with the approval of the Authorized
Officer, produced water may be temporarily disposed of
into the reserve pit for a period of up to ninety (90)
days. During this period so authorized, an application
for approval of the permanent disposal method, along with
the required water analysis and other information, must
be submitted to the Authorized Officer.

Pursuant to NTL-4A, lessees and operators are authorized
to vent/flare gas during initial well evaluation tests,
not exceeding a period of thirty (30) days or the
production of fifty (50) MMCF of gas, whichever occurs
first. An application must be filed with the Authorized
Officer, and approval received, for any venting/flaring
of gas beyond the initial thirty (30) day or otherwise
authorized test period.

A schematic facilities diagram as required by 43 CFR
3162.7-2, 3162.7-3, and 3162.7-4 shall be submitted to
the Vernal District Office within thirty (30) days of
installation or first production, whichever occurs first.
All site security regulations as specified in 43 CFR
3162.7 shall be adhered to. All product lines entering
and leaving hydrocarbon storage tanks will be effectively
sealed in accordance with 43 CFR 3162.7-4.

A first production conference will be scheduled within

A "Notice of Intention to Abandon" (Form 3160-5) will be
filed with the Authorized Officer within fifteen (15)
days following the granting of oral approval to plug and
abandon.

Upon completion of approved plugging, a regulation marker

B. Construction standard - the access road will be con-
structed in accordance with Bureau of Land Management
Roading Guidelines established for oil and gas
exploration and development activities as referenced in
the BLM/USFS publication: Surface .Operating Standards
for Oil and Gas Exploration and Development, Third
Edition.

The road will be constructed to meet the standards of
the anticipated traffic flow and all-weather require-
ments. Construction will include ditching, draining,
graveling, crowning, and capping the roadbed as
necessary to provide a well constructed and safe road.

Any spills of oil, gas, salt water or other noxious
fluids will be immediately cleaned up and removed to an
approved disposal site.

D. Sewage - self-contained, chemical toilets will be
provided by Rocket Sanitation for human waste disposal.
Upon completion of operations, or as needed, the toilet
holding tanks will be pumped and the contents thereof
disposed of in the nearest, approved, sewage disposal
facility.

E. Garbage and other waste material - garbage, trash and
other waste materials will be collected in a portable,
self-contained and fully-enclosed trash cage during
drilling and completion operations. Upon completion of
operations (or as needed) the accumulated trash will be
disposed of at an authorized sanitary landfill. No
trash will be burned on location or placed in the
reserve pit.

F. Immediately after removal of the drilling rig, all
debris and other waste materials not contained in the
trash cage will be cleaned up and removed from the well
location. No adverse materials will be left on the
location. Any open pits will be fenced during the
drilling operation and the fencing will be maintained
until such time as the pits are backfilled.

G. The reserve and/or production pit will be constructed
on the existing location and will not be located in
natural drainages where a flood hazard exists or surface
runoff will destroy or damage the pit walls.

The Interior Board of Land Appeals (IBLA) has ruled that the
decision to approve an APD may be appealed under 43 CFR Part
4.21(a), by adversely affected parties. These appeal rights are
further modified by 43 CFR Part 3165.3(b) which makes the decision,
if contested, first subject to a State Director Review.

A. DRILLINGPROGRAM

1. Estimated Depth at Which Oil, Gas, Water, or Other Mineral Bearinq Zones are Expected
to be Encountered

Report U water shows and water-bearing sands to Tim Ingwell of this office. Copies
of State of Utah form OGC-8-X are acceptable. If noticeable water flows are detected,
submit samples to this office along with any water analyses conducted.

All usable water and prospectively valuable minerals (as described by BLM at onsite)
encountered during drilling, will be recorded by depth and adequately protected. AIIoil
and gas shows will be tested to determine commercial potential.

2. Pressure Control Equipment

Chart recorders shall be used for all pressure tests.

Test charts, with individual test results identified, shall be maintained on location while
drillingand shall be made available to a BLMrepresentative upon request.

3. Casinq Program and Auxiliary Equipment

Surface casing shall have centralizers on the bottom three joints,with a minimum of one
centralizer per joint.

4. Mud Program and CirculatinqMedium

Hazardous substances specifically listed by the EPA as a hazardous waste or
demonstrating a characteristic of a hazardous waste willnot be used in drilling, testing,
or completion operations.

No chromate additives willbe used in the mud system on Federal and Indian lands
without prior BLMapproval to ensure adequate protection of fresh water aquifers.

5. Coring, Loaaina and Testing Proaram

Daily drilling and completion progress reports shall be submitted to this office on a
weekly basis.

All DrillStem tests (DST) shall be accomplished during daylight hours, unless specific
approval to start during other hours is obtained from the AO. However, DSTs may be
allowed to continue at night if the test was initiated during daylight hours and the rate of
flow is stabilized and ifadequate lighting is available(i.e., lightingwhich is adequate for
visibilityand vapor-proof for safe operations). Packers can be released, but tripping
should not begin before daylight unless prior approval is obtained from the



A cement bond log (CBL) shall be utilizedto determine the.t g of cement (TOC) and
bond quality for the production casing.

6. Notification of Operations

The date on which production is commenced or resumed willbe construed for oil wells
as the date on which liquid hydrocarbons are first sold or shipped from a temporary
storage facility, such as a test tank, and for which a run ticket is required to be
generated or, the date on which liquid hydrocarbons are first produced into a permanent
storage facility, whichever first occurs;and, for gas wells as the date on which
associated liquid hydrocarbons are first sold or shipped from a temporary storage
facility, such as a test tank, and for whicha run ticket is required to be generated or, the
date on which gas is first measured through permanent metering facilities, whichever
first occurs.

Gas produced from this well may not be vented or flared beyond an initial authorized
test period of 30 days or 50 MMCF following its completion, whichever occurs first,
without the prior written approval of the Authorized Officer. Should gas be vented or
flared without approval beyond the authorized test period, the operator may be directed
to shut-in the well untilthe gas can be captured or approval to continue venting or
flaring as uneconomic is granted and the operator shall be required to compensate the
lessor for that portion of the gas vented or flared without approval which is determined
to have been avoidably lost.

All site security regulations as specified in Onshore Oil & Gas Order No. 3 shall be
adhered to.

7. Other information

All loading lines will be placed inside the berm surrounding the tank battery.

All off-lease storage, off-lease measurement, or commingling on-lease or off-lease will
have prior written approval from the AO.

Gas meter runs for each wellwillbe located within500 feet of the wellhead. The gas
flowline willbe buried or anchored down from the wellhead to the meter and 500 feet
downstream of the meter run or any production facilities. Meter runs willbe housed
and/or fenced.

The oil and gas measurement facilities willbe installed on the well location. The oil and
gas meters willbe calibrated in place prior to any deliveries. Tests for meter accuracy
willbe conducted monthly for the first three months on new meter installations and at
least quarterly thereafter. The AOwillbe provided with a date and time for the initial
meter calibration and all future meter proving schedules. A copy of the meter calibration
reports willbe submitted to the Vernal District Office. Allmeter measurement facilities
willconform with Onshore Oil& Gas Order No. 4 for liquid hydrocarbons and Onshore
Oil & Gas Order No. 5 for natural gas measurement.

The use of materials under BLMjurisdictionwillconform to 43 CFR 3610.2-3.

There willbe no deviation from the proposed drillingand/or workover program without
prior approval from the AO. Safe drillingand operating practices must be observed. All
wells, whether drilling,producing, suspended, or abandoned willbe identified in
accordance with 43 CFR

"Sundry Notice and Report on Wells" (Form 3160-5) will be filed for approval for all
changes of plans and other operations in accordance with 43 CFR 3162.3-2.

Section 102(b)(3) of the Federal Oiland Gas Royalty Management Act of 1982, as
implemented by the applicable provisions of the operating regulations at Title 43 CFR
3162.4-1(c), requires that "not later than the 5th business day after any well begins
production on which royalty is due anywhere on a lease site or allocated to a lease site,
or resumes production in the case of a well which has been off production for more
than 90 days, the operator shall notifythe authorizedofficer by letter or sundry notice,
Form 3160-5, or orally to be followed by a letter or sundry notice, of the date on which
such production has begun or resumed."

If you fail to comply with this requirement in the manner and time allowed, you shall be
liable for a civilpenalty of up to $10,000per violation for each day such violation
continues, not to exceed a maximum of 20 days. See Section 109(c)(3) of the Federal
Oiland Gas Royalty Management Act of 1982 and the implementing regulations at Title
43 CFR 3162.4-1(b)(5)(ii).

APD approval is valid for a period of one (1) year from the signature date. An extension
period may be granted, if requested, prior to the expiration of the original approval
period.

We have been advised of changes occurring with the operation of your database for
Change of Operator. You will be modifying your records to reflect Change of Operator
once you have received all necessary documentation from the companies involved, and
perhaps in advance of our Notice of Concurrence/Approval of Change of Operator where
Indian leases are involved.

We have no objection.

With further comment to Rulemaking, I wish to comment concerning the provision of
Exhibits for upcoming Hearings. I would like to see the Uintah & Ouray Agency, BIA,
and the Ute Indian Tribe, Energy & Mineral Resources Department added to the list of
those parties that receive advance Exhibits so as to allow us to have research time prior to
Hearing dates.
